Other San Die-
gans on the group include Poway builder Douglas
Barnhart and Alliance Pharmaceutical’s Duane
Roth.

According to the website of
the VAD’s manufacturer, “The device, designed
for end-stage heart failure patients who can no
longer provide necessary blood flow with their
native heart, is the size of a ‘C’ cell battery, is
silent, weighs less than four ounces, and was de-
signed by NASA for long-term use.” In most
cases, according to the literature, the patient
must ultimately have a heart transplant or die.
A Sharp spokeswoman said she would look into
the situation but by press time hadn’t called
back.

n late 1992, San Diego mayor Susan

Golding proclaimed in her inaugural

address that San Diego would be “the most

business-friendly city in
America,” as well as “the first
great city of the 21st
Century.”

We're barely into the 21st
Century, and San Diego is
flat broke. It is so business-

friendly that it has adopted
the accounting techniques
and moral standards of to-
day’s best-known busi-
nesses: Enron, Tyco, World-
Com, and San Diego’s Pere-
grine Systems.

For more than a decade,
the city shamelessly cooked

the books — and not only to
cover up the pension mess
currently being investigated
by federal authorities. In
striving to be business-
friendly, city government
broke and bent laws to ac-

commodate any project that
a developer proposed —
sweetened, of course, with
handouts for pols casting aye
votes. The result is traffic
jams, a culture of deceit,
looming cuts in government
services, and a long-ne-
glected infrastructure.

Environmentalists want-
ing to preserve green space
are routinely hoodwinked
by politicians and bureau-
crats wallowing in cash.
Now, to get out of pension
purgatory, the city will sell
or encumber land even
more rapidly. This almost
certainly means that al-
ready-dwindling open space
will be replaced by tract
homes and industrial parks,
as traffic, infrastructure, and
government service woes
intensify.

This was the city that
boasted of its astute man-
agement, completely dup-

Motorcycles
For Everyone

By Ernie Grimm

On Boulevard Agua Caliente — “El
Boulevard,” as tijuanenses call it —

a block west of the downtown bullring,

stands the first and only
Shineray motorcycle deal-
ership in the Americas.
Eight models of the Chi-
nese-made motorcycles
shine their factory newness
through the ten-foot-tall
windows of the showroom,
turning the heads of pedes-
trians hustling down the
sidewalk. Inside, just behind
the showroom, Carlos Sev-
eriano Flores sits in his of-
fice, which barely accom-
modates him, a metal desk,
and a couple of visitors. A
soft-spoken man in his 30s,
with close-cropped hair
and light-brown eyes, he’s
dressed in brown corduroys
and a snug gray sweater.

The thought of import-
ing motorcycles — Chinese
or otherwise — to resell in
Northern Baja California
came to him almost two
years ago. “The idea,” Seve-
riano says, “was to bring
something that was viable
economically in Tijuana,
transportation-wise. People
here spend $60 to $100 a
month just on cabs. So
transportation costs are
very high. We think we can
reduce costs for people who
can’t afford a car or another
brand of motorcycle. Other
motorcycle brands here are
very expensive. But at the
price I'm asking, people can
afford them.”

Another reason Severi-
ano settled on motorcycles
over cars was the difference
in shipping and tariff costs.
“Imported motorcycles
don’t have very high im-
portation fees,” he explains,
“because not many people
manufacture motorcycles
in Mexico. I think there’s
one brand, Carabela, but it’s
been a long time since they
marketed them. And they’re
very expensive, about the
same prices as a Honda. We
do manufacture cars in
Mexico, so the tax on im-
ported cars goes up very
high. I’ve seen taxes around
300 to 350 percent. It’s the
same with clothes. If you
want to buy clothes in
China and import them
into Mexico, you've got to
pay 300 to 350 percent of
what you paid in China be-
cause clothes are also man-
ufactured in Mexico.”

After looking at “over
100” motorcycle manufac-
turers in China, India, Italy,
Spain, and Canada, he set-
tled on Shineray, a motor-

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cycle company with its re-
search and development
operation in England and
its factory in Chonquing,
China. Asked why he settled
on Shineray, he answers,
“Very good prices. Very
good after-sale service. And
they have been awarded a
manufacturing quality
certificate”

The certificate, hanging
in poster form in the show-
room, was awarded to
Shineray in February 2003
by the Quality Certification
Centre, a Chinese organi-
zation that rates manufac-
turing quality in large fac-
tories in China and abroad.
The certification convinced
Severiano of Shineray’s
quality. And he believes it
will also convince some of
the customer base he hopes
to secure, maquiladora
workers. “Because this is a
maquiladora city,” he says,
“people here, when they see
the certificate on the wall,
they know it’s a quality
product.”

Before motorcycles, Sev-

eriano’s company, Mercan-
til Cospac, a family business
he runs with his father, im-
ported other items from
China, “things,” he says,
“such as saladitos — salted
prunes — and orange juice
machines, which we sell di-
rectly to supermarkets
here.” Because of this pre-

vious importation experi-
ence, Severiano knew where
to start the cycle search.
“The Chinese consulate
here,” he explains, “was very
helpful. They put me in
touch with a kind of busi-
ness bureau over there. I
told the bureau what kind
of product we would like,
and they gave us a lot of
help.”

After purchasing the
motorcycles from the fac-
tory for a price he won’t
disclose, Severiano pays
$5500 to have an ocean
shipping container full of
bikes and parts shipped
from the port of Shanghai
to the port of Ensenada. “At
first we started importing
through Long Beach,” he
explains. “The cost is about
the same, but, with Long
Beach, you have to have a
broker here, a broker in
Long Beach, and a broker
in San Diego. It’s a lot of pa-
perwork. Coming through
Ensenada, it’s just one guy
I deal with.”

One container, Severi-
ano says, carries 25 to 50
motorcycles, depending on
the model. The bikes come
only partly assembled —
because “it’s a lot cheaper
to ship them knocked down
than fully assembled be-
cause of the space a fully as-
sembled bike takes up in
the container.”

“The frame,” he stands
up to pour coffee from a
side table near his desk,
“comes with the fully as-
sembled engine already
mounted in it. We put in

woefully inadequate fire
equipment. But city hall was
a sea of mendacity long be-
fore Uberuaga arrived. Scott
Barnett, former head of the
San Diego County Taxpay-

ers Association, now a con-
sultant, is the expert on San
Diego’s phony accounting.

For years, San Diego has
been selling off land to bal-
ance its budgets. It has di-
verted funds from the sewer
and water systems to the

general fund and then insti-
tuted sewer and water fees.
It has used onetime rev-
enues to fund ongoing
expenditures.

“In the 1998 budget year,
Uberuaga, brand-new as
city manager, did a remark-

able thing, extraordinary in
the annals of San Diego
budgeting. He told the
truth. The draft budget
showed the use of onetime
revenues, talked about land
sales, talked about low
emergency reserves, recalls

Barnett. “This was the
spring before the ballpark
vote. The story is that the
mayor went ballistic.” In the
final budget, “the charts and
graphs and statements
about the problems were
miraculously excised, pulled
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While the city was claim-
ing it didn’t have a deficit,
in fact the structural
deficit — the realistic
one — was $40 million
then. Barnett told Uberuaga
that the city could eliminate
that structural deficit by in-
stituting a one-year spend-
ing freeze. The taxpayers as-
sociation publicly advocated
it. “The city council ignored
it, increased salaries and
benefits and hired more
employees, launched pro-
grams, continued on the
fantasy budgeting” that Bar-
nett says had been “per-
fected” under former man-
ager Jack McGrory.

In 1996, when McGrory
was manager, Barnett was
poring over the budget.
Puzzled, he went to Patricia
Frazier, now deputy city
manager. “I said I was look-
ing for the Republican con-
vention in the budget, and
she said it was not there. She
said that, “They told us not
to keep track, ” recalls Bar-
nett. “I was astounded. My
God. She was telling me the
truth. The [expenditure]
number for the Republican
convention was $23 million
to $26 million. It was not in
the budget”

Not long after that came
the controversy over the
Chargers’ 60,000-seat guar-
antee. “Frazier put together
honest cash-flow assess-
ments,” recalls Barnett. “She
had items projecting the
cost of the ticket guarantee.
When it came to the coun-
cil approving, the line on
the ticket guarantee was ex-
cised. Jack [McGrory] said
Susan [Golding] didn’t
want it in there.”

The problem with the
budget is that “hardly any-
body on the council reads
it,” says Barnett. Hence, bu-
reaucrats sneak in spending,
switch money from one ac-
count to another, and the
like. The council finally ap-
proves the deceit-filled doc-
ument retroactively. “If they
did that on Wall Street, they
would be in jail, or at least
audited,” says Barnett.

He considers the pension
scandal “a self-made comet
that could destroy San
Diego,” but he never fol-
lowed the pension account-
ing fraud. Diann Shipione, a
member of the pension
board, has done so. Last
September, she challenged

misrepresentations in a
sewer-bond offering and the
city pulled it — later ad-
mitting that it has been is-
suing delusional bond
prospectuses since 1996.

Nonetheless, the did-
dling continues. This
month, the city settled a
lawsuit which charged that
deliberate pension-system
underfunding was illegal.
But the city was back to its
old tricks, says Shipione.
There were multiple ruses.
For example, under earlier
projections, certain debt
was to have been paid off in
2021. “They re-amortized it
for a new 30-year period,”
thus shoving the payment
even further into the future.
Using another bizarre
amortization schedule, “the
debt is never paid off. The
deficits grow,” she says.
“People in office want to re-
tire and get out before the
consequences have to be
faced.”

To cover the huge pen-
sion liability, the city may
have to sell even more real
estate. It posted $500 mil-
lion worth as collateral in
the pension lawsuit agree-
ment. The big question is:
what real estate goes? “A lot
of environmentally oriented
people such as myself are
concerned that they might
well sell off open space —
parks, preserves,” says Tom
Leech, co-author of an up-
coming book, Outdoors San
Diego: Hiking, Biking and
Camping.

Kathryn Burton is also
afraid that environmentally
sensitive lands will disap-
pear. “I am fearful of what
this city council and this
mayor are willing to do to
cover up their own mis-
takes,” she says.

Open space is either des-
ignated or dedicated. A vote
of city council can overturn
a designation, but voters
must agree to reverse a ded-
ication. Yet there was a ded-
icated parcel inside the ball-
park district. Instead of go-
ing to the voters, as required
by law, the city simply
claimed it had made a mis-
take in declaring the dedi-
cation and grabbed the
land. “Open space is abso-
lutely threatened,” says
councilmember Donna
Frye.

an active opponent of the
recent council decision to
suspend open-space policy
so land in La Jolla could be
used for Hillel of San Diego.
Late last year, two people
were outside her house,
looking for the potential
Hillel site. “They were ap-
praisers from the Real Es-
tate Assets Department, and
they had to rush off because
they had a list of 100 prop-
erties” to appraise, she says.
Later, the department de-
nied that any appraisers had
been sent out.

