They are ao Inter­
woven with one another that at 
times It is difficult to determtos 
which is the more Important." 

Changed Courae e ( Werld 
Referring to the church o f the 

drat century as a churdi that 
changed the world. Mr. Ward said. 
T h e churdi that has been chnag- 
Ing the world ever staoo to the 
church that has not btsn trsated 
by Its members as a social club 
where for the privilege o f belong­
ing they have paid convenUonal 
dues, but it has besn the eburch 
wherein people gladly gava of 
their wealth he It large or small 
that the work of the Kingdom of 
Ood might be pressed."

In conclusion, Mr. Ward asked 
for the diarscter of old tlms reli­
gion to be msnlfest in the modem 
church, which at Its best waa not 
merely an emotional experienoe, 
but a quality of personal Invest­
ment in the religious enterprlss 
which resuIU In a vitoltoed a c t ­
ual life. "There is somethtof about 
human nature,” he said, "that 
makes the person who has a mar 
tsrial stake In a position spiritual­
ly  aUve to Its ImpIlcaUon.
