A note about advising customers on
successfully overwintering perennials:

Some of the perennials we offer require well-drained soils to
survive the winter. Unfortunately a lot of Midwest gardens
have heavy clay soils that drain very slowly. Plant roots
require oxygen to survive and soggy soils drown the roots,
leading to decay and death. Using raised garden beds along
with amending your soil with 1/2” pine bark chips or compost/
organic matter greatly improves overwintering success!

Aralia to Asclepias

Commonly known as Butterfly Weed or Milkweed, Asclepias are the primary food source for Monarch caterpillars.
Known for the incredible mass migration that brings millions of them to California and Mexico each winter, North
American monarchs are the only butterflies that make such a massive journey—up to 3,000 miles. Only monarchs born
in late summer or early fall make the migration, and they make only one round trip. By the time next year's winter
migration begins, several summer generations will have lived and died and it will be the great grandchildren of last year's
migrators that make the trip. Yet somehow these new generations know the way and follow the same routes their
ancestors took—sometimes even returning to the same tree. Scientists are concerned about the eastern population of
monarchs, which summer east of the Rocky Mountains. This group is occurring in ever smaller numbers, and its survival
is threatened by reduced acreage of milkweeds and nectar sources in their summer home. To do our part to help the
Monarchs, we are offering 7 varieties of Milkweed for 2024. We never treat our Asclepias with neonicotinoid insecticides

so they may be shipped with Monarch caterpillars.

Heuchera and Heucherella are usually densely mounded perennials producing numerous sprays of white,
cream, pink, or red flowers from spring well into summer. Breeding has produced a wide range of foliage
textures including smooth, wavy, pubescent, crenate, and crinkled. Foliage colors include yellows, reds,
pinks, oranges, purples, silvers, ambers, whites, greens, and bicolors. Great in mixed containers, they are
showy all year and require very little water or maintenance. Heuchera and Heucherella benefit from well
drained soils, partial shade, and have become versatile, well-adapted plants for the Midwest garden. Heights
listed are without flowers.

This year we are organizing the plants by breeder and series rather than strictly alphabetically.
