There should
be a riot of color among the iris beds during mid to late May.
SUNDAY, MAY 21ST will be a special open day for the public to see
the bearded iris and hybrid peonies. Do come to see them.

Many new Hosta seedlings of Bill and Eleanor Lachman, and
Kevin Vaughn are being evaluated for future release. Several ex-
citing new introductions by them are being offered this year, along
with two from Mildred Seaver. Also, watch for the introduction of
‘Big John' in 1990. It was simply huge in its home garden at
Clarence Owens, Jackson, Michigan, this past summer. Do come to
see these while going to or from the Hosta convention in In-
dianapolis, Indiana.

DAFFODILS

Summary of the daffodil classification of the Royal Horticulture Society.

The classification of a daffodil cultivar is based on the description and
measurements submitted by the person registering the cultivar. Colors applicable
to the description of daffodil cultivars are abbreviated as follows: W =white;
G =green; Y = yellow; P = pink; O = orange; R =red. The daffodil flower is divided
into the perianth (petals) and the corona (cup). The letter or letters of the color
code most accurately describing the perianth follow the division number. The let-
ter or letters of the color code describing the zones (one to three) of the corona
follow, separated from the perianth letters by a hyphen. Daffodils are classified as
follows: Div. 1 - Trumpet, one flower to stem and trumpet (corona) as long or
longer than the perianth segments. Div. 2 - Long-cupped, one flower to stem, cor-
ona more than one-third but less than equal to length of perianth segments. Div. 3
- Short-cupped, one flower to stem, corona not more than one-third the length of
the perianth segments. Div. 4 - Double daffodils, corona replaced by additional
perianth segments. Div. 5 - Triandrus daffodils, one or more bell-shaped, pen-
dulous florets, perianth segments reflexed, fragrant. Div. 6 - Cyclamineus daf-
fodils, usually one flower with swept-back perianth, early bloomer. Div. 7 - Jon-
quilla daffodils, scape tall and slender with 2 to 6 florets often clustered to a stem,
very fragrant. Div. 8 - Tazetta daffodils, usually 2 to 6 flowers to a stem, sweet
scented, very short cupped and perianth segments rounded. Div. 9 - Poeticus daf-
fodils, one flower to a stem, white petals, small flat cup, and fragrant. Div. 11 -Split
corona daffodils, corona (cup) split for at least one-third of its length.

Numbers following the name indicate time of flowering (No. 1 the earliest to No. 6
the latest).

Note: Daffodil orders must be received by August 15. All bulbs are offered subject
to crop and being unsold on receipt of order.
