The six broad petals are
round and are sometimes slightly twisted, the
center has contrasting yellow anthers making

A very free flowering pretty, 4” red/purple
flowers that have added reddish brown
anthers. Suitable for container growing as
it is a great bloomer and blooms all along
the stem. It grows to a height of 4 feet and

ROSEMOOR™ Gardini® Evipo002°
This “rose” colored large flowered
clematis has a distinct reddish/purple
color with yellow anthers, which contrast
spectacularly with the color of the petals.

THUNBERGIA: An annual vine also known as Black Eyed
Susan. It is a vigorous growing vine that can grow to 6’-8’in a
single season. Thunbergia are great for baskets, large containers
and trellises.
