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What are Acid-tolerant Plants?

All soil has a natural pH fac‘cor which determines the type of plan’cs that can be grown in it. Most

garden soils are neutral (pH 6.5-7) and are suitable for most plants; as long as other requirements
are met. A small area of Britain has alkaline soil (pH 7.5-8) but the majority of areas that do not
have neutral soil have mild to s’crongly acidic soils with a pH of between 5 and 6. These areas are
oﬁen in the up lands such as the Brecon Beacons or near to heathland. In areas of moderate to
s‘crongly acidic soil, and soil may have to be partia“y neutralised in order to p[ant awide variety of
plants ]fﬂms (s not possdo le, or you are parttcularly interested in growing plants that favovuf acidic

Determining whether or not a p[ant is acid-tolerant ﬁom its appearance is mgh on vmpossmb le. However, there are

particu[ar fami[ies to look out for. This list can deﬁnite[y be used as an initial guide but there are lots of possilo le
plants out there. When making soil more acidic or growing with acidic soil, you migh’c add ericaceous compost.
Ericaceous means acidic but comes ﬁfom the heather ﬂowev (Erica). All p[ants in the Ericaceae fami[y are acid-
tolerant, most are acid—[oving, so thisis a great place to Ioeg'm. Moorlands are acidic which can be shown on the
wi[dﬂowevs being predomina‘ce[y heather. Many shrubs are acid-tolerant such as members of the Hydvangea family,
Magno[ia fami[y and Viburnum family. The Currant family, Grossulariaceae, is also acid-tolerant so these are a must
if you are [ooking to grow edibles. F'ma“y, there are only a few herbaceous p[an‘cs that are acid-tolerant but try the
poppy fami[y, Iou’ttercup fami[y and daisy family. Make sure to research each p[ant Ioeforehand to be sure!
