Ammi majus

A hardy annual with pinnate, light green leaves, divided into finely toothed leaflets. Umbels of white flowers, like delicate lacework, are
produced in summer. Plant in sun or partial shade, in any moist, but well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: 80cm x 30cm. Hardiness:
Hé.

Antirrhinum majus

Borago officinalis (Borage)

A robust, branching hardy annual with bristly leaves. Cymes of 5-petalled, star-shaped clear blue flowers are produced freely throughout
summer. Plant in full sun or partial shade, in any reasonably drained soil. Mature height and spread: 60cm x 45cm. Hardiness: H5.

Borago officinalis f. alba (Wiite
Borage)

A robust, branching hardy annual with bristly leaves. Cymes of 5-petalled, star-shaped white flowers are produced freely throughout
summer. Plant in full sun or partial shade, in any reasonably drained soil. Mature height and spread: 60cm x 45cm. Hardiness: H5.

Bupleurum rotundifolium
‘Griffithii’

A bushy, hardy annual or short-lived perennial with glaucous, mid-green leaves that clasp around the stem and are slightly pink-flushed when
young. Umbels of yellowish green bracts surrounding tiny yellow flowers are produced in summer. Plant in full sun, in any well-drained soil.
Mature height and spread: 45-60cm x 30cm. Hardiness: H5.

In spring and summer, tubular purple flowers are
produced, surrounded by purple bracts. Loved by bees in spring. May need some protection in harsh winters. Plant in sun or partial shade, in
poor, well-drained soil. Good for chalk. Mature height and spread: to 60cm x 30cm. Hardiness: H3.

Cosmos ‘Dazzler’

A erect, branching annual with frothy, fine green foliage. Single, saucer shaped carmine-pink flowers are produced in abundance from
midsummer to the first frosts. Plant in full sun, in any moist, well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: Im x 75cm. Hardiness: H3.

Cosmos ‘Purity’

A erect, branching annual with frothy, fine green foliage. Single, saucer shaped white flowers are produced in abundance from midsummer to
the first frosts. Plant in full sun, in any moist, well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: 1.2m x 75cm. Hardiness: H3.

Cosmos ‘Sonata Pink’

Cosmos bipinnatus ‘Antiquity’

A erect, branching annual with frothy, fine green foliage. Single, saucer shaped burgundy-red flowers which age to bronze-salmon pink are
produced in abundance from midsummer to the first frosts. Plant in full sun, in any moist, well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: 40m x
45cm. Hardiness: H3.

Cynoglossum amabile AGM

An upright, bushy annual or biennial with grey-green obovate to lance-shaped, hairy leaves. Cymes of sky blue forget-me-not type flowers are
produced in late summer. Plant in full sun or partial shade, in moderately fertile, well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: 50cm x 30cm.
Hardiness: H5.

Daucus carota

A hardy biennial with feathery, green leaves. Umbels of white flowers with tiny purple spots in the centres, are produced atop tall stems. This
has attractive seedheads and is a great cut flower. Plant in full sun, in any well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: 90cm x 40cm.
Hardiness: H4.

Daucus carota ‘Dara’

A hardy biennial with feathery, green leaves. Umbels of white flowers, that age to pink, then burgundy, are produced atop tall stems. This has
attractive seedheads and is a great cut flower. Plant in full sun, in any well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: |.2m x 40cm. Hardiness:
H4.

Dianthus Barbatus (Sweet
William) ‘Auricula Eyed Mix’

A bushy, short lived perennial/biennial with light green or green and red tinged, lance shaped leaves. Clusters of fragrant, single flowers in a
mixture of pale pink, dark pink, red and white are produced on long stems in late spring and early summer. Very good for cutting. Plant in full
sun, in well drained, neutral to alkaline soil. Good for chalk. Mature height and spread: 45cm x 30cm. Hardiness: H7.

Dianthus barbatus (Sweet
William) ‘Crown Double
Mixed’

A bushy, short lived perennial/biennial with light green or green and red tinged, lance shaped leaves. Clusters of fragrant, double flowers in a
mixture of pale pink, dark pink, red and white are produced on long stems in late spring and early summer. Very good for cutting. Plant in full
sun, in well drained, neutral to alkaline soil. Good for chalk. Mature height and spread: 60cm x 30cm. Hardiness: H7.

