SEPTEMBER | Ningshu Fang

Inspired and encouraged by her grandmother, a professort
of art at China’s Tong Ji University, Ningshu Fang kept
a dream of being an artist alive while in the traditional
Chinese education system. She utilizes painting to find
joy and contentment and hopes her viewers find the same
nostalgic connections between her work and their own

memories.

SEPTEMBER-OCTOBER | Alice Debo

When approaching a subject, Alice absorbs the scene in
terms of light, color, and contour. Focusing on the way each
of these elements influences the subject results in complex
images rich in detail. Her illustrations are labyrinthine, and

are refined using minimal lines and combining congruent
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contours. The final outcome is an interpretation of the three
elements to tell the story of the plant that day.

OCTOBER-NOVEMBER | Jen Fuller

Portland artist Jen Fuller blends the contrasting aesthetics
of glass and steel to create sculpture she refers to as “totems
for the soul” Motivated by the technical challenges
inherent in transforming materials with history into time
based experiences, her work reflects the transparency and

vulnerability found in humanity and nature.

NOVEMBER-DECEMBER | Abigail Davidson and Beth Hughes
Abigail Davidson is a printmaker and illustrator. Her artwork
primarily features animals, flower patterns, fantasy, and
typography. She specializes in block printmaking, and all of
her prints are hand-carved and hand-pressed.

Beth Hughes current work is mainly pen and ink, often with
added acrylic washes and metallic accents. Deeply inspired
by the natural world and the complex relationships formed
within, Beth has endless for her artwork.

DECEMBER | Stephanie Brown

Stephanie Brown uses photography to create vibrant, highly-
detailed botanical studies. Intrigued by the many ways in which
water, direct sun and deep shadow can influence the appearance of
petals, branches and leaves, she especially enjoys capturing images

which give the impression of being illuminated from within.
