He is Sgt HoiJl'rl M Soule J r . 
whose duty Ill Southeast Asia has 
earned him two Purple Hearts and 
the Gallantry Cross with Silver Star. 
the second highest award given enlist­
ed men by the South Vietnamese gov­
ernment. 

His parents are Mr and Mrs. Rob 
ert Soule. 1202 Woodridge Circle. Eu­
less. 

Sgt. Soule is with the Third Marine 
Division and has been in Vietnam 
since Jan. 2. He was awarded the 
Cross of Gallantry for skillfully com­
manding his forward observer team. 

GALLANTRY CROSS 

to advanc.:e to the Demilitarized Zone 
and clear the road for military vehi 
cles. 'l'h~ vehicles were subsequently 
able to move safely into an area con 
sidercd inaccessible by the Viet Cong. 
The action was part of th~ Marine's 
"Operation Hickory.· · 

Sgt. Soule was with a forward but 1 
talion of the Third Reconnaissanc.:~ 
Co .. and was frequently dropped with 
his three-man team behind enemy 
lines. 

In letters home he has described 
similar close-shave experiences. Once 
he and his team stumbled onto a 
large "Charley" encampment. think­
ing it was deserted. The men ob­
served numerous footprints leading 
into bunkers and caves and tunnels 
and discovered the area was still in 
use by the Congs. The M<1rines with­
drew safely and led more troops to 
the spot later. but it had been hastily 
abandoned. 

"The jungle covering which they 
had rigged up over the area's 
entranc.:c was so dense that it would 
never have been spotted from the 
air ... Sgt. Soule related. 

His first honor. the Purple Heart. 
was awarded him after he sustained 
shrapnel wounds in his foot and leg 
when he attempted to dispose of a 
grenade that fell at his feet 

A second g r e n a d e struck him 
months later and he suffered injuries 
to his left arm. "I ~as put out to pas­
ture then... he wrote home from a 
rest and recreation center in Da 
Nal}g. where he spent 20 days recu­
perating before again being recalled 
to active duty. 

The young ser~cant 'laid his 21st 
birthday gilt was particularly me 
m o r a b ll' . H1s t'ompuny was in a 
"tough spot. things looked bad ... he 
wrote his parents But reliPf came 
with the timely arnval of helicopters 
to t•vm·uat(' them . at thP time they 
had bt'l'll without water for three 
days 

"It was a wonderful Valentine·s 
Day ... said Soule who ('elebrated his 
21st birthday reb. 14. 

The military life may be new in 
practice to the youthful Marine . but 
he has "lived it" much of his life. Fa · 
thrr Robut Sr retired from the Navy 
after 22 years. And now. brother 
Gary. 2:3. is in Quantico. Va .. after 
JOinmg the Corps Oct. 26.

Wr 
moved thl' brush and found a 
tunnel which led to an undrr­
ground pit whrrc a large quantity 
of rice was cooking." he said. 

"This gave us our first indica­
tion that there were NVA still in 
the area, but when we searched 
more thoroughly we noticed that 
all footprints Jed into the caves," i 
SouE said. He added the tree · 
canopy covering the camp area 
was so dense artillcr\' would have 
Iiiii(' effect on it. · 

The next morning the recon 
unit Jed "H" Co., Twenty-Sixth 
Regiment Marines back to the 
NVA base camp, which had been 
h a s t i I y evacuated during the 
night. Demolitions men worked 
the remainder of the day destroy­
ing the complex. 

Eight days earlier the same 
team had uncovered a base camp 
of an estimated regiment of NVA.

T HE sociologist who once declared 
"big families usually get the most 
fun out of life" might have had 

in mind ones like that of Dortha Soule, 
chosen "U. S. Lady-of-the-Year." 

Eleven children, seven of her own 
and four adopted when her twin sister 
was killed in an auto accident six years 
ago, make up the busy and happy fam­
ily of this outstanding mother. She is 
the wife of Cdr. Robert M. Soule, USN, 
Assistant Bureau of Naval Weapons 
Representative at the Chance Vought 
Aircraft plant in Dallas, Texas. Dortha 
was chosen as the No. 1 "Lady" by a 
committee composed of wives of the 
service secretaries and the Joint Chiefs 
of Staff-the first Navy wife to be so 
honored. 