Joanne Pearson, a Sierra
Club activist, relates the
story of a 104.2-acre par-
cel in Mira Mesa. In 1996,
a plot of 47 acres was to be
dedicated in perpetuity as
open space, and the rest
was to be developed. “The
city approved it but to this
day has never submitted it
to the coastal commis-
sion,” probably because it
wants to develop the ded-
icated space, she suspects.
Meanwhile, grading has
been done, in violation of
statutes. The council has
dealt with the matter in
closed session. Frye got 36
acres dedicated as public
park land, “but that hasn’t
gone through the coastal
commission,” and Pearson
is worried about what the
city will do in secret. “This
project is a poster child for
everything that is wrong
with city government,” says
Pearson.

And there is much
wrong. Business interests
are once again lobbying for
a strong-mayor system. But
both mayoral candidates
are Golding clones — be-
holden to fat-cat donors,
not the people. m

wheels, sprockets, chains,
handlebars, all of the elec-
trical system. It’s better to
assemble them here because
we don’t want anyone com-
ing back saying it’s factory-
bad. If something doesn’t
work, I change it before I
sell it”

Gesturing for his guests
to follow, Severiano walks
into the showroom and
stops at a small red-and-
black model with chrome
fenders. It looks like a Tri-

umph bike from the mid-
1960s. As a couple of men
on the sidewalk peer
through the glass wall and
carry on a conversation
about the motorcycles, Sev-
eriano says, “This is the size
motorcycle that pizza places
and restaurants all over Ti-
juana use for deliveries.
There goes one there.” He
points to a motorcycle
buzzing west down the
boulevard. “It’s a 125 cubic-
centimeter, one-cylinder en-
gine. This is $1200. The
cheapest Honda or Suzuki of
this size is about $2400. The
large pizza chains have con-
tracts directly with Honda or
Suzuki. They’ve told me,
‘Let’s wait until the contract
runs out, then we can talk
about your bikes and see
how well they work. ”

Next to the 125 is a pur-
ple-and-white motorcycle
with a road-racing body.
“This is a sports bike,” Sev-
eriano says, “but it has a
small engine, 150 cubic
centimeters. Since we don’t
have freeways, we don’t
need all the power. Plus, we
bought only this model
right now to sensitize the
market, see what people
need and want to buy. We
don’t want to bring in
something with a big en-
gine because it’s expensive,
and it might not sell.

“This scooter,” he says,
moving next to a metallic
black number, “has been
our biggest seller. It has an
alarm, and you can operate
the starter by remote con-
trol. It also has the 125 cu-
bic-centimeter engine, and
it’s automatic. A lot of my
customers have said they
like it because it gets them
across the border quicker
when they just want to go
to the bank or to pick up
some mail in San Ysidro.”

The scooter sells for
$1525. Along with a couple
more 150 cubic-centimeter
motorcycles — a dirt bike
and a street bike — Severi-
ano sells a four-wheel, all-
terrain vehicle and a silver-
and-black cruising bike
with a reclined seating po-
sition and a 250-cubic-cen-
timeter, V-twin engine, the
largest engine Shineray pro-
duces. “They have no free-
ways [in China] except in
some cities, so they don’t
really need a lot of speed
there. Plus, most people
can’t afford one this big.”

The 250 is Severiano’s

most expensive bike at
$3475, though he sells trikes
at about the same price.
Powered by 150-cubic-cen-
timeter engines, the three-
wheelers come in delivery
van, open-bed, rickshaw,
and passenger-van config-
urations. “Napa Auto Parts
is using [the delivery van]
model,” Severiano says.
“They wanted something
cheaper to operate than a
truck that could still carry
larger parts, like a differen-
tial or a transmission. We’ve
sold some of the passenger
type to Hotel Corona down
in Ensenada. They rent
them to the people that
come on the cruise ships.”

Severiano says he spent
$60,000 to start up the deal-
ership. From the time he
opened his showroom in
the last week of November
through February of this
year, he says he sold about
60 motorcycles, a sales fig-
ure he calls good, though “a
little lower than I was ex-
pecting.” He finds hope for
the future in the possibility
of competing for delivery
contracts now held by
Honda and Suzuki. “Our
prices are 40 to 50 percent
lower than Honda and
Suzuki,” he says.

A challenge facing Seve-
riano is the way Mexicans
view motorcycles. “We
don’t have the culture of
motorcycles in Mexico,”
Severiano says. “People as-
sociate them with wealthy
people and businesses.”

Tijuanenses, Severiano
says, also worry that motor-
cyles wouldn’t be safe in the
city’s frenzied traffic.
“Drivers are very aggres-
sive,” he explains, “and there
are a lot of accidents. But we
tell people that they can
control how safe the mo-
torcycle is by riding safely.
We warn them not to let the
adrenaline get hold of them.
Because when you are on
your motorcycle and you're
going fast, it’s easy to feel
like nothing can stop you.”

A source of optimism
for Severiano are the credit
programs offered by many
of Tijuana’s maquiladoras
through which the factories
buy vehicles for their work-
ers to commute in or on.
“We’re trying to build up
the idea of motorcycles for
everyone. We're selling it as
cheap transportation for
factory workers and
commuters.” m

Why, when a man gets older, does he lose hair from his head and gain it in his nose and ears?

Matt:
As people get older, their hormone balance changes. Women lose some female hormones and
begin to grow hair in odd places. Men lose male hormones and lose muscle mass, aggressiveness,
etc. Men move toward the feminine and women grow toward the masculine. So why do men
grow more body hair and lose their head hair as they get older? Why don’t we have smooth, soft
skin and luxuriant tresses on our heads?

Yeah, Harry, I know what you mean. Pa Alice’s bra size is now bigger than Ma’s. But that’s more
Krispy Kremes than hormones, I'm pretty sure. This hair freakout is something else, though.
And I guess it would be cool if “male” and “female” hormones behaved as Harry imagines —
gradually Mom turns into Dad and Dad turns into Mom, and everybody ends up with a grandpa
named Edna and a grandma named Chuck. As usual, life and hormones and follicles are much
more complicated than that.

First of all, we never grow “new” hair. We’re born with all the follicles we’ll ever have.
Some produce so-called vellus hair (soft, short, pale, hardly visible) and some produce terminal
hair, the darker, more obvious stuff. We couldn’t get staff quack Dr. Doctor to swear to this,
since no research has definitely confirmed it, but the best guess at the moment is that as we age,
certain follicles become more sensitive to testosterone and stop producing vellus hairs and start
sprouting terminal hairs. In women this usually happens in the so-called “sexual” hair distribution
areas (beard, moustache, abdomen, thighs); in men it’s more often the ears and nose. Strangely,
it’s a form of testosterone, DHT, that causes hair loss.

The young vocalist wore a loose-knit poncho over
her knee-length dress. From time to time she
squinted the way rock singers do when trying
to express difficult emotion. The acoustic and
electric guitarists flanking her strummed their
instruments and with blank expressions stared
out at the pews. The acoustic guitarist chewed
gum. Most of the pews’ eighty-odd occupants
were young couples

doing the Imposition of Ashes for a long time,
so there must be something effective about it.”

Reverend Roberts’s pale stucco church was
built in 1989. The nave is high-ceilinged and
atrium-like. Panes of clear and stained glass fill
its western wall, and through them, last Sunday
morning, I could see a hawk soaring above the
church while Reverend Roberts delivered his
sermon. He began by gesturing to two ladders
standing to his left. The ladders, he told us, rep-
resented two ways of looking at life. One rep-
resented the “ladder of success,” the other, the
path that Jesus took.

“Southern California is filled with ladders,
with people judging each other and themselves
by the level of success they’ve attained. This is
true even for pastors. Whenever you go to a
conference, pastors ask each other how big their
church membership is, what their annual bud-
get is. Even pastors have their eye on the ladder
of success.”

He told us that while most Christians were
busy moving up the ladder of success, they failed
to understand that Jesus changed the world by
moving down.

of the 20th Century’s most influential Protes-
tant intellectuals. “One of the important things
about us is that our church polity is congrega-
tional. We believe in autonomy. As for this par-
ticular congregation, we tend to be moderate
right-leaning. We’re theologically conservative,
but socially liberal.”

Thirty-three-year-old Reverend Roberts
surprised me with his emphasis on Lenten
observance.

“Since I got here a year and a halfago, I've
instituted the practice of the Imposition of Ashes
on Ash Wednesday,” he said. “It shows that we
admit that we need God and that we’re mortal.”

I'said that the Puritans weren’t famous for
their devotion to ritual.

“I think ritual can help, but I'm operating
from the point of view that anything that can
bring you closer to God, from the past or the future,
'l use it. Pl use liturgy or I'll use a film clip. What-
ever helps people connect with a relationship with
God is okay. Obviously, the Catholics have been

concentrated on the
question, ‘Where are you going to go when you
die?” Today the emphasis is, ‘How are you liv-
ing your life now? Are you living in a Christ-like
fashion now?’

“And, sure, we're socially liberal. We’re not
into bedroom patrol. We make a point of
accepting everyone. While I understand that peo-
ple prefer things in black-and-white terms, as
I’ve gotten older, I see that there’s a lot of gray
in the world. I don’t think there’s any contra-
diction in being socially liberal and theologi-
cally conservative. Our job here isn’t to judge
people, to make quick judgments about who’s
going to hell or not. Our job is to bring the
Gospel to as many people as possible right now,
with no thought to any reward in an afterlife.
Christianity isn’t about rewards. It’s about self-
sacrifice. It’s about giving of yourself. If I found
out tomorrow that there was no afterlife, it
wouldn’t destroy my faith. I wouldn’t change a
thing that I was doing.”

With Nellie the miniature schnauzer, Blue
Boy and Yellow Head, our two parakeets, and
an aquarium full of fish, frogs, and snails,
you would think we had enough pets. But
my kids, if they had their way, would run a
small zoo. Because my plate is already quite
full with laundry, peanut-butter-and-jelly
sandwiches, and trips to gymnastics class, I
am looking for a parent-friendly

pet. I thought perhaps a

reptile terrarium would -
work so I steered the
Kellymobile to Point
Loma.