Dianthus barbatus ‘Albus’

A bushy, short lived perennial/biennial with green, lance shaped leaves. Clusters of fragrant, white flowers are produced on long stems in late
spring and early summer. Very good for cutting. Plant in full sun, in well drained, neutral to alkaline soil. Good for chalk. Mature height and
spread: 50cm x 30cm. Hardiness: H7.

Dianthus barbatus ‘Scarlet
Beauty’

A bushy, short lived perennial/biennial with green and red tinged, lance shaped leaves. Clusters of fragrant, scarlet flowers are produced on
long stems in late spring and early summer. Very good for cutting. Plant in full sun, in well drained, neutral to alkaline soil. Good for chalk.

Mature height and spread: 60cm x 30cm. Hardiness: H7.




Dianthus barbatus ‘Sooty’

A bushy, short lived perennial/biennial with dark green lance shaped leaves, ageing to bronze-purple. Clusters of fragrant, maroon-black are
produced on long stems in late spring and early summer. Very good for cutting. Plant in full sun, in well drained, neutral to alkaline soil. Good
for chalk. Mature height and spread: 40cm x 30cm. Hardiness: H7.

Gypsophila elegans ‘Kermesina’

Hesperis matronalis.
White(Sweet Rocket)

A rosette-forming biennial or short lived perennial with hairy, dark green leaves. Clusters of white, four-petalled flowers are produced from
spring to midsummer. Loved by insects. Plant in sun or partial shade, in fertile, moist, but well-drained soil. Good for chalky, alkaline soils.
Mature height and spread: 90cm x 45cm. Hardiness: Hé.

Lathyrus-odoratus{SweetPea)-
R oval NavwBlue’

A climbing hardy annual with pairs of ovate-elliptic mid-green leaves. Racemes of 2-4, scented, navy blue flowers are produced on long stems
from summer to early autumn. Plant in full sun, in humus-rich, fertile, well-drained soil. Mature height: to 2.4m. Hardiness: H3. Can be
planted in a sheltered spot in autumn, or kept under glass.

Lathyrus odoratus (Sweet Pea)
‘Winston Churchill’

Lathyrus-odoratus-‘Cupani A climbing hardy annual with pairs of ovate-elliptic mid-green leaves. The orignal sweet pea, intorduced by monk Francis Cupani in 1699.
Racemes of 2, scented, purple-blue and maroon bicoloured flowers are produced on long stems from summer to early autumn. Plant in full
sun, in humus-rich, fertile, well-drained soil. Mature height: to 1.8m. Hardiness: H4. Can be planted in autumn, or kept under glass.

Lathyrus-odoratus—BDerethy- ||A climbing hardy annual with pairs of ovate-elliptic mid-green leaves. Racemes of 3, scented, pure white flowers are produced on long stems

Eeldord from summer to early autumn. Plant in full sun, in humus-rich, fertile, well-drained soil. Mature height: to 2.4m. Hardiness: H3. Can be
planted in a sheltered spot in autumn, or kept under glass.

Lathyrus-oderatus—Reyal- A climbing hardy annual with pairs of ovate-elliptic mid-green leaves. Racemes of 2-4, scented, crimson flowers are produced on long stems

Crimsonr’ from summer to early autumn. Plant in full sun, in humus-rich, fertile, well-drained soil. Mature height: to 2.4m. Hardiness: H3. Can be

planted in a sheltered spot in autumn, or kept under glass.

Lunaria annua (Honesty)

Myosotis alpestris. White
(Forget-Me-Not)

A clump-forming, biennial or short lived perennial with oblong-lance-shaped, bright green leaves. Dense cymes of small white flowers are
produced from spring to early summer. Will seed readily. Plant in full sun or partial shade, in any moderate, well-drained soil. Mature height
and spread: 20cm x |5cm. Hardiness: Hé.

Nicotiana langsdorfii AGM

A well-branched annual with a rosette of mid-green basal leaves. Nodding, tubular, apple-green flowers are produced throughout summer.
Plant in full sun or partial shade, in moist, but well drained soil. Mature height and spread: to 1.5m x 35cm. Hardiness: H2.