The Soules and their "stair steps" 
brood of lively youngsters, ranging 
from three to 18 years in age, reside in 
"Breezy Hill Manor," a three-story 
seven-bedroom house resembling the 
family dwelling in the movie, "Giant," 
with overtones of Mt. Vernon. 

Dortha had three children of her 
own when her sister, Dorrie Peterson, 
was killed in an Arizona auto accident. 
Her husband had died two years ear­
lier. She went to Arizona and brought 
back the four youngsters to live with 
her own and since then has added four 
more Soules, the last two being twins,

When Commander Soule was trans­

ferred to Dallas last July, the problem 
of finding a home large enough to 
house a family of 13 persons presented 
itself. A doctor's former residence atop 
a hill, with lots of space all around it, 
proved the answer. Three cars, three 
television sets, four horses, a lake to 
fish in and room for the youngsters to 
run in help solve transportation and 
recreation problems. The horses belong 
to others but the children get in plenty 
of riding on the Texas prairies. 

The ·family includes Gayle, 18, 
Lynne, 17, Gary, 15, and Dee, 10, all 
children of the Peterson branch of the 
family, and Vicki, 16, Bobbie, 13, Ron· 
nie, 9, Dorris, 6, Kent, 5, and the three­
year-old twins. 

Not only does Dortha find time to 
care for her large family but she has 
been active in PTA, church and Scout­
ing groups and has won her 100-hour 
Navy Relief pin several times over. She 
goes bowling each week at the Naval 
Air Station and is one of the top 
scorers in her league. 

Being a Navy wife, she has moved 
her family across the country several 
times and once to Adak, Alaska. Her 
big ambition is to take them overseas 
for duty but the Navy rule against

Sea duty being what il is in th~ 
\av1. wi th her h usband commanding 
fi~hter squadrons aboard aircraft car· 
riers in fa r-ofT waters, Dortha has had 
lo do much of the r ear ing of her fam· 
il y herself. On one stretch. Bob was 
away from his family for 27 months, 
with only a three-mon ths' break in the 
absence. Before coming to Texas, he 
ll'as stationed in Newport, Rhode Is· 
land, while a ttending Naval War Col· 
lege. On arrival there the family lived 
out of suitcases for a month until the ir 
household effects arrived. '·You get 
pretty tired of the same old clothes at 
a time like tha t," Dortha said. 

When Bob transferred to Dallas, it 
was the first service duty change he 
had made that d id not involve shipping 
his household effects and family all the 
way from one coast to the other. But 
even the transfer to Dallas produced a 
minor crisis. 

Bob had come to Texas ahead of 
time to obtain housing for his family. 
When he r eturned to Rhode Island to 
bring another car and a couple of the 
boys back, he left the bus-like Goliath 
car at Amon Carter airport at F t.

On top of that Dortha had lost tl1e 
keys to the Goliath. Luckily, Bob ha<l 
left a set of keys with an officer in the 
Navy office a t Chance Vought and a 
phone call to him brought the needed 
wheels to Love Field in Dallas. 

A few months after they had settled 
down in their new home another c risis 
aro5e. A cold wave hit Texas, sending 
temperatures down to 20 degrees. The 
family's huge house is heated by bu· 
tane gas and the tank supply ran out 
a t 10 :30 p.m. The Soules bundled the 
smaller children into one room and 
tried to keep it warm with a small 
electric heater. The r est of the fam ily 
just shiver ed through the long, cold 
night and into the next day until a new 
gas supply could be obtained. 

"We can laugh about it now, but it 
wasn't funny at the time," Dortha com· 
mented wryly. 