“Tactually de-
signed the tanks
here at the store,”
explained T.J. Parisi,
manager of the rep-
tiles at Pet Kingdom
located on Sports Arena
Boulevard. “It is really just a
different form of art. You try to capture a
scene from the wild. I like to design the ter-
rariums with different levels. There are some
tanks that are separated with glass to make half
land, half water, all with living water
plants and land plants and animals.
I do alot of combo tanks. You can
do a combo tank of four or five
different species of animals.”

“You can have an animal
for each level,” Parisi contin-
ued, “some small frogs on the
bottom, midway in the tank
some pygmy leaf chameleons
($39) or day geckos ($39), and
then some small tree frogs ($4.99),
which will hide up top on the
plants. Another good animal is the
reed frog ($9.99 to $14.99). You can
also do tropical fish in the water. I like to
have archer fish ($8 to $9). Their eyes are on
the top of their head, and they spit water out,
knocking bugs into the water. They are really
cool for terrariums. Basically you want to cre-
ate a habitat like that which they come from.
My personal preference is to have animals in
atank that eat the same size food so that you
don’t have to throw in three different size
crickets.”

They eat crickets?

“Crickets, mealworms, and wax worms,
but crickets are the best because they are the
highest in protein and the least amount of
fat. You throw the crickets in there and every-
thing starts to feed. Then after
you feed them, you mist
them (misting simu-
lates the rain and the
animals drink off of
the droplets), and
everything comes
to life.”

How do you
store live crickets?
“You can come "
. i
in every two weeks and = 7
buy a bunch of crickets. e St

Keep them alive in a coffee can
with a piece of carrot or piece of raw potato
that they will live on.” (Crickets cost $1.69 for
20, $4.29 for 60)

What supplies do you need to make your
own terrarium?

“The terrariums are usually all glass with
a screen top. The size of a terrarium doesn’t
really matter.” Parisi pointed out a tank he liked:

I make my terrariums with gravel on the bot-
tom for drainage and then regular potting
soil on top of that. On top of the soil, if it is
a tropical tank, which most of them are, you
do alayer of live moss. I like to line the back
of the tank with cork bark, which looks very
natural and then put in all kinds of branches.
You want to make the tank like a piece of the
woods — branches, rock formations, every-
thing to make it look natural again. For plants,
you can use anthurium, peace lilies, bromeli-

ads, pothos, even orchids, and they just grow

in the gravel. Spray mist them once a day.”

What about heating?

For a tropical environment, “the tank
should be around 80 degrees, or up, as it
isaround the equator. So you needa UVB

light and a heat light. The heat light they
need because they are cold-blooded and
they need heat to move around, and the UVB
light enables them to process Vitamin D3,
which turns into calcium. Most animals require
UVB 5.0, but desert animals require UVB
8.0.” (The PowerSun UV costs $69.99.)

What is a good starter animal for
children?

“Tree frogs are hardy
animals,” Parisi answered,
“and small ones cost
only $4.99. The Giant

White Tree Frogs are
also good for kids
because they do not
jump around so
kids can hold them

[$24.99].” One of

my favorites for a
divided tank with
water was the brightly
speckled green and black
Fire Belly Toad ($7.99).

Are snakes more difficult

than frogs or lizards?

“No, snakes are pretty easy,” Parisi said.
“It is just a matter of choice. Some people
love snakes and hate frogs. Some people don’t
want to kill mice, so they don’t want to own
a snake. It is just preference.” (Snakes cost
$20 and up at the store.)

How often do the tanks need to be
cleaned?

“Only once a year,” he answered, “if you
have plants in the tank. The plants live off of
the waste from the animals.”

On the way home, I popped into Live
Cargo Reptiles & Fish in La Mesa. Sales rep-
resentative, Dan Baker, filled me in on a few
other terrarium details. “For your reptiles,
the terrariums need to be around 79 to 82
degrees, and for your amphibians it needs

to be a little bit cooler, like 75 to 78,” he

offered. Can you use plastic plants for the
terrarium?
“For the tree frogs, we use a lot of
live plants because they seem to like them
better than the plastic plants and they
look nicer,” he answered. “For snakes you
don’t do plants because they just knock them
over. With lizards it just depends on the
lizard, because some lizards will actually try
to eat the live plants, so you don’t want to
put anything in there that is going to hurt
them. But plastic plants with lizards are usu-
ally fine.”

For children, Baker recommended the
corn snake ($50) and the fire belly newts
($5.99) or toads ($4.99).

a seven-gallon narrow, tall tank ($29.99).
“With a tall tank you can add tall plants which
works well because the animal doesn’t have
to be moving around in it for it to look nice.

for economist Roger Gordon’s La Jolla manse (purchased in November 2000 and financed by
2 $1,095,000 U.C. loan) to a lowly $155,000 condo in Clairemont bought in May 2000 by
assistant philosophy professor Rick Grush with a $141,050 mortgage provided by the state.
(Grush subsequently purchased a slightly less humble house, also with a UC loan.) In between
are such abodes as the Encinitas home purchased last September for $567,500 by noted
physics professor Leonid V. Butov — financed by a $513,350 loan from the university — and
the $372,000 stylish Uptown condo a block from Balboa Park bought last July by sociologist
Amy Binder with a $334,800 U.C. mortgage.

Since January 2000, according to county records, the University of California has lent a
total of $40 million to 96 buyers who purchased property worth a total of $52 million. The
average sale price of each home was $545,900. The average mortgage was $417,489. “These
mortgages are not subsidized,” says UC’s Ruth Assily. “They are made from our short-term
investment pool. It’s a cash investment fund that is primarily invested in short-term instru-
ments, money market fixed-income instruments, and things like that.” She hastens to explain
that the 30-year mortgages represent only a small portion of the pool’s investments. “Mort-

gages can only be 30 percent of the fund’s unrestricted invest-
ments,” she says. “They have never exceeded 13 percent.”

The rest of the pool money, Assily explains, is placed in vari-
ous short-term investment instruments. Much of the money put
into the investment pool by the university, she says, consists of
funds derived from tuition fees, bond proceeds, and other funds
that the university will be using soon.

According to Assily, the largest mortgage currently obtainable
by university faculty members is $1 million. For loan amounts up
to $827,500, she says, the required minimum down payment is 10

percent of the home’s purchase price. For loans greater than
$827,500, at least a 15 percent down payment is necessary. Records
show that some professors have not borrowed the maximum. Ass-
ily notes that since market-rate mortgage rates available to the
public have dipped so low in recent years, demand for the UC-

sponsored loans is not currently as great as it has been in years
past. That could change if rates rise in the future, she notes. Loan
approval is issued by the university’s Office of Loan Programs,
Assily says.

demics using university-sponsored financing, says he’s since
obtained private refinancing and no longer has a U.C. loan, which

originally was in the amount of $1,095,000. “The UC mortgage
program provides a minor subsidy, which helps a bit to attract people here,” Gordon says.
“But it is a small program compared with many other competing schools. Coming from a dis-
tance, as I did, the university [financing] made it easier to get a loan. It basically facilitates the
paperwork and qualification.

“My understanding is that the amount of the loan is negotiated between the university
and the faculty member. I saw one side of the negotiations. The point was that if the amount
was too small, then I wouldn’t be capable of taking advantage of it. So it had to be large
enough to serve as an incentive for me to accept.” Gordon purchased the La Jolla house with
his wife, Michelle White, who also is a professor in UCSD’s Economics Department. “The uni-
versity did some financial screening,” he says. “They knew our joint income and joint assets.
Also, they had our salaries as security.”

Further down the list of university-financed homebuyers at number 67, sociologist Amy
Binder says the experience of obtaining a loan from the university was “not all that pleasant,
but the outcome was good for me. I wanted to be in the city, and I was able to get into a studio
condo in Hillcrest. I couldn’t have afforded it otherwise. In fact, it would have been impossi-
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ble” Records show that the sale price of
Binder’s unit was $372,000, financed by a
$334,800 loan from the university. She adds
that “most professors don’t get paid that
much, considering their level of education
and training”

We had to stand
guard around them, and
as we stood guard we could
see our former compan-
ions in the training camp
march past the boardwalk
to join battleships, trans-
ports, and destroyers.

The war was being
fought, yet there we stayed,
doing guard duty around
our sub-chasers which
never would be ready. And
whenever there was a Lib-
erty Bond drive we were
marched out to parade for
it, and always we had per-
sons ask us which ship we
were from. Every last man
of us, I do believe, was
close to suicidal. We even
held secret arguments
about what would hap-
pen to us if we deserted to
join the Army under fic-
titious names.

The delay was intol-
erable, then suddenly one morning
we sailed.

As often happens after an intol-
erable wait, the actual sailing orders
caught us off guard.
Our vessels were not
fully equipped, and
our officers were
fresh from school.
We had not seen
them before they
came aboard, and
they had not seen
us. They were inex-
perienced as we
were, and they
frankly admitted it. At least our
skipper admitted it. He was an
ensign, barely in his 20s, and as
agreeable as could be.

When I worked at
Rock 102.1 FM (now Rock
105.3), I saw some inter-
esting impersonation
attempts, usually from
people trying to get back-
stage at concerts. At a
Ringo Starr concert at
Camp Pendleton, one
security guard came over
to another and said, “A
guy claiming to be Billy
Squier is trying to get back
here. Should I let him
back?” The reply was “No.”
The guard continued,
“What if he’s the real Billy
Squier?” His superior said,
“Even if it is, screw him!
He still doesn’t get back.”
Backstage at a Rush
concert at the Sports
Arena, I heard one kid
telling the security guard
he was the cousin of
drummer Neil Peart. The
6’4" guard said, “Why the
hell didn’t he get your ass
a backstage pass then?”
I wonder if anyone
has ever gotten backstage
with these false claims.

When I introduced
the Stone Temple Pilots on
stage at the SDSU Amp-
itheater in 1993, I went
to the side of the stage
and heard two security
guards arguing. One of
them was telling the other
that a guy claiming to be
the drummer for Blondie
wanted to get backstage.
The other said, “Maybe
I’d let him back, if just
one of these security
guards knows what he
looks like. I've asked three,
and nobody knows who
he is, so we can’t just let
him back here.”

The music director
and afternoon DJ at Rock
102 was Peg Pollard. She
told me, “Promoters told
me women were always
saying they were me to
try and get backstage.
Since they knew me, it
never worked. But the
funniest time was when
I was standing there talk-
ing to a promoter. I for-
get what concert it was,
but a woman was claim-

ing to be me. And I was
standing right there and
looked back at her. Obvi-
ously, she didn’t even rec-
ognize me.”

103.7) Jim MclInnes told
me a funny story about an
impersonator.