Nigella damascena ‘Miss Jekyll’
(Love-in-a-mist)

Nigella damascena ‘Mulberry
Rose’ (Love-in-a-mist)

An annual with finely divided, feathery, bright green leaves. Creamy pink flowers that age to rose pink, with a ruff of fine foliage around them,
are produced in summer. Plant in full sun, in any well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: to 45cm x 25cm. Hardiness: H3.




Orlaya grandiflora

A hardy annual with pinnate, light green leaves. Flat umbels of white flowers, with inner petals being small and outers being larger, are
produced from summer to early autumn. Plant in full sun, in any well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: 50cm-Im x 50cm. Hardiness:
H7.

Umbels of flowers that start lime-green and open to white, are produced in
summer. Plant in full sun or partial shade, in any moist, but well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: 1.2m x 50cm. Hardiness: H6.

Acanthus mollis ‘Rue Ledan’ AGM

A clump-forming, evergreen perennial with large, obovate, deeply lobed, dark green shiny leaves. White, tubular, lipped flowers with green bracts are
borne on spikes are produced in late summer. Sterile, so does not self-seed like other Acanthus. Plant in full sun or partial shade, in any soil. Deep,
fertile loam preferred. Mature height and spread: 1.2m x 90cm. Hardiness: Hé.

Acanthus mollis 'Hollards Gold'

Acanthus spinosus

Achillea ‘Credo’ AGM

A clump-forming, evergreen perennial with feathery, mid-green leaves. Flat heads of creamy yellow flowers are produced from midsummer to early
autumn, fading to off-white. Plant preferably in full sun, in well-drained soil, but will tolerate a range of conditions. Mature height and spread: 90cm x
45cm. Hardiness: H7.

Achillea ‘Summerwine’ AGM

A clump-forming, evergreen perennial with feathery, dark green leaves. Flat heads of dark red flowers are produced from mid to late summer. Plant
preferably in full sun, in well-drained soil, but will tolerate a range of conditions. Mature height and spread: 90cm x 45cm. Hardiness: H7.

Achillea millefolium 'Cerise Queen'

Achillea ptarmica ‘Double Diamond’

An herbaceous perennial with linear, finely toothed, dark green leaves. Throughout summer, clusters of tight, pure white semi-double or double
flowers are produced. Plant preferably in full sun, in well-drained soil, but will tolerate a range of conditions. Mature height and spread: 80cm x 60cm.
Hardiness: H7.

Achillea ptarmica ‘The Pearl’

An herbaceous perennial with linear, finely toothed, dark green leaves. Throughout summer, clusters of tight, pure white double flowers are
produced. Plant preferably in full sun, in well-drained soil, but will tolerate a range of conditions. Mature height and spread: 75cm x 60cm. Hardiness:
H7.

Acis autumnalis AGM

A bulbous perennial with narrow, linear, dark green leaves which appear at the same time or after flowers. Small, bell-shaped, white flowers with
red-tinged bases are produced in late summer and autumn. Plant in full sun, in any well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: 10-15cm x 5cm.
Hardiness: H5.

Aconitum ‘Newry Blue’

An upright herbaceous perennial with deeply lobed, dark green leaves. Spikes of mid-blue flowers a produced in mid to late summer. Plant in partial
shade, in cool, moist soil. Mature height and spread: 1.5m x 30cm. Hardiness: H7. All parts of this plant are highly toxic.




Aconitum ‘Stainless Steel’

An upright herbaceous perennial with deeply lobed, dark green leaves. Spikes of steely, grey-blue flowers a produced in mid to late summer. Plant in
partial shade, in cool, moist soil. Mature height and spread: [.2m x 45cm. Hardiness: H7. All parts of this plant are highly toxic if ingested.

Actaea simplex ‘Pink Spike’

Actaea simplex 'Brunette’

Agapanthus ‘Sandringham’

A clump-forming herbaceous perennial with strap-shaped, mid-green leaves. Violet-blue umbels of flowers are produced in midsummer and look
striking if left seedheads are left during winter. Plant in full sun, in well drained soil. Mature height and spread: 80cm x 50cm. Hardiness: H4.