" In spite of having an extra lar ge 
family," she explains, ··we try to treat 
each child as an indi\'idual. T hey have 
various kinds of amusements, parties 
and frequent overnight guests. I may 
be pretly busy, but not too busy to do

Since they live short of the boundary 
line where school buses will pick up 
their children, the Soules have a trans· 
portation problem that keeps both busy 
as chauffeurs. The parents run shuttle

The Soule House at Plimoth Plantation 

When the Soule House at Plimoth Plantation was completed a year or so ago the 

question of furnishings arose, and it was the feeling of this writer (Exhibits Direc­

tor for Plimoth Plantation) that these should not be antiques but newly made, as 

they must have been in the 1620s. Since the village houses are reproductions based 

on historical research, so should the furniture be. Mr. Horace Soule concurred in 

this idea and gave money to have furniture made. Several reproductions have been 

produced in the exhibits workshop--a table, two benches and a joined stool. A 

six-board chest is presently under construction. All these items of furniture will 

be in the Soule House when Plimoth Pl~ntation opens April 1, 19 69. In addition, 

various articles of daily living will be placed on shelves--wooden plates, some 

pewter and some drinking vessels of leather and horn. The firepl ace will be fur­

nished with trammel hooks, pots and pans and other hearth furnishings. Since 

certain houses in the village are strategically located for crowd dispersal, they 

are used for certain specific exhibits-- cooking, lighting 1 cooperage, etc. The 

Soule House will house a representative collection of ceramic ware of the 17th cen­

tury with a hos tess to explain the house 1 furnishings and ceramics.

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LEANDER7 SOULE (J~mes6 , John5 , James4 John3- 2 , George1 ), son of 
~eacon James (1795-1877) and Leah (Bennett) Soule (1796-1865) was born 
at South Abington (Whitman since 3 May 1886), Plymouth County, Mass.on 
12 Jam 1831 (Abington VR), was baptized 2 Sep 1832 (Abington VR) and 
died at Holbrook, Massachusetts on 22 Feb 1915 (Mass VR 7:84). He is 
buried in Mt. Pleasant Cemetery in Taunton, Massachusetts. 

LEANDER SOL"LE I LEANDER SOULE 

Leander Soule (he disliked his given name and always wrote it firm­
ly "L. Soule") went to Taunton when he was 20 and made that his home 
city for most of his life although he lived in Brockton during his later 
years. In 1968 his grandchildren recall him as a tall man, rugged and 
powerful of frame, massive of head and chest, and a white moustache add­
ing distinction. 

Shortly after arr1v1ng in Taunton, young Soule became a supeL·lntend­
ent for A. Field & Sons Tack Works which later merged into the Atlas Tack 
Company, the largest manufacturer in the United States of nails, tacks, 
and similar products. His versatile and ambitious mind devised many im­
provements in manufacturing methods. Five of these inventions were 
patented. He was a persistent promoter of products of the company and 
by his own estimate he brought over $100,000 into the company treasury 
and increased the demand for nails and tacks by $60,000 to $100,000 per 
year.

Branching out into busi ness ventures of his own , he founded "L . Soule 
& Co . , Piano & Organ Dealers " with an office at 24 City Square , Taunton . 
He was a l oo Manager i n Taunton of the "Soule Piano & Organ Investment 
Company '' i n Taunton . The advertisements of these companies are striking­
l y original and trenchant . A little book called "Soule ' s Diagram for 
Facilitating the Selection of Pi anos and Organs" shows that his in­
ventiveness was constantly at work in prac t ical ways . Forward looking 
beyond most men of h i s t i me , he became agent for the New England Wire ­
less Telegraph Company i n 190 1 and expres~:.>es h i mself as " sanguine of 
the succeso of the manufacture of these i nstruments " and cited numerous 
examples of the sat i sfac tory usage of wireless t elegraphy . In letters 
to his cl1ildren, he often apprised them enthusiasticall y of what he con­
s i dered \vonderful , thongh often speculative , opportuni ties for i nvestment . 