The
guy reeked of alcohol. I
asked where he ran into
this guy and he said, ‘At
the Catamaran.

Strauss. Maybe Bill had
never seen a Kinks album
cover, I don’t know. The
guy did have a British
accent, though. It never
came out as to what
Davies would be doing
drinking at the Catama-
ran in San Diego.” His
brother Dave Davies did
play a concert there six
years ago. That would’ve
been a good time for the
fake Ray to pop up.
Three years ago at a
concert in Medford, Ore-
gon, Bob Dylan couldn’t
get into the backstage area
of his own concert. His
album Love and Theft
came out on September
11,2001, and because of

the terror attacks his secu-
rity company hired more
people. A few months
after the tragedy, three of
the female security guards
didn’t recognize Dylan
and wouldn’t let him back.
(In their defense, he did-
n’t have his backstage pass
with him.) 'm sure head-
lines everywhere read
“Knockin’ on Backstage
Door.”

told them I wasn’t Dolly
Parton and some would
say, ‘We don’t care.

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THE MYSTERY
OF THE
PUTNAM SISTERS

Amy, Anne, and Irene. “If anyone tells you they knew them, they’re lying,” one

longtime San Diegan says, when asked about the late Putnam sisters. The

wealthy, reclusive spinsters went to and from their Hillcrest mansion at Fourth

Avenue and Walnut Street in a curtain-shrouded limousine. Only an occa-

sional citizen glimpsed them. They were zoo visitors, and contributed gener-

ously to the Zoological and Humane Societies. They gave money for musicales.

In 1938 the sisters began to lavish San Diego with Old Masters. They donated

an El Greco; a Goya; a Van Dyck; a glorious Murillo; the Zurbaran Agnus Dei,

from which the woolly Lamb of God, bound for sacrifice, gazes helplessly off

the canvas at the viewer. For a time after World War II, helped by Putnam con-

tributions, San Diego’s Fine Arts Gallery (since 1978 the San Diego Museum

of Art) became the largest holder of Old Masters this side of the Mississippi.

Then in the late *40s, the Gallery’s
first director fell out of Amy’s favor. Put-
nam paintings were no longer donated
to San Diego. The sisters’ acquisitions
from that time on did not stay in town

but instead traveled the nation, on
loan to such prestigious institutions as
the Metropolitan Museum in New
York, Washington’s National Gallery,
Harvard’s Fogg, the Art Institute in
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Chicago, the Los Angeles County Museum of Art.
What happened between Amy and the handsome
young gallery director, no one knew. In 1950 San Diego
attorney Walter Ames took over the sisters’ affairs and
helped them to create the nonprofit Putnam Foundation,
a move that would eventually secure all the Putnam
paintings for San Diego. Later, through the Timken fam-
ily of the Timken roller bearing fortune, Ames acquired
funds to build the Timken Art Gallery in Balboa Park.
That gallery now houses a remarkable collection of art
composed exclusively of Putnam purchases.

Twenty years have passed since the last sister was
buried, without ceremony, in a Greenwood Cemetery
family plot. (Amy wrote in 1950: “I am allergic to
funerals, and wish to be sure mine is simple, and that
no one sees me.”) The Putnams’ earlier gifts (a total
of 115) can still be seen in the San Diego Museum of
Art, enriching that gallery’s collection. And the sisters’
gifts continue to radiate throughout the Timken Art

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the only fine art gallery
in the area that does not
charge an entry fee. The
startling contemporary
travertine marble and
glass, bronze-doored
structure sits to one side
of the plaza in Balboa
Park, in austere contrast
to the nearby phantas-
magorical Moorish and
Mediterranean architec-
ture. With the stylistic
difference that keeps other
park structures at arm’s
length, with its chilly rec-
tilinear simplicity never
hinting at the interior’s
richness, the building
stands as a metaphor for
the sisters themselves.
The Timken gallery
also safeguards four file

drawers of Putnam paper
memorabilia. The quixotic
assortment begins with
an 1822 letter to the Rev-
olutionary general, Israel
Putnam.

of tapestry ($1068.03);
faded obituaries; Irene’s
poems (“With sad face
turned aside, lest sudden

after a drunk plowed into
the wrought iron with his
Chevy sedan; smudged
carbons. There are the
New York Times and San
Diego Union accounts of
the sisters’ inheritance

from their cousin Willie
Putnam, the gift that would
change the face of San
Diego art. The Union head-
line reads: “FIVE MIL-
LION BEQUEATHED TO
2 SAN DIEGO WOMEN?”
(Sister Irene died prior
to the inheritance.) The
files end with a veritable
flood, a deluge, written
by Amy from the late ’40s,
as Anne’s health began
to fail, and ending with
Amy’s death in 1958. The
letters increase in num-
ber and intensity as Amy
loses hope for Anne’s
memory to be restored,
or her health to return.
Amy’s misery breaks
through her fat scrawl.
She begins to write the

most far-flung of rela-
tions, even third and
fourth cousins in Sedro
Wooley, Washington. She
answers letters from an
English family to whom
the sisters sent food dur-
ing World War II, keep-
ing them up on Anne’s
decline and her own
vicious headaches.

The majority of this
file consists of Amy’s cor-
respondence with Fred-
erick S. Parker, vice pres-
ident of New York City’s
prestigious Guaranty
Trust, himself the sisters’
trust officer. The letters
are replete with the des-
olation of Amy’s raw lone-
liness, as Anne more often
hardly recognizes her.

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These letters, with their
coloratura despair, their
temper, went out almost
daily to Parker, and have
been preserved with his
often daily, detailed replies
to San Diego.

The many thousand
sheets of paper tell more
by absence and by what
is not said, than by what
is. This extraordinary vol-
ume testifies to the greater
volume crumpled, tossed,
and pitched into fires. (“I
have been busy burning
letters in the fireplace,”
Amy wrote Parker in
1950.) There are parch-
ment informals, engraved
laid papers, stiff sheets
taken from pigeonholes
in club desks, crinkling
onionskins and airmail
bonds, typed with the
Remington and Smith-
Corona pica and elite that
more than the Spence-
rian hand poignantly
evoke a simpler era. But
nothing in the pounds
of paper opens the Put-
nams’ secret hearts. What

their longings and dis-
appointments might have
been; why they never mar-
ried; why they disdained
San Diego society; why
they were reluctant to be
seen; how the museum
gallery director got into
Amy’s bad graces — a
peruser of the paper can
only guess the answers.
Stories of the sisters’
reclusiveness are not exag-
gerated. When it was nec-
essary for Amy to be at the
downtown Bank of Amer-
ica, arrangements were
made to admit her before
the bank opened. The late
Julia Gethman Andrews,
a Fine Arts Gallery
employee during the sis-
ters’ lifetimes, recalled
their visits to the gallery
as “in character; always
announced days in
advance, it was an occa-
sion planned for in
detail — everything clean
and shining, a fresh bou-
quet beneath their latest
gift. Finally their great
black limousine appeared

in the plaza and Miss Amy
and Miss Anne were ush-
ered in, the chauffeur
remaining with the
equipage while the ladies
made their ‘royal
progress.” ” These came
before or after gallery

hours. Almost to the end,
what they did, they did
anonymously, although
the staff and board of
directors of the Fine Arts
Gallery certainly knew
who their benefactors
were.

Nancy Ames Petersen,
executive director of the
Timken Art Gallery and
a member of the board of
directors of the Putnam
Foundation, is the daugh-
ter of the late Walter
Ames, the sisters’ attor-
ney. (It is Petersen’s
80-year-old mother who
warns, “If anyone says
they knew them, they’re
lying.”) Although Ames
sometimes visited the
mansion daily, his pro-
fessional discretion was
complete. He rarely men-
tioned the women. Mrs.
Ames never met them.
So, like other San Die-
gans, much of what
Nancy Petersen knows
about the Putnams is, she
suggests, a mix of lore
with conjecture. But
Petersen, a sympathetic,
gracious, and practical
woman in her 50s and
the mother of two grown
men, one of whom also
works at the gallery, won-
ders if the sisters’ father,
Elbert Putnam, was not

a rather typically dicta-
torial, mid-Victorian
father, overprotective, a
man who would have dis-
couraged prospective
bridegrooms. Certainly,
Petersen posits, the father
as Autocrat-of-the-Break-
fast-Table was not an
unusual role in the senior
Putnam’s day. When they
arrived in San Diego, and
definitely by the time
Elbert died, would it not
have been too late for the
women to consider mar-
riage? Would they not
have been fearful of for-
tune-hunting Lotharios?

It was said, correctly,
that the sisters did enter-
tain, but that they did so
rarely. The guests were
men from Los Angeles
and the East Coast — art
dealers, historians, cura-
tors. The women’s con-
spicuous distance from
townspeople caused talk.
Their distance was so
deliberate, so complete.

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resign, many San Die-
gans were angry with the
sisters. But even today
Petersen remains as baf-
fled as anyone else about
why the women avoided
society, about the direc-
tor’s fall from grace.

Several redoubtable
ladies, some curious to
seize a look at the women
and the mansion’s fabled
interior, others guilelessly
warmbhearted, attempted,
from one decade to the
next, to pay a call. Ser-
vants took their cards.
One or two are said to
have been received coolly,
to have visited with the
ladies (who were reported
to be tiny, bony, plain
creatures, fingers glitter-
ing with diamonds and
emeralds, in dress that
evinced little thought of
fashion). No encourage-
ment to return was
extended.

The late Julia Andrews,
former employee at the
Fine Arts Gallery, was one
of the few women invited.

She told of her visits in a
paper she read at a 1966
meeting of the local
Wednesday Club, pref-
acing her talk with this
disclaimer: “Not that I
wish to give the impres-
sion that I was an inti-
mate of the Putnams. The
nearest [ ever came to this
was when Miss Amy asked
whether I could arrange
an evening in my home
when they might come
and have my husband
play for them...My visits
to the mansion were for
the most part in pursuit
of my duties as curator
of paintings for the gallery
director, Reginald Poland.”

Andrews mentioned
other guests. The eth-
nologist Edward H. Davis,
an authority on South-
west Indian tribes, whom
the Mesa Grande Indi-
ans called “the Great
White Father,” spent
weekends at the mansion.
Natives of Old Russia,
with whom Amy shared
her interest in Russia’s

folk art and the Ballet
Russe, came for evenings.

Andrews offered this
hypothesis to explain the
Putnam reclusiveness:
“The aloofness of the Put-
nam sisters, generally
attributed to shyness and
excessive modesty, was

rather a native English
dignity, never violated.”