Agastache ‘Blackadder’

Ageratina altissima ‘Chocolate’ (Syn.
Eupatorium rugosum ‘Chocolate’)

A clump-forming herbaceous perennial with and deep purple leaves. Stiff brown stems which bear flat heads of off-white flowers from midsummer to
early autumn. Ideally plant in partial shade, in moist, alkaline soil. Mature height and spread: Im x 60cm. Hardiness: H5.

Ajuga reptans ‘Black Scallop’ PBR

A creeping evergreen perennial with partly hairy stems and spoon-shaped dark maroon-purple leaves with scalloped edges. Dark blue flowers are
produced on short spikes from late spring to early summer. Excellent ground cover plant. Ideally plant in partial or full shade, in any moist soil.
Mature height and spread: |5cm x 60-90cm. Hardiness: H7.

Ajuga reptans ‘Burgundy Glow’

A creeping evergreen perennial with partly hairy stems and spoon-shaped silvery green leaves suffused deep wine-red. Dark blue flowers are
produced on short spikes from late spring to early summer. Excellent ground cover plant. Ideally plant in partial or full shade, in any moist soil.
Mature height and spread: |15cm x 60-90cm. Hardiness: H7.

Alcea rosea ‘Halo Apricot’

A vigorous, upright herbaceous perennial with large rougly hairy, rounded, light green leaves. Spikes of single, apricot, flowers with a dark pink ring
around a yellow centre are produced in early and midsummer. Plant in full sun, in well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: to 2m x 60cm.
Hardiness: H5.

Alcea rosea ‘Nigra’

A vigorous, upright herbaceous perennial with large rougly hairy, rounded, light green leaves. Spikes of single, deep chocolate-maroon, almost black
flowers with a yellow centre are produced in early and midsummer. Plant in full sun, in well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: to 2m x 60cm.
Hardiness: H5.

Alchemilla erythropoda

A clump-forming perennial with blueish green, softly hairy, rounded, lobed leaves. Spikes of greenish yellow flowers are produced in summer and
early autumn. More compact than A. mollis. Water droplets look exquisite on the leaves. Plant in sun or partial shade, in any soil. Mature height and
spread: 20-30cm x 20cm. Hardiness: H7.

Alchemilla mollis

A clump-forming perennial with pale green, softly hairy, rounded, lobed leaves. Spikes of greenish yellow flowers are produced in summer and early
autumn. Water droplets look exquisite on the leaves. Plant in sun or partial shade, in any soil. Mature height and spread: 60cm x 75cm. Hardiness:
H7.

Allium hollandicum ‘Purple
Sensation” AGM

A bulbous perennial with strap-shaped, grey-green leaves 30-60cm long. Stems bearing round umbels (8cm across) of many star-shaped, deep violet
flowers in summer. Ideally plant in full sun, in fertile, well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: Im x 7cm. Hardiness: Hé.

Allium schoenoprasum (Chives)

A perennial with short rhizomes, usually grown for it’s edible cylindrical green leaves. Dense umbels (2.5cm across) of pale purple flowers are
produced in summer. Ideally plant in full sun, in fertile, well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: 30-60cm x 10cm. Hardiness: H6.




Allium senescens

Allium sphaerocephalon

A bulbous perennial with linear, mid-green leaves to 35cm long. Drumkstick-like ovoid umbels of small tightly packed, bell-shaped, pink to dark
red-brown flowers are produced in summer. Ideally plant in full sun, in fertile, well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: 50-90cm x 8cm.
Hardiness: Hé.

Allium stipitatum ‘Mount Everest’
AGM

A bulbous perennial with strap-shaped, mid-green leaves 30-60cm long, which die back at flowering time. Strong stems bear round umbels (6-8cm
across) of many star-shaped, white flowers in early summer. Ideally plant in full sun, in fertile, well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: I-1.5m x
[ 5cm. Hardiness: Hé.