Although of nec essity a conscient ious busi nessman - and a progress ­
i ve one - Leander Soule ' s real devot ion was to music. Hi s family re­
calls that h e had a bi g baritone voice, loved to sing, and it was tradit ­
ion that he conl d. play any band i nstrument . He was only 24 1..vhen he was 
elected Chorister of the Winslow Church (Orthodox Congregational) choir 
in Taunton , a position h e hel d for 25 years . He formed a chorus choi r 
of f i fty voices to assist i n the services of Cedar Street Chapel and 
many of th em followed when he was called to the Broadway Church (Tri ni­
tarian Congregational, Orthodox) to take charge of that choir . At the 
age of 27 he was i nduced to open a singi ng school. The choir of Grace 
M. E. Church , Taunton, was "under the diredtion of Mr . Leander Sou l e " i n 
1893 . Someway , he found time to teach . 

The Taunton National Band achieved high reputat i on under Leander 
Soule ' s leadership, which began about 1865 . In 1869 h e was chosen 
di r ector of the Beethoven Society , which at that t ime had an ave rage 
attendance of fifty but soon increased to 125 und er his able manage ­
ment . " A vote of thanks to L. Soule " was recorded "for the abl e man­
ner in which he c onduc ted the arrangements and carried through to a 
successful issue the concert of the Beethoven Society in 1870 ." 
Always interested in i ndividual people and always throwing himself with 
energy into whatever he undertook , Mr . Soule was hi ghly successful in 
dri lling the chorus for the Jubilees of 1869- 1872, for which he receiv ­
ed the compliments of the musical public . I t was through his persis t ­
ent efforts that the Musi c Festival Association wa s established in 
1879 . For this h e was pres ented a $ 500 testimonial . 

The records of the United States Navy i n the National Archives 
disc l ose that h~~ enlisted · 28 May 1884 as a "Singi ng Master" on board 
the U. S . Flag Shi p " New Hampshire " while that vessel was in port at 
Newport , R. I . A muster roll dated 30 Jun 1884 correctly reflects his 
birth place and age and g i ves his occupation as musi c teacher . He 
was honorably discharged form this service 24 Jul 1Ud4 . 

Many programs found crammed into a l ittle trunk used as a file 
box reflected other notable musical performances by Mr . Soule . He was 
secretary of the Southeast ern Massachusetts Music Association and con­
duc t ed their annual concerts i n 1888 , 1889 , and 1890 ; the New Bedford 
Choral Ass ociation at the Grand Opera House 26- 27 Apr 1892 and the Old

Stoughton Musical Socie ty . Perhaps his greatest pri de was in the latter , 
which he conducted for six years and took '' 100 singers and ~0 accompany­
ing to the Worl d ' s Fair in Chicago for t en days in 1893 . '' He hastened 
from Chicago t o conduct the great "Ora to rio of Emmanuel" (writ ten by ,J. 
Eliot Trowbridge of Newton) at an enormous camp meeting on Martha ' s Vine­
yard . Trowbridge ' s "Oratorio of Emmanuel" was first performed in 1887 
and was the main work at the 250th Anniversary exercise s commemorating 
the found ing of Taunto11 at the Music Hall in .Tune 1889 led by Leander 
Soule and , to quote from news r eports of the time , " the very able chorus 
worl..; " under his dired t i on attested to "his abilities as a conduc t or and 
a d i s ciplinarian. " At. the 100th anniversary of the found i ng of Bri stol 
Academy, Taunton, on Jun 1892, the ''Ode on Science " and "Strike the 
Cymbal" were sung by a choir "led by the v eteran chori ste r, Mr. . Leander 
S01.1le ." 

As if business , teaching and ct1o ir directing were not sufficient 
activity for one man , Mr . Soule also participated in civic activities . 
He is listed a s a Conunon Councilman for Taunton in 1 c367 and an Alc1 ecm!'ln 
in 1868 . 

Leander Soule was married at East Bridgewater , Plymouth County . 
Ma ~ sa chusetts, on O:S Aug 1W-)4 (given by some family re co1:ds , 18?5 by 
other .fami l y reco r·ds and Massachusetts vi tal records) to Caroline 
Lu.ninda Graham , who was born at Rumford , Oxford County, Maine, on 1 Feb 
1836 and died at Taunton , Bristol County, Massachusetts , on 13 ~;ep 
1897 (Mass . VH 472 : 38')) She was the daughter of Asa and Ll.J.cinda (Farnum) 
Graham (Massachuse tts VR 472 : 383) and was also bur~ed in Mt. Pleasant 
Cemetery, 'raunton, Massach•1.set t s . 