Amy, Anne, and Irene
arrived in San Diego in
1913, when the city was
an optimistic metropo-
lis of 55,000. They came
from Bennington, Ver-
mont, with their father,

Elbert Putnam, who was
then 76 years old, and
their mother, Thetis
Bishop Putnam. Elbert,
retired ex-vice president
of Bennington’s water
company, joined his mil-
lionaire elder brother
Henry, who had retired
here in 1898. The sisters
were past their mid-30s
when the family moved
into the mansion their
father ordered built (and
immediately deeded to
his daughters) at the
northwest corner of
Fourth and Walnut, near
Balboa Park, then a dusty
chaos of horses, carpen-
ters, and timber, noisy
with shouts and pinging
hammers as the area was
readied for the 1915
Panama-California
Exposition.

The Putnams were
lured here by the climate
and by older brother
Henry. They reveled as
they supervised planting
of what were, to them,
exotic “hothouse” oranges

and flowers. Thetis saw to
flower gardens to soften
the lines of the new house.
Henry, on his Alpine
property (he also had a
home near Balboa Park),
fertilized New York Con-
cord grapevines with
“butcher’s blood.” In the
balmy salt air he regained
the energies that once
amassed millions; when
he wrote home, as did all
these transplanted north-
erners, he noted, with
emphatic underscorings,
that this was truly
Paradise.

Because Henry Put-
nam dominated the fam-
ily in so many ways, he is
often confused with the
father of the three sis-
ters. For example, an oft-
told legend about the Put-
nams is that Elbert came
to California before the
Gold Rush and worked
as a water boy. In fact, it
was Henry, Elbert’s older
brother, who came to San
Francisco in the early
1840s and began ped-

tle. And it was this early
adventure that began
Henry’s fortune. After he
had accrued a small cap-
ital, Henry headed back
home to Essex, New York,
not far from the Vermont
border. Using his money
from California, he
invested in a steel-rolling
mill that, during the Civil
War, supplied “ironsides”
to the Union’s warship
Monitor.

At heart Henry was
no industrialist. He was
an inventor, one of the
19th-century tinkerers
out to build a better
mousetrap. Appalled by
water boys’ awkward tying
of corks to bottles with
string, Henry devised a
simple wire fastener. In
1862 he moved to Ben-
nington, Vermont, where
he married a New York
City widow who became
the mother of his only
child, Willie. Henry then
began to manufacture his
bottle “cap,” which, fore-
sightedly, he patented.
Immediately these were

successful, and Henry
began to fabricate other
articles for domestic use.
Some were his invention;
most were others’. But all
were placed under patents
held in Henry’s name —
and it is to his perspi-
cacity in filing patents
that San Diego owes its
icons, the radiant Inness
landscape, Rembrandt’s
portrait of a melancholy
St. Bartholomew, and the
stipplings of vibrant red
in a Timken Art Gallery
favorite, The Cranberry
Harvest. Henry’s factory
turned out the double-
pointed carpet tack, a
mop squeezer, the first
practical clothes wringer,
a rubber bottle stopper,
the “lightening” jar and
other pressure jar-clos-
ing devices, and a
machine that made
barbed-wire fencing.
(This last is another com-
mon error in stories told
about the Putnams, that
the sisters’ father Elbert
“invented barbed wire.”
Not true.)

In 1864, Henry

bought the Bennington
Water Company. Finan-
cially, this was his El
Dorado. He was on his
way to becoming a
wealthy man. He bought
out the town’s grist mill,
its brick factory, con-
structed its leading hotel,
built and operated an
opulent opera house, and
became the town’s largest
employer and holder of
the majority of its real
estate. Later Henry moved
to New York City, where
he founded the Brook-
lyn Elevated Company.
Twelve years younger
than Henry, Elbert surely
felt the chill of his older
brother’s shadow. In 1868,
when Elbert moved to
Bennington, Henry made
Elbert vice president of
the water company and
built him a house on land
that he himself earlier
had abandoned. Work-
ing for Henry, a man con-
sistently pennywise and
dollar foolish, cannot
have been easy. Elbert’s
lifelong role is spelled out
in his Bennington Ban-
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ner obituary, which
describes him as “asso-
ciated with his
brother...he was vice
president and treasurer
of the corporation.” The
obituary goes on to call
Elbert a man of “excep-
tionally methodical habits,

quiet and unassum-

ing...naturally reticent
and not given to the mak-
ing of confidences.”
Elbert had married
Thetis Bishop two years
before the move to Ben-
nington. Daughter Anne,
born in 1867, was a year
old at the time, and Thetis
was carrying Irene, who

was born in 1869. Amy
was born five years later.
All three girls were born
in New Russia, New York,
a small hamlet near the
Vermont border. Thetis’s
family had long main-
tained a rambling two-
story house in New Rus-
sia (it was also a popular

more than 8000 volumes.
A thousand of them made
up Amy’s Russian col-
lection. Another thou-
sand volumes, in French,
belonged to Anne. The
titles were a mix of schol-
arly works and philoso-
phy, history, art, music.

During the years
between 1885 and 1900,
the years most likely to
have found the women
courting, the files are a
Sahara. A few stray let-
ters remain from the
genealogical searches that
were Anne’s interest. Irene
edited a literary maga-
zine, but no copies are in
the files.

Did the women have
beaux? The only evidence
in Timken files of male
attention is an undated
poem, “To the Unseen
Irene,” written by a Mr.
Bodkin on paper from
New York City’s Con-
naught Bar, in response
to poems of Irene’s he

had read. The poem,
opening with “Dear Lit-
tle Stranger friend beyond
the Sea... The brightest
treasure of a happy
home,” expresses Bod-
kin’s hope that the two
can meet.

In 1900, still divid-
ing their time between
New York and Vermont,
Anne turned 33, Irene
31, and Amy 26. They

tripled his father’s worth,
and that with the Depres-
sion. He gave away mil-
lions — to Bennington’s
hospital, to Shakespeare-
reciting heavyweight
champion Gene Tunney.
He could hardly have
resisted the pleas of Cleve-
land industrialist Mark
Hanna, who asked him
to add Putnam largess to
the pot that would help
neo-Tory McKinley
trounce the hapless Pop-
ulist candidate William
Jennings Bryan, tram-
pling across America with
his “Cross of Gold”
speech — and Willie’s
“connections” to the high-
tariff, pro-business
administration would not
have harmed Putnam
interests.

Willie was the wild
card that turned so many
would-be straight avenues
of Putnam history off on

a new path. Willie’s falling
heir to the Putnam busi-
ness in essence kept Elbert
in second place all his
life, and may have kept
the damper on family
finances. But without
Anne’s and Amy’s receipt,
so unexpected, of one-
fourth of Willie’s fortune
(it had appeared, at first,
that they were to have
only $200,000 apiece from
his personal legacies), the
Rembrandt and the
Rubens would not have
been possible, to say noth-
ing of the Timken Art
Gallery.

Elbert did not leave
his daughters to go beg-
ging. In 1927, when Willie
turned Elbert’s final
accounts over to the sis-
ters’ lawyer, Willie was
able to report, “The inven-
tory totals $280,984.82,
of which amount
$15,809.20 represents

The women lived
comfortably, but as yet
they did not have the
money to permit true
scope. In 1938 all that
changed. Willie, 73 when
he died in Miami, against
all expectations left more
than five million dollars
of his twenty-two to Anne
and Amy, his two remain-
ing cousins. (Irene had
died two years earlier, at
the age of 67.)

The San Diego Union
printed this under the
headline:

FIVE MILLION BE-
QUEATHED TO 2
SAN DIEGO WOMEN:
— If somebody dropped
$5,000,000 into your lap,
you’d probably feel like telling
someone of your good for-
tune. That happened to two
San Diegans today, but it
won’t cause a ripple. Their
lives will go on with quiet
dignity, as always. The San
Diegans are Amy and Anne
R. Putnam, sisters, who live
at 328 Walnut Street. For
years they have made their
home a beauty spot. Behind
the high iron grille fence of
the busy corner of Fourth
Avenue and Walnut, they
have maintained a magnifi-
cent garden, surrounding

their tile-roofed mansion.

By the *40s Anne and Amy,
73 and 66, were legends.
They were never seen idly
munching a pastel Jor-
dan almond at a bridge
table. They attended no
teas, no gallery openings,
were never “run into”
shopping downtown.
Although they favored
religious art, no one saw
them in church. They
secluded themselves
behind the spiked
wrought-iron fence that
surrounded the formal
gardens. They sat in the
gardens on warm days,
reading and writing let-
ters and playing with the
25-pound longhaired cats
whose parents came from
Bennington. They visited
with out-of-town guests
in among the flowers their
mother loved: the vining
clematis, the ruffled phlox
and pungent stock, the

columbine, the scented
single petunias, the baby’s
breath, the blue corn-
flower backed by spikes
of paler blue delphinium.

The German cook

the Chrysler for a Dodge
(“I hope the car doesn’t
look cheap,” Amy wrote).
Robbins picked up guests
at depots and airports.
Their lawyers came to
them. The dentist came
to the mansion to do
Anne’s dental work. In
Anne’s bedroom, with its
ornately carved and
swagged mahogany and
satinwood French rococo
furniture, he “filed down
her teeth, which were so
sharp that they were cut-
ting her lips,” Amy wrote.
Because Anne’s health
had deteriorated and Amy
found herself increas-
ingly unable to shake off
her tormenting
headaches, Amy invited
their physician to begin
eating breakfast with them
each morning — a service
for which the sisters are
rumored to have paid $50
per morning. Not infre-
quently as many as eight




nurses carried trays laid
with tea and coddled eggs,
toast points, up and down
the stairs.

The decorator who
installed the Fortuny
drapes came and went.
His son, a young teenager
then, remembers the
mansion as dark, cre-
puscular, and gloomy. He
recalls the ladies as plain
women, wearing Victo-
rian lace collars high at
the throat, and that a
marvelous aroma of fresh
sugar cookies baked by
Bertha filled the house.

The evidence left by
Putnam memorabilia is
that the sisters truly cared
for painting. No dilet-
tante would have labored
so over books, kept such
track of sales announced
in ARTNews and in cat-
alogs sent by galleries and
art auction houses as did
Anne and Amy. More
than once Amy was forced
to draw on her personal
bank account (in addi-
tion to her trust account)

to meet $40,000 payments
for purchases as trop cher
as a Rembrandt land-
scape. Julia Andrews
hypothesized that “to buy
Russian icons instead of
Russian sables, to forgo
travel in favor of Titians
and Tintorettos, to choose
a Goya rather than a gay
winter on the Riviera —
the decision to secure
paintings for our city
rather than a thousand
and one personal plea-
sures must have been
based on some criterion
of value, firmly followed.”