Aloysia citrodora (Lemon Verbena)
AGM

A bushy, upright deciduous shrub with narrow, lance-shaped, bright green leaves which are highly lemon scented. Tiny pale lilac-white flowers in
slender panicles are produced in late summer. Plant in full sun, in well-drained, poor soil. Mature height and spread: 3m x 3m (may be cut down by
frosts though). Hardiness: H3.

Alstromeria psittacina ‘Royal Star’

An upright herbaceous perennial producing green leaves with creamy white edges. Tall flower stems bear red flowers tipped with green. A good cut
flower. Plant in full sun or partial shade, in moist, but well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: Im x 45cm. Hardiness: H4.

Althaea cannabina

Amsonia tabernaemontana

Anemanthele lessoniana (Stipa
arundinacea)

A loosley tufted, evergreen perennial grass with leathery, dark green leaves, streaked orange-brown in summer and turning fully orange-brown in
winter. Pendent panicles of purplish green spikelets are produced from midsummer to early autumn. Plant in sun or partial shade, in fertile, moist,
but well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: Im x |.2m. Hardiness: H4

Anemona x hybrida ‘Honorine
Jobert’

An upright, vigorous herbaceous perennial with lobed, 3 palmate, mid-green basal leaves. Smaller, lobed, pointed leaves are held on stems which bear
single white flowers with yellow stamens from late summer to autumn. Plant in sun or partial shade, in moist, fertile, humus-rich soil, that is not
waterlogged. Mature height and spread: |.2m x indefinite. Hardiness: H7.

Anemone hupensis ‘Praecox’

An upright herbaceous perennial with lobed, 3 palmate, dark green basal leaves held on long stalks. Stems bear bowl-shaped, deep pink flowers from
late summer to autumn. Plant in sun or partial shade, in moist, but well-drained, fertile soil. Mature height and spread: 50cm x 40cm. Hardiness: H7.

Anemone hupensis var. Japonica
‘Pamina’

An upright herbaceous perennial with lobed, 3 palmate, dark green basal leaves held on long stalks. Smaller, lobed, pointed leaves are held on stems
which bear reddish purple, semi-double flowers in mid and late summer. Plant in sun or partial shade, in moist, but well-drained, fertile soil. Mature
height and spread: 75cm x 40cm. Hardiness: H7.

Anemone nemorosa (VWood
Anemone)

A vigorous, low growing herbaceous perennial with mid-green leaves made up of 3 toothed leaflets. White or pink flushed, saucer-shaped flowers
with 6-8 tepals are produced in spring and early summer. Plant in partial shade, in humus-rich, moist but well-drained soil. Will tolerate drier soil
during summer when dormant. Mature height and spread: 8-15cm x 30cm or more. Hardiness: H5.

Anemone nemorosa 'Bowles Purple'

Anemone sylvestris

A spreading herbaceous perennial with a woody-basd roostock. Long stalked, mid-green divided leaves. Stems bearing single, semi-pendent, white
flowers are produced in spring and early summer. Plant in full sun or partial shade, in well-drained, humus-rich soil. Mature height and spread:
30-50cm x 30-50cm. Hardiness: Hé.

Anemone x hybrida ‘Queen
Charlotte’

An upright, vigorous herbaceous perennial with lobed, 3 palmate, mid-green basal leaves. Smaller, lobed, pointed leaves are held on stems which bear
semi-double pink flowers, with purple undersides, from late summer to autumn. Plant in sun or partial shade, in moist, fertile, humus-rich soil, that is

not waterlogged. Mature height and spread: |.5m x indefinite. Hardiness: H7.




Anemone x hybrida ‘Richard Ahrens’

An upright, vigorous herbaceous perennial with lobed, 3 palmate, mid-green basal leaves. Smaller, lobed, pointed leaves are held on stems which bear
single, creamy pink flowers with yellow stamens from late summer. Plant in sun or partial shade, in moist, fertile, humus-rich soil, that is not
waterlogged. Mature height and spread: 80-100cm x indefinite. Hardiness: H7.

Angelica archangelica

Angelica gigas

A robust clump-forming biennial or short-lived herbaceous perennial with toothed, mid-green leaves made up of leaflets. Purple stems bear umbels
of rich, dark purple flowers in late summer and ealry autumn. Plant in full or partial shade, in deep, moist, fertile soil. Mature height and spread: 1-2m
x 1.2m. Hardiness: Hé.