Leander Soule and his wi fe "Lu" were always deep in church work , 
part icu larly the Orthodox Congregat ional denomination. They experi ­
enced a deep sense of "conversion" in 1858 ; a joint letter from father 
Deacon James and mother IJeah rejoices at t~e fact and congratul ates 
them . Leander ' s letters state that he was Precentor at two State Sun-· 
day School conventions and a New England Chautaqua Convent ion. 
Letters to his children speak convic tion that he was " on the Lord ' s 
work .'' His children and grandchildren remember him fondly as the 
loving head of a devoted family .

Can anyone provide information on the parentage of ELEANOR (SOULE) ~TCHAM who was 
born possibly Dutchess County, New York, circa 1763-4 and died Hebron, Washington 
County, New York, on 8 Feb 1853 per tombstone in Glasier Hill Yard, Granville, 
Washington County, New York? 

As you know, we've suggested several possibilities including RCMLAND & NARY (IRISH) 
SOULE, NATHANIEL & MARY ( - '? - ) SOUlli and you have added two prospects - one 
THOMAS SOULE and the other a SANUEL SOULE. As this is written, your problem, along 
with several others involving Dutchess County families, is definitely on 11 dead­
center". Like other big problems in clearing ancestral lines, this must be placed 
on 11back burner 11 by your Historian until the Mayflower Five Generation Project is 
completed. In the interim, can any reader help on this? 

Can you help to put me in touch with descendants of RCMLAND & l•JARY (IRISH) SOUlli? 

Not really - simply because no one at this time really knows fo5 certain who i~ 
actua.ll.v of this line. All that we really lmow is that RO.<JLAND SOULE (George , 
William3, George2, George1 ) was born at Dartmouth, Bristol County, Massachusetts, 
on 5 Nov 1733 (Dartmouth VR), that he was the son of George & Lydia (Howland) 
Soule, and that he was married at t he Oblong Friends heeting, · Dutchess County, 
New York on 24 Dec 1761 to l•~ary Irish, daughter of Jesse & hary ( - ? - ) Irish. 
One Howland Soule \<Tas enumerated in the 1790 Census at St. Albans, then Chittenden, 
now Franklin County, Vermont vdthout family. One Howland was concurrently enumer­
ated at \</ashington, Dutchess County, Nevi York -vrith a family of two males under six­
teen and four females. Since the taking of the 1790 Census was spread over an 
extended period, it is possible that these two enumerations are reporting on one 
man although it seems probable t o us that two m€.!1 are involved. Neither of these 
have been identified as the husband of Hary Irish. Ridlon glibly identifies quite 
a m.unber of individuals as children of Rowland & Hary (Irish) Soule and the Society 
of Hayflower Descendants has accepted two of these as their descendants based 
solely on Ridlon's identification. Due to illogical and unexplained descrepancies 
in dates, v•e have serious reservations concerning the validity of any of these 
Ridlon identifications. Dutchess County research in depth is now underway and we 
hope eventually to have some real answers concerning this family. 

On page 125 of the October 1968 SOULE NBWSLETTER is a picture of a car with a 
SOULE license plate. The caption says it belongs to our Family Historian. As a 
bearer of the Soule name, a member of ~OUlli KINDRED and the Automobile License 
Plate Collectors Association, which has over 900 members, may I have one of your 
old license plates for my collection? 

We have had the same tags since October 1964 although on two different cars. Upon 
payment of the customary annual registration fee we have received validating paper 
stickers of different color each year to be affixed to the plates. Memorandum of 
instructions accompanying our original SOULE tags state 11These personalized plates 
have been constructed of heavy aluminum and long life reflective sheeting repre­
senting an additional cost to the District and so we expect that they will last 
you a minimum of five years. Please take good care of them." As a consequence, 
we do not as yet have any old ones. However, your name is literally on the plates 
and also figuratively to receive them if and when they become available. We are 
flattered that they are in demand as a collectors item.