For the rich, giving
away art is practical. The
Putnam sisters were prac-
tical New England
women. Donating Goyas
lightened the oppressive
Putnam tax burden,
hugely increased by
Willie’s five million and
the subject of many let-
ters to Frederick Parker
at Guaranty Trust.

To learn how Regi-
nald Poland came to San
Diego to become direc-

tor of the Fine Arts
Gallery, and how Anne
and Amy entered his life,
a reader must backtrack
through files to 1925
when the Fine Arts
Gallery was built in Bal-
boa Park. Amelia C.
Bridges, born a Timken,
and her husband, Apple-
ton S. Bridges, gave
$400,000 toward con-
struction of an art
gallery — to be operated
by the Fine Arts
Society — and Amelia
Bridges offered, for her
lifetime, to pay the gallery
director’s salary.

The process by which
Poland was hired is well
documented in the files.
A Society member had
been connected with the
Detroit Institute of Art.
When time came to find
a director, San Diego
turned to Detroit. The
first choice refused the
job and suggested Poland.
Responding to this, a
November 2, 1925, night
letter was sent to Detroit,
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asking about Poland: Is he
“Catholic or Jew [...] has
he peculiar characteris-
tics... Give me Poland’s
age antecedents your
opinion of his ability
qualifications personal-
ity and nationality.” The

November 3 response
notified San Diego that
Poland came recom-
mended. “HIGHLY AS
GOOD EXECUTIVE
VERY CAPABLE AND
EXTREMELY HARD
WORKER/POLAND

WAS  GRADUATED
FROM BROWN UNI-
VERSITY/TOOK MAS-
TERS AT YALE/ALSO
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GIN/MOTHER SCOTCH
IRISH/POLAND 32
YEARS OLD HIGHEST
CHARACTER AND
REPUTATION/MAR-
RIED NO CHILDREN.”
Poland got the job.

A 1930 photograph
of Fine Arts Gallery direc-
tor Poland can be seen
in Iris H.W. Engstrand’s
San Diego, California’s
Cornerstone. Poland, 37,
is posed with local artists
at Leslie Lee’s studio and
home, “Hollow of the
Hills,” near Alpine. In the
casually dressed group
only Poland wears a suit.
A drawing of Poland
could have illustrated
Scott Fitzgerald’s Collier’s
stories. His is a chiseled,
handsome face, firm at
the jaw, and “artistic” —
dreamy, brooding — and
around the eyes, melan-
choly. It was the “right”
face for the job.

From the first tele-
grams it is apparent
Poland’s job won’t be easy.

The files show he did well.
A 1950 San Diego Union
article reported the city’s
art collection as worth
$50,000 when Poland took
over, and 25 years later it
was worth $7 million.
Poland forged friendships
with local artists and
helped them by purchas-
ing their work and pro-
viding them with Gallery
lectureships. Crafts were
among his interests, and
he served on the National
Ceramics Jury. He and his
wife had significant num-
bers of supporters and
personal friends, includ-
ing Edmund T. Price, pres-
ident of Solar Aircraft
Company, by the late 40s
also Fine Arts Society
president.

When the Putnam
sisters came into Willie’s
money and then began
to spend that money on
art, Poland must have felt
rewarded. A 1475
Bermejo; a Goya; an El
Greco; a Van Dyck; the
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Dr. Nancy Satur

Murillo Mary Magda-
lene — Old Masters
stacked up in the gallery.

Amelia Bridges died
in 1940 and the sisters
assumed her role in sup-
porting the gallery, includ-
ing the payment of the
director’s $6000 salary.
Julia Andrews charac-
terized Poland in her
Wednesday Club paper
as “Miss Anne’s favorite,”
and it was Anne, in 1940
still active, who wrote the
letter to the Society’s
board, offering the salary
contribution.

Dapper Poland, his
hair turned silver in his
15 years in San Diego,
dropped by the mansion
often in the early ’40s.
He was particularly wel-
comed by Anne (of whom
Julia Andrews said, “She
was the eldest of the three
sisters but the closest to
her youth. There was
nothing austere or ascetic
about her, or her room,
which breathed an almost
gay romanticism”). They
had in common a love of
the Gallic. Poland had
been a curator of French
paintings at Detroit, and
knew the language. Anne,
at Poland’s behest, stepped
out of anonymity and
allowed him to place her
name on the Society’s let-
terhead as an honorary
vice president.

No time was more
auspicious for the pur-
chase of European paint-
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ings. The Spanish Civil
War and the beginning
of World War Il in Europe
liquefied the art market.
Old Masters of quality
became available at rea-
sonable prices. Anne and
Amy began to buy. Their
early gifts concentrated on
Spanish, Netherlandish,
and Italian canvases, the
Spanish as a nod to their
adopted hometown’s
Spanish colonial past. In
The Los Angeles Times
Book of California Muse-
ums, L.A. Times art edi-
tor William Wilson
devotes a chapter to the
Timken Art Gallery. He
writes about those heady
years that opened the Put-
nam spending spree. “The
Putnams made such
impossible acquisitions
as Goya’s Marqués de
Sofraga and Sanchez
Cotan’s Quince, Cabbage,
Melon, and Cucumber.”

In the early ’40s the
sisters were reading, in
depth and in several lan-
guages, about artists
whose paintings they con-
sidered for purchase.
Never trusting to their
own judgment in buying
paintings, they consulted
curators and dealers,
scholars, and historians.
They invited Frankfurter;
Spanish art historian
Chandler R. Post of Har-
vard; and W.R. Valen-
tiner, director of the Los
Angeles County Museum
of Art, to come to San
Diego to give their opin-
ion on purchases. They
entertained the gentle-
men in the library, where
from above the books,
Amy’s glittering icons, in
the heat from the fire-
place, gave back the heady
aroma of incense their
wood had absorbed cen-
turies earlier in Old
Russia.

Poland would have
been present at the huge,
round mahogany Empire
dining table sent by rail
from Bennington, where
the Putnam guests feasted
on Bertha’s cooking. It
may have been at this
table, or perhaps by the
fireplace in the library,
where Poland irked an
art-dealing friend of
Amy’s, a man who would

E
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help put the skids under
Poland. Years later, when
Poland became persona
non grata in the man-
sion, Amy claimed that
Poland “never liked Alfred
Frankfurter.” Whether
Poland did or did not like
all the cast of Putnam
advisers — among whom
was more than one ras-
cally art dealer, out for
the ladies’ vast account —
no one knows. But a
reader of Timken files
learns that Amy, who to
the end had only praise
for Valentiner and Frank-
furter, never shared Anne’s
enthusiasm for Poland.
Once Amy decided
Poland had to go, his
already doomed ship was
only further damaged by
his alleged dislike of
Frankfurter and his dis-
trust of one art dealer
who was Amy’s favorite.
(In 1949 Poland warned
Amy privately of this
painting-huckster. Inves-
tigators were asked to
look into his life. They

discovered several law-
suits brought against him
by dissatisfied clients, and
several more pending;
that he was purported to
sell “schoolroom stud-
ies” as “masters”; that his
certification and authen-
tication of certain fine
art pieces were in ques-
tion; and that all down
the East Coast and even
throughout European art
circles and among rep-
utable art dealers, the
man was anathema.)
How had Poland gar-
nered Amy’s wrath? In
her letters Amy claimed
that Poland had failed to
appreciate the Old Mas-
ters and that he did not
care for the paintings
properly. She wrote to
Frederick Parker in late
1949, “I cannot agree to
give these treasures to the
Gallery while Poland has
the care of them. He has
shown so openly his ill
will and desire to be rid
of them after having
promised to keep them

in the vault.” In a 1950
letter to Parker, Amy
wrote of having spoken
with her attorney, Wal-
ter Ames. “I told him Mr.
Poland is not suited to
the position and not wor-
thy of entrusting such
valuable pictures to. I
reminded him that one of
our especially beautiful
and rare paintings, which
Poland asked permission
to hang on the wall, before
we paid for it, he took
down afterward, without
our knowledge, and
placed it in the basement
instead of returning it to
the vault.”

She complained that
Poland, who brought
ceramics and prints, con-
temporary and Asian art
to the gallery, had turned
too much to modern art.
Nettled one day by this,
Amy wrote to Parker,
“They have a group of
people who are interested
in contemporary art, who
are giving a party in the
Gallery today, to raise
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funds to bring ‘out-
standing exhibitions of
contemporary art to San
Diego. ” Parker replied,
“The management with
Poland there is making
the Fine Arts Society into
a modernistic institution
instead of a museum
where the great masters
predominate from an
exhibition standpoint,
and this to me is unfor-
tunate for as far as mod-
ern art is concerned it is
all ridiculous to me.”
Amy also made petty
charges. In mid-1949 she
alleged to Parker that dur-
ing all the years they fur-
nished Poland’s salary —
$6000 from 1940, rising
to $8000 after 1946 —
Poland had not paid per-
sonal income taxes. She
insisted that funds which
the sisters and an art-
dealer friend had put
toward a Fine Arts Soci-
ety catalog had been
improperly administered.
Quickening the tempo of
her angry letters, Amy lit-

erally scrawled to Parker
at the end of 1949, “Nei-
ther Mr. or Mrs. Poland
have ever enquired about
my sister’s health.”

By 1949 Anne could
no longer manage, and
Amy, for the first time,
was bereft of the family
connection upon which
she depended for 75 years.
Had Anne been well, per-
haps the Poland fracas
would have been con-
tained. “Anne’s physical
health is good now,” Amy
wrote Parker in 1949 (and
her condition did not
change in 1950), “and she
goes out to sit with her
nurses, for a while, nearly
every morning. She rarely
comes down to the din-
ing room now for her
meals. She grows more
forgetful. The painful
thing is that she has lost
a lot mentally... I am
unable to discuss any mat-
ter with her, as she forgets
what one is talking about.
It is very sad and difficult.”

The doctor had rec-

ommended a television
set for Anne. A swivel-
based table model Hoff-
man was procured. Amy
reported to Parker, “She
eats well and for several
days appeared interested
in looking at her televi-
sion pictures... I presume
she will look at it again
this evening. She appears
to try to say something
about it to the nurses,
often, when watching it,
so they think it may
induce her to make more
effort to speak. The doc-
tor hopes it may be a
mental stimulus, and told
me it would be better to
have an antenna so as to
receive more variety of
programs. We had one
put up on the roof Mon-
day morning and the
nurses tell me the recep-
tion is very clear and
good. The antenna is only
about ten feet high and
is on the ‘deck’ of the roof,
not through the tile, but
it does show from the
street. I cannot help that.”
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By late 1949 Amy’s
frenzy accelerated. Telling
Parker that as long as
Poland and his sup-
porters were at the
gallery she felt unable
to visit, Amy announced
she wanted Poland gone.
She demanded that Fine
Arts Society president
Edmund Price fire him.
Price, in conversation
and by letter with Amy,
sidestepped the incen-
diary issue. He tried —
at one and the same
time — to hold firm his
authority as Society pres-
ident and to placate the
impassioned wealthy
spinster, on whose con-
tributions the Society
leaned.