Anthriscus sylvestris ‘Ravenswing’

A clump-forming biennial or short-lived perennial with lacy, divided, dark purple-brown leaves. Umbels of tiny white flowers with pink practs are
produced on stems from late spring to summer. Self-seeds freely. Plant in full sun or partial shade, in any well-drained soil. Mature height and spread:
Im x 30cm. Hardiness: H6.

Aquilegia ‘Lime Sorbet’

An upright perennial with mid-green leaves that are glaucous beneath and divided into lobed leaflets. Pale lime green flowers are produced in clusters
on stiff stems in late spring and early summer. Ideally plant in full sun or partial shade, in fertile, moist, but well-drained soil. Mature height and
spread: 75cm x 45cm. Hardiness: H7.

Aquilegia vulgaris var. stellata ‘Black
Barlow’

An upright perennial with mid-green leaves that are glaucous beneath and divided into lobed leaflets. Double, deep purple black flowers are
produced in clusters on stiff stems in late spring and early summer. Plant in full sun or partial shade, in fertile, moist, but well-drained soil. Mature
height and apread: 80cm x 45cm. Hardiness: H7.

Aquilegia vulgaris var. stellata ‘Nora
Barlow’

An upright perennial with mid-green leaves that are glaucous beneath and divided into lobed leaflets. Double pompon red and pale green petalled
flowers are produced in clusters on stiff stems in late spring and early summer. Plant in full sun or partial shade, in fertile, moist, but well-drained soil.
Mature height and apread: 90cm x 45cm. Hardiness: H7.

Aquilegia vulgaris. Double Purple
from Billy’s Garden’

An upright perennial with mid-green leaves that are glaucous beneath and divided into lobed leaflets. Dark purple double flowers are produced in
clusters on stiff stems in late spring and early summer.

A rosette-forming, short lived herbaceous perennial with finely toothed, dark green leaves. Upright racemes of apricot-pink flowers are produced in
summer. Plant in any soil, although preferably humus rich soil, in partial shade. Mature height and spread Im-1.5m x 45cm. Hardiness: Hé.

Digitalis purpurea f. albiflora

A rosette-forming, short lived herbaceous perennial with finely toothed, dark green leaves. Upright racemes of white flowers are produced in
summer. Plant in any soil, although preferably humus rich soil, in partial shade. Mature height and spread Im x 45cm. Hardiness: H7.

Digitalis x mertonensis AGM

A robust clump-forming perennial or biennial with ovate-lance-shaped, toothed, glossy, dark green leaves which are slightly hairy on the undersides.
Racemes of pinkish buff tubular flowers are produced in spring and early summer. Plant in any soil, although preferably humus rich soil, in partial
shade. Mature height and spread: to 90cm x 30cm. Hardiness: H5.

Disporum longistylum ‘Night Heron’

A choice plant. A clump-forming, rhizomatous perennial with lance-shaped leaves which emerge deep bronze, turning green. Creamy white, pendent,
tubular flowers are produced in late spring and early summer. Plant in partial shade, in cool, moist, humus-rich soil. Mature height and spread: 1.8m x
I m. Hardiness: Hé.

Doellingeria umbellata

An herbaceous perennial with green leaves, which turn yellow in autumn. Upright stems bearing masses of white, aster-type flowers with yellow
centres over a long period during late summer and autumn. Mildew resistant and a good cut flower. Plant in full sun or partial shade, in any
reasonable soil. Mature height and spread: 1.5m x 80cm. Hardiness: H7.

Dryopteris affinis ‘Cristata’

A virtually evergreen fern producing a shuttlecock of wide, lance-shaped diseccted, arching fronds which are pale green as they unfurl in spring,
maturing to dark green. Midribs are golden brown and scaly . Plant in partial shade, in moist, humus-rich soil. Mature height and spread: 90cm x
90cm. Hardiness: H5.

An upright herbaceous perennial with toothed, hairy, oval dark green leaves. Stems bearing wide flowers of white petals with a large central
orange-brown cone are produced from midsummer to early autumn. Plant in full sun, in well drained, humus-rich soil. Mature height and spread:
50cm x 45cm. Hardiness: H5.