On a day of “chilly,
dark weather,” when Amy
described the house as
“the nurse-filled house-
hold,” she upped the ante.
She reported to Parker
her latest conversation
with Price: “I told him
plainly that Mr. Poland
had opposed the purchase

of every picture and had
been extremely rude to
our friends, who had been
generous to the Gallery,
which I resented more
than his rudenesses to us.
I told him if Mr. Poland
is to continue as director
we will take the paintings
and marbles out before

trying to help them to see
better art. He looked
annoyed when he left,
and said several times that
he wished you could come
out here this winter.”
Over Christmas,
Amy’s obsession turned
fanatical. Early in Jan-
uary of 1950, she wrote

March first, and give them
to the Los Angeles muse-
ums where they will have
good care. I said I did not
wish by any means to force
Mr. Poland’s dismissal,
but if the public prefers
contemporary, local pic-
tures, with Mr. Poland to
direct them, it was only
their loss, but we were

Parker, “If Mr. Price had
any strength of charac-
ter he would dismiss
Poland and get this big
gift [a Rembrandt land-
scape for which she had
just finished paying, which
had been stored in the
gallery vault] we can never
repeat. If he retains
Poland, I shall have to
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change my will.”

Several days later,
Amy wrote Parker that
the Society was “not wor-
thy”; and notified him
that she wanted to “annul”
all Putnum gifts given to
the Society, to change the
provision in her will that
gave the “residue of her
estate” to the Society, and
to remove all the paint-
ings being donated in
1949 from the gallery
vault, especially her Rem-
brandt landscape.

Amy had finally got-
ten to Parker. He sent a
night letter, “There is no
way you can annul the
gifts that have been made,
nor would you want to
do so because of the tax
feature, which is of such
importance that the cost
of the pictures is fully
taken care of through the
tax deduction. It involves
close to $200,000 in taxes
and this is not stretch-
ing the point.”

Amy quailed at the
sum, but held firm. Poland

had to go. She wrote
Parker, “It upsets me very
much to find they are all
such fools in the Society.
Mr. Price has made
promises for a year and
has not done one thing.”
By March 1950, Amy
warned Parker, “I am filled
with anger and frustra-
tion, so please brace your-
self and do not be
annoyed with this long
letter.” She had talked
again with Price. “I told
him we would require
definite proof that Poland
was dismissed, with a pro-
vision that he could not
return to the gallery in
any capacity.”

Amy trusted Walter
Ames, while in the same
breath she complained
that Ames, a small, frail,
spare man not in the best
of health, “has no pep.”
Ames had firmly told Amy
that the Society could not
simply go to Poland and
“tell him to get out”; both
Ames and Price told Amy
that the director had sup-

porters. This turned her
fierce. It also depressed
her. She admitted to
Parker, “I am growing
more and more discour-
aged and angry to think
they do not care enough
for the pictures we have
given, and may give, to
get rid of such an unpleas-
ant, inefficient person.”

By the middle of
spring in 1950 Ames
found a compromise.
Poland, who not once in
25 years had a vacation,
and who worked all seven
days of the week, would
receive a year’s paid leave
of absence, and during
that time could look for
a new position.

The letters in the file
do not show how Poland
responded to the events
of 1949 and 1950, but on
June 24, 1950, the San
Diego Union announced,
“Poland Resigns as Direc-
tor of Art Gallery,” and
printed a photograph of
the still-handsome 57-year-
old. The photograph is

BEAUTY
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haunting even now, with
Poland’s eyes appearing
to gaze deeply into those
of the viewer.

Poland submitted his
resignation to the Soci-
ety’s directors, to be effec-
tive July 1. At the meet-
ing, supporters urged
Poland to take the leave
of absence. Poland replied
that he wanted the res-
ignation to be “full and
complete.”

Amy, a careful news-
paper reader, watched
avidly, and waited — “fear-
fully, anxiously,” she wrote
Parker — for some word
of Poland’s demise at the
gallery. When the June 24
issue appeared, she cut
the clipping and airmailed
it to Parker, with an
accompanying note that
expressed “our” appreci-
ation for his help in this
matter. “We could not
have accomplished this
without your help.” Sev-
eral weeks later she wrote
to Parker that she was

relieved it was over. “T am

thankful,” she added, “that
they do not come to talk
to me about our with-
drawal from the Society.”

Certainly Amy found
solace in Parker’s atten-
tion. “I am thankful to
have a Guardian Angel to
tell my troubles to,” she
wrote him. Whatever his
motives, he was the joy
of her last years. Parker

her that he considered
himself dedicated to Put-
nam interests. The tenor
of Parker’s several hun-
dred dictated and typed
letters to Amy moves
between avuncular, even
patronizing, to giddy con-
spiratorial. (“I am only
your lieutenant,” he wrote
Amy. “You are the gen-
eral... I think back to

had been associated with
Guaranty Trust since the
’20s, and from his letters
he can be accounted a
man who knew well how
to deal with the vagaries
of the well-to-do. He was
Willie’s friend and finan-
cial adviser, “although I
often took hisadvice, for
he was very wise,” Parker
wrote Amy. Parker assured

our midnight suppers,
giggling by the fire.”)
Although Parker met with
the family as far back as
the time of Willie’s Ben-
nington funeral, the volu-
minous correspondence,
and Parker’s many visits
to San Diego, did not
begin until Anne’s illness
and memory loss, and
were made largely in

connection with the
Poland affair. Parker was
married, and by 1950 a
grandfather. A diabetic,
his condition was exac-
erbated by intemperance
in eating and drinking,
and Amy’s letters to him
fill up with warnings
about his health. At some
point in early 1950, Parker
had expressed a desire to
retire from the Guaranty.
By August 1950, two
months after Poland’s
resignation, Parker had
been named president of
the newly formed Put-
nam Foundation, and he
moved to San Diego. For
eight years he managed
the foundation and trav-
eled throughout the
United States, buying
paintings. While he was
on the road, he continued
to write long letters to
Amy. In 1957, Parker died.
A year later, Amy died at
the age of 84.

It was Parker, initially,
who preserved the cor-
respondence; later, as the
sisters’ attorney and pres-
ident of the Putnam
Foundation, Ames kept
the papers. They prove
to be as much a treasure
as the paintings, the icons,
and the Gobelin tapestries.

Parker, in his own
way, after Anne was no
longer well, saved Amy’s
life. (Anne outlived Amy,
and died in 1962, two
months shy of her 95th
birthday.) But Ames saved
the day. Even though
Poland resigned grace-
fully, hoping to save the
gallery, Amy remained
adamant in her disap-
proval of the Fine Arts
Society. After 1950 she
turned her back on the
Society. The post-1950
Putnam acquisitions, pur-

chased through the foun-
dation, did not have a
permanent home; Amy
refused to donate them to
the Fine Arts Gallery. So
those paintings wandered
the country on loan to
various museums. But
she remained troubled
about their eventual dis-
position, and even at her
angriest, she wrote to
Parker that she felt “San
Diego needs them.” The
creation of the Timken
Art Gallery resolved that.
The wandering paintings
came back to San Diego
to a permanent home.
Nancy Ames Petersen
likes to tell this story:
When she started work
at the Timken Art Gallery
in 1965, she would excit-
edly tell her father how

many visitors the gallery
had that day. Her father
would say to her, “I don’t
care about numbers. If
only one person comes
in here and is inspired,
that’s what matters.” The
letters show this is also
what Amy truly cared
about. Nancy Petersen
knows this, of course, and
when she carefully takes
the Putnam folders from
the filing cabinet, places
the folders in a huge
wicker basket down for a
reader, she says, “I don’t
want anyone to hurt my
wonderful dear old
ladies.” m

constitution and is properly
instructed in advance. I went
to see it alone and took my
son two nights later. He is six
years old, knows the Gospels
well, and is well instructed
in the Catholic faith (a stu-
dent of the tried and true
Baltimore Catechism), and
he survived just fine. He now
understands more deeply
that Jesus’ sacrifice for him
isn’t a candy-coated fairy tale
but a brutal price paid by the
Son of God. He winced at the
scourging and Crucifixion
scenes, but he was not
screaming or having night-
mares afterward.

Can you honestly say the
film is exaggerated? Modern
society has no clue what a
sickening, horrifying expe-
rience crucifixion truly was.
Gibson has corrected that
for us. Until the edict of Mi-
lan legalized the Catholic
faith in the Roman Empire,
no one even had crucifixes
or depicted crucifixions in
religious art, because it was
too real, too recent, and too
hard to take. It was only af-
ter the crucifixions stopped
that the depiction of Jesus’
Crucifixion became a stan-
dard of religious art.

Since you demand that
Gibson be faithful to the
Scriptures, I might remind
you that fundamentalism is
arelatively recent invention
of Protestants — and they
don’t even use the whole
Bible, just the Bible with
holes. As a Catholic, Gibson
also relied on the accounts
of a stigmatic saint of the
Catholic Church, Anne
Catherine Emmerich, who
(if one so believes) wrote
extensively on the Passion
of Christ based on her vi-
sions. Should Gibson have
asked the World Council of
Churches for permission
before using her texts?

After reading your accu-
sations of anti-Semitism, I
have to wonder, did we
watch the same film? Call
me blind, but all I noticed
about the chief priests in
Gibson’s film was that they
were consistently present
when Jesus’ case was being
considered, whether it be by
the Sanhedrin or Pontius
Pilate. The film hardly puts
the weight of Jesus’ suffering
on one rabbi. There were no
grotesques or distorted cari-
catures of Shylockish, blood-
thirsty Jews. Some of the
Jews were depicted in a very
sympathetic light, particu-
larly Veronica and Simon of
Cyrene, and the film’s two

most sympathetic charac-
ters, Jesus and Mary. Read-
ing your venomous spewing
convinces me that you
never even saw the film.
Why don’t you admit that
you just read the reviews of
the critics who hated it? I'll
bet you walked in the the-
ater, looked at all the kids,
and angrily strode across the
lobby and watched Dirty
Dancing II. As for me, I
walked out feeling an im-
mense awakening of what was
done for me by God’s Son
and how little I deserve it.
I felt no impulse to start a
pogrom or burn a cross in
front of a synagogue.