Echinacea purpurea ‘Magnus
Superior’

An upright herbaceous perennial with toothed, hairy, oval dark green leaves. Purple stems bearing wide flowers of dark carmine-red petals with a
large central cone are produced from midsummer to early autumn. Plant in full sun, in well drained, humus-rich soil. Mature height and spread: 90cm
X 45cm. Hardiness: H5.

Echinacea purpurea ‘Magnus’

An upright herbaceous perennial with toothed, hairy, oval dark green leaves. Stem bearing wide flowers of deep purple petals with a large central
cone are produced from midsummer to early autumn. Plant in full sun, in well drained, humus-rich soil. Mature height and spread: 90cm x 45cm.
Hardiness: H5.

Echinacea purpurea ‘Rubinstern’

An upright herbaceous perennial with toothed, hairy, oval dark green leaves. Stems bearing wide flowers of red-pink petals with a large central cone
are produced from midsummer to early autumn. Plant in full sun, in well drained, humus-rich soil. Mature height and spread: 90cm x 45cm.

Echinacea purpurea ‘White Swan’

A clump-forming perennial with toothed, dark green leaves. Steel-blue flowers, surrounded by blue-green bracts are formed on branching stems
from midsummer to early autumn.

Erysimum ‘Bowle’s Mauve’

A vigorous, subshrubby perennial with narrow, lance-shaped, grey-green leaves. Mauves flowers are borne in long spikes from late winter to
summer.

Erythronium ‘Pagoda’ AGM

A vigorous bulbous perennial with elliptic, dark green leaves which are mottled with bronze. Sulphur yellow flowers, with a brown ring at the base of|
each, are produced in spring. Plant in partial or dappled shade, in fertile, humus-rich, well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: 15-35cm x 10cm.

Plant in light or dappled shade, in
moist, humus-rich soil. Mature height and spread: 60cm x 30cm or more. Hardiness: Hé.

Euphorbia characias subsp. wulfenii

An upright, evergreen shrubby perennial with purple-tinged stems bearing linear, grey-green leaves. Yellow-green bracts are produced in dense
cylindrical cymes from early spring to early summer. Plant in full sun, in light, well-drained soil. Mature height and spread: 1.2m x |.2m. Hardiness:

Cotoneasters are favoured for their winter berries. C. horizontalis is a deciduous spreading shrub with branches forming a herringbone pattern. It is
perfect for growing against a wall or fence. Small, glossy, dark green leaves are produced in spring and turn red in autumn. White-pink flowers are

produced in spring, followed by bright red berries in autumn and winter. Bees love the flowers and birds enjoy the berries.Mature height and spread, Im x
|.5m. Hardiness: H7




Cotoneaster lacteus

A dense, evergeen shrub with arching branches bearing obovate or elliptic, dark green, deeply veined leaves witha yellow-white felt underneath. Cymes of
milky white flowers are produced in spring, followed by red berries.

A compact, evergreen shrub with oval, dark green leaves. Trusses of funnel-shaped, pale yellow flowers with spotted insides are produced in abundance in
spring. This rhododendron is very hardy and can be planted in a container. Plant in sun or partial shade, in moist, well-drained, humus-rich soil that is acidic.

This fast growing willow has dark green, narrow, slightly serrated leaves. It is an upright shrub, which will turn into a spreading tree is left uncoppiced.
Young stems are a wonderful dark purple colour, with older wood turning grey-green. Annual coppicing will produce straight stems with the best winter
colour.

Salix fragilis (Crack Willow)

Taking its name from the noise that the breaking branches make, this willow can form a spreading tree, or can be coppiced for its stem colour. Finely
toothed, dark green leaves with paler undersides are produced with green catkins in spring. Young stems are olive brown.
Height and spread if grown as a tree and left untrimmed, 15m x 15m.

Salix fragilis var. decipiens
(White Welsh Willow)

This willow has thin, dark green leaves and forms an upright shrub, turning into a spreading tree if left uncoppiced. The young stems are pale, with older
wood turning a darker olive brown.