Finally, would you and
your guilt-by-association
friends please get it through
your thick, unimaginative
heads that Mel Gibson is
not responsible for his fa-
ther? Many of us have big-
oted parents too, but par-
enthood isn’t destiny and
we don’t necessarily share
their views while loving
them all the same. Mel’s fa-
ther is probably senile. What
is Mel supposed to do, pub-
licly denounce his own fa-
ther? I am sure he rolls his
eyes every time someone
sticks a camera and a micro-
phone in front of his dad,
but Gibson has said clearly
that he does not blame the
Jews for the death of Christ,
but that all mankind shares
the blame.

Ms. Tarantino, one of
the Ten Commandments
reads, “Thou shalt not bear
false witness against thy
neighbor.” It seems to me
that you have done just that
by making all these un-
founded accusations against
Mel Gibson and then writ-
ing him off as “arrogant.” I
have a suggestion for you.

Coffee Bean Club

‘ y neighbors can
Msmell it when I'm
roasting coffee,”
says Michael Allen Smith, “and
they want some.” He started
roasting his own green beans in
1998. He thinks of it as
“customizing” his coffee — and
as a natural progression in a
search for a better-tasting cup of
joe. He has been drinking coffee
since 1990, when he was 20. He
knows how to roast coffee six or
seven different ways, but he
most often uses a West Bend
popcorn

popper,

that he

on eBay. He gets his beans online
at sweetmarias.com.

Smith, who lives near the
Wild Animal Park, is a
programmer and database
administrator. In his spare time,
he created the website
www.ineedcoffee.com. “The most
important thing about home
roasting is the taste,” he writes
there. He does not order coffee in
restaurants — instead, he’ll drink
water or maybe V-8 juice. To
explain his preference for home-
roasted coffee, he uses the
analogy of home-baked cookies.
“Which would you rather have?
A chocolate-chip cookie out of
the oven or Chips Ahoy?”

Smith says that until he
learned about it in this
interview, he was not familiar
with the San Diego Home
Roasters Club. Its founder, Jim
Lane, says membership in his
one-year-old group is growing
only slowly through contacts
made through the newsgroup
alt.coffee. One to five people
have been showing up at
monthly meetings.

Lane, who lives in
Kensington, says, “I began
drinking coffee seriously in 1984.” And
“seriously” means? “It’s not about the
amount of coffee; it’s about the quality,”
he says. He uses a Hearthware Gourmet
coffee roaster, the size of a food
processor. He roasts half a cup of beans
at a time — for nine minutes. The
supply lasts five mornings. He drinks
the rest of his coffee at San Diego’s
“really good coffeechouses.” Besides
North Park’s Caffé Calabria, where
owner Arne Holt lets the group meet, he
names Peet’s Coffee & Tea in Hillcrest.

Most people roast their beans
outdoors unless they have a good fan,
says Lane. “They generate a lot of
smoke, because of the oil they’re giving
off.” The smell is sweet and smoky, not
the smell of coffee brewing. The roaster
makes noise: “It’s pretty loud. It’s like a
vacuum cleaner.” Afterward, there’s a
waiting period — freshly roasted beans
need to “rest” 24 hours before being
used. Lane buys his beans locally. He
tries to get arabica — high-level. He
also tries both for fair trade (“They’re

tough to get”) and organic (“Which are
much easier”).

A marketing and international
business teacher at a University of
Phoenix satellite campus here, the 59-
year-old Lane started the club because
he thought, “If 'm here, there have to
be other people here like me.” He says
the meetings are “a place to learn ‘best
practices’ kind of stuff.” It’s “very
informal, no charter, no officers, no
nothing.”

About a year ago, Dennis Reed

found a roaster in a thrift shop in
Poway, where he lives. Did he
recognize it right away for what
it was? “Yes, it was in the box,
brand-new. I'm a kitchen-gadget
freak,” he explains. He paid $20.
He tried a few roastings with it
but had questions, which he
posted on alt.coffee. It was Lane
who responded. Since attending
his first meeting at Cafté
Calabria in January, Reed has
been stocking up on green
beans. “I’ve got 15 or 20
different varieties to work with
now,” he says. He has bought
locally as well as ordered directly
from two growers in Hawaii.

Reed is a quantity guy. “I
have a high caffeine tolerance,”
he says. “I drink 8, 12 cups a
day, maybe more. That’s eight-
ounce cups. But I don’t
necessarily drink it every day.
Some days I drink tea instead.”
He laughs. Asked if he stays up
late, he says, “It has nothing to
do with the coffee, but am a
night person. I have been a
musician as an avocation since
the early ’60s.”

Age 63 and retired (“Thank
goodness”) from 35 years as a
programmer, Lane likes his
coffee sweet. “I was a sugar baby
in my youth. But I don’t add
sugar. What I use is French
vanilla Coffeemate creamer.” To
brew his coffee, Reed uses an
old Silex, “with the two glass
globes.” He says he bought it
secondhand not long ago. It was
after the image of ones from his
past suddenly came into his
head. “When I was young,
about 15 or 16, I used to deliver
newspapers to a café, and they
had those Silexes there, and 1
remember when they roasted
the coffee at 5:00 a.m. It stuck in
my memory.” This was in El
Segundo, near L.A. “I used to go
in and get a piece of pie and,
even though I was young, a cup
of coffee early in the morning. Fond
memories.”

African Daisies are bursting into
bloom around San Diego, espe-
cially along the freeway embank-
ments. The name refers to a wide
variety of species belonging to the
genuses Arctotis, Dimorphotheca
and Osteospermum, with flowers
ranging in color from yellow, or-
ange and white, to purple. These
hardy ground covers require little
water except when in active
growth, and help to hold soil in
place during heavy rains.

Orchid Trees, now at their flam-
boyant best in front yards and
public spaces throughout the city,
are showing off their large, orchid-
like flowers in shades of pink, pur-
ple and maroon. Orchid trees
thrive in areas with a mild winter
climate, hence their popularity in
Hawaii, southern California, and
Arizona.

Yuccas of two varieties are in
bloom in San Diego County from
now through May. Year after year,
the Mojave yucca (Yucca schidig-
era) sends up a blunt flower stalk
of white, waxy blossoms from the
same base — a rosette of dagger-
like leaves. The shimmering white
exclamation point that unfolds
above “Our Lord’s Candle” (Yucca
whipplei), on the other hand, is a
prelude to the plant’s imminent
death.

Mojave yucca is widely dis-
tributed along San Diego County’s
coastal strip and throughout the
higher elevations of the Anza-Bor-
rego Desert. Our Lord’s Candle
prefers the scrubby coastal
foothills and the drier slopes of the
Palomar, Cuyamaca and Laguna
mountains. The two yuccas coexist
with each other in a few areas like
Torrey Pines State Reserve and
Anza-Borrego’s Culp Valley area.

A Guide to Unexpected San Diego and Beyonde* By Jerry Schad

The old, never-completed California Riding and
Hiking Trail, pieced out of dirt roadways and
previously existing trails during the post-World
War Il years, has never quite disappeared
from San Diego County. One branch of this
erstwhile trail splits from its main north-south
strand in the Cuyamaca Mountains and leads
over desert hill and dale toward Borrego
Valley. One of the better-maintained sections
descends from Ranchita, high on the west rim
of the Anza-Borrego Desert, toward Borrego
Springs. Treading this narrow pathway, you fol-
low in the prehistoric footsteps of Native
Americans, whose seasonal migrations
between the winter warmth of the desert and
the summer coolness of the mountains made
feasible their hunter-gatherer existence. For
several decades during the early 20th
Century, the same route was used by cattle-

men driving herds from the
Mesa Grande area near Lake
Henshaw to winter and spring-
time grazing grounds in
Borrego Valley.

The somewhat abbreviat-
ed five-mile stretch of the trail |
describe here is best done as
a one-way, downhill hike.
Devise a car-shuttle arrange-
ment, or have someone drop
you off at the start and later
pick you up at the finish. The
terrain is rough and rocky, so
wear shoes or boots with ankle
support.

Start walking at the north end of the
Culp Valley Campground, which is found just
north of Montezuma Highway (County S-22)
between mile markers

9.0 and 9.5. Walk
north 0.2 mile along
the signed trail to the
“Lookout” or vista
point on the rim of
Culp Valley, and veer
right as the west
branch of the riding
and hiking trail joins
from the left. Proceed
up and over the nearby
rounded hill (elevation
3520 feet) dubbed the
Lookout.

Once past the
Lookout, you thread

e

Buckhorn cholla cactus near Culp Valley

your way downward along the undulating
stair-step divide separating the shallow
drainage of Dry Canyon from the deeper
cleft of Hellhole Canyon. The pseudo-cha-
parral vegetation you saw at first grades
into a low-desert type of vegetation — most-
ly ocotillo, creosote bush, and brittlebush.
When in full bloom this month and next, the
brittlebush spreads patches of yellow
across the stony slopes. On the clearer
days, the near and far views of desert val-
leys and mountains are consistently stun-
ning all the way down. The last mile of the
hike features an unusually steep descent to
the desert floor near the mouth of Hellhole
Canyon. Turn right as the trail reaches near-
level ground, and walk over to the major
trailhead/staging area on Montezuma
Highway, 0.7 mile south of Palm Canyon
Drive, just outside Borrego Springs.

San Diego Aerospace Museum,
the technological advancements
made in aircraft propulsion over the
last century are showcased in “100
Years of Aircraft Engines,” includ-
ing a functional reproduction of the

that powered the Spitfire and P-51
Mustang fighters; and a rare German
Junkers Jumo 004, one of the world’s
first operational jet engines.
Concurrently, see “The His-
tory of Commercial Aviation in
America.” A new section of the ex-
hibit celebrates the 40-year history
of PSA, with original graphics, a

re-creation of the airline’s first
ticket booth at Lindbergh Field,
and uniforms and memorabilia
donated by former employees.

“P-51 Mustang,” celebrates the
legendary Air Force fighter used
during both World War IT and Ko-
rea. The museum’s Mustang is
painted in the red-tail livery of the
Tuskegee Airmen, who distin-

The museum offers exhibits of
over 65 aircraft — including a
replica of Spirit of St. Louis, a
Fokker Scourge (or Fokker Ein-
decker E-III), a World War I Spad
VII, flight deck of the USS York-
town, and a Lockheed Blackbird
spy plane — 1400 scale models,
10,000 aviation-related items, and
memorabilia from Montgolfier
hot-air-balloon era to Space Age,
along with an International
Aerospace Hall of Fame.
