The farm is located between Hackettstown and Washington, NJ.

I-80: Tuke Exit 19. At the end of the ramp, turn left onto Route
517 South. Follow approximately five miles to the third light from
80 East or the fourth light from 80 West. At light in Hackettstown
cross Route 46/Main Street to Grand Avenue. Follow for one mile to
a one-lane train underpass. At this point, Grand Avenue becomes
629 South/Rockport Road. Continue on Rockport Road for 4.4
miles. After climbing a long hill and reaching its peak, you will make
aright onto Mt. Bethel Road. The farm is one mile ahead on the left.

I-78 East: (Allentown, PA area.) Take Exit 6 (Warren Glen

- Asbury); at end of exit make left onto Route 632 East - there are no
signs. Follow for 4.5 miles, at stop sign make left, then next immedi-
ate right onto 632 East/Asbury-Anderson Road, follow for 2.7 miles
to light. Cross over Route 31 onto 632 East, follow for 4.4 miles,
then make right onto 57 East for .2 miles. (*-continued below)

I—78 West: Take Exit 17 for Route 31 North; follow 10.9 miles

to Washington, NJ. At the light in Washington, turn right onto Route
57 East; follow for 3.4 miles. (*-continued below)

I-95: Take exit for Route 31 North; follow approximately 37

miles to Washington, NJ. At the light in Washington, turn right
onto Route 57 East; follow for 3.4 miles. (*-continued below)

Route 22: (Easton, PA area.) Follow Route 22 East into

Phillipsburg, NJ and take Route 57 East to Washington, NJ. At the
main intersection in Washington, you will cross Route 31. From
there follow Route 57 East for 3.4 miles. (*-continued below)

Successful
Transplanting

1) Choose a site according to the plant’s sun
requirement - as listed in the catalog.

2) Prepare the garden by turning the soil with
a cultivator, garden fork or rototiller; add
amendments such as compost as needed.

3) Dig out an area slightly larger than the
transplant rootball.

4) Don’t pull plants out of their pots, instead
turn the pot upside down and gently knock a
corner on a hard surface. The plant should
come out easily. If not, cut off the pot.

5) Place the rootball into the planting hole so
that its top edge is even with the soil surface.
Surround and slightly cover the rootball with
loose soil. Gently firm down the soil with your
fingers around the roots, trying to remove all
air pockets. Create a shallow soil basin around
the plant to aid watering.

6) Water the soil thoroughly so that it pen-
etrates deeply. Remember not to drown them
or let them dry out to the point of wilting;
water until established.

7) To help retain moisture, protect roots and
prevent weeds - give the transplants a healthy

2" layer of mulch. They’ll thank you for it.

A popular climbing species with abundant flowers over a long blooming period, Clematis are valued for their
delightful variety of shape and color. Requiring at least six hours of sunlight, their roots need to be protected from
drying out and excessive heat. This can be accomplished by mulching thickly around the base of the plant. Clematis
are an excellent plant for walls, arbors or trellises.

It is a fallacy that clematis need to be pruned regularly. Even if never pruned, they would grow and bloom.
General Rules: prune out all dead and misdirected growth. Direct the growth of strong stems onto support systems,
gently tying growth to structures if necessary.

Prune Groups: (N/Group 1) - no pruning, remove all dead and weak stems after blooming. (M/Group 2) -
moderate pruning should be done in late winter or early spring and consists of removing all dead and weak stems. Trim
the remaining stems just enough to keep it under control. (H/Group 3) - hard pruning should be done in late winter or
early spring. Remove old top growth to about 12 - 18" above ground level; this will give the plant a fresh start each year.

Considered a living fossil - in prehistoric days this plant grew to tree heights, but today only reaches a few feet
tall. Horsetail’s unusual reed stems contain silica crystals which give them an abrasive quality, similar to emery cloth.
This plant is superb for fine sanding of wood and metal and can even be used to file fingernails. Early cabinetmakers
used horsetail grass to put a finish on their prized works which gave the wood a fine luster and patina. Irish women
discovered that sanding their famous meerschaum pipes with horsetail grass under water produced a glass-like finish.

From dry sand to swampy land, this plant thrives in any soil type and is not particular about light conditions.

The traditional scent of lavender has been savored for centuries and it is valued in the home as well as commer-
cially. Potpourris, sachets, perfumes, bath products, and flavoring are just a few of its myriad uses. An herb that was
once woven into hats in order to ease tension, today it is used in aromatherapy as a relaxant.

Well-Sweep offers an enormous selection of lavenders in various flower sizes and colors. Bloom time, height
and type of plant growth make them an interesting and attractive perennial. Most varieties have purple flowers with
silvery-gray foliage, but there are exceptions. The lavenders thrive in full sun and well-drained soil, and mulching
with sand will promote healthy growth. A sweet soil, accomplished by adding pulverized or granulated lime, will
increase plant vigor and oil production - which creates a stronger scent and helps to produce an abundance of flowers.
Since these plants nearly double in size each year, they should be spaced two or more feet apart for optimum growth.
Note that all our lavender cultivars are cutting propagated, therefore ensuring that they are true to type.

The Lavandins are natural and bred hybrids of Lavandula angustifolia and Lavandula latifolia, including some
of their subspecies; all indicated in the lavender listing. These lavenders are great for the novice gardener because they
are noted for vigorous growth, high oil yield and are easy to grow. It was recently brought to our attention that the
Lavandins should not be used for culinary purposes. Some popular Lavandins are: ‘Provence,” with its strong scent
and robust growth; and ‘Fat Spike,” with large spiked flower heads which is great for weaving lavender wands.

Over the past several years we have conducted an evaluation of lavender hardiness and wintering reliability.
Though results may vary depending on location and weather conditions, in the list below, the lavenders followed by
a % indicate varieties that have been consistently reliable here at the farm - zone 6(a). Lavenders followed by 4
indicate varieties that, when spent flowers are removed, have consistently bloomed twice per year for us.

Native to the Mediterranean, the olive tree is one of the oldest living trees on earth and has been cultivated since
man’s earliest history. Traditionally the olive branch is known as a symbol of peace. Valued economically for its important
fruit and the oil extracted from it, all parts of the tree are used medicinally and the oil is known for lowering cholesterol.

Fragrant creamy-white flowers cover the plant and by late summer fruits will begin to ripen. The tree produces
both olives of commerce - the green are picked when fully grown but not ripe; while black are fully ripe. Once picked,
they are treated to remove the bitter flavor and then pickled. They prefer full sun and well-drained soil. Fruit are pro-
duced mainly on one-year-old wood and as the tree ages it is advantageous to remove old branches to encourage growth.
Easy to grow Spanish cultivar - ‘Arbequina’ is self-pollinating, has a compact growth habit and produces abundant small
fruits with excellent flavor; considered one of the best varieties. Hand pollinate if not set outdoors.

In its native environment, Sweet Olive can reach 30 feet in height; in the Eastern United States, kept pruned, it
does well as a house plant with its shrubby dark-green leaves. Requiring five hours to a full day of sun and tempera-
tures above 45 degrees, it will bloom all winter and occasionally throughout the remainder of the year. The flowers
are used in China to add flavor and scent to both tea and wine, and also for flavoring desserts much like we use vanilla.
Try some flowers for an excellent addition to your next cup of cappuccino or tea.

A tropical plant with unusual and attractive growth; its swollen jointed canes and large heart-shaped leaves are
imbued with a sassafras flavor and scent. A tender perennial, it needs temperatures above 50°F and likes full or
preferably partial sun in rich soil.

Also know as Hoja Santa it is an essential ingredient in a popular mexican sauce called mole verde - a mixture of
fresh herbs usually used with meat dishes. In Central America, its leaves are added to soups, meat or fish dishes. Its
tasty leaf is also cooked and eaten as a green or used for meat or bean rolls. We’ve tried it as a wrap on chicken on the
grill and it does impart it’s unusual flavor - delicious! The leaves contain safrole and there is some debate on its health
safety in the United States; it is advised that if used - do so only in small amounts.

Rosmarinus: Rosemary, ...

A familiar name, rosemary usually evokes thoughts of an attractive garden herb, marinated grilled meats, or
even Simon & Garfunkel’s song, Scarborough Fair ... “Parsley, Sage, Rosemary, & Thyme.”

A Mediterranean native, rosemary grows wild on hilly slopes by the ocean. This attributes to its genus name,
the Latin word Rosmarinus, which translates into “dew of the sea.” These herbs enjoy rich, well-drained soil and
moderate watering with at the minimum a half day of sun. The best advice for care is - “don’t overwater.” Rosemary
will thrive in a container as long as it is faithfully fed with a good organic fertilizer - we like Neptune’s Harvest. If
planted in the ground, to successfully survive the transition into your home, here are some good tips to follow. Prior
to heavy frost, carefully cut an adequate size root ball for the appropriate top growth with a sharp trowel. Trim any
exposed roots closely - remember the less you disturb the roots the better. Gently but firmly press soil into the pot
around the root ball, working in the soil so that all the roots are covered and no air pockets remain. Water and place
in partial sun; allow to acclimate to the pot by leaving it outside for two weeks prior to moving inside - light frost will
not hurt it. Rosemary responds well to pruning and as a potted plant provides a constant supply for your kitchen. It
performs superbly for formal topiary art and when in bloom it is beautiful in fresh flower arrangements.

An essential oil obtained from rosemary’s flowering tips is used in perfume and cosmetic products, and even
flavors some toothpastes. It has traditionally been used to relieve acne, dandruff, eczema, and fungal infections.

Rosemary’s applications are impressive. When consumed, it helps promote digestion and when applied exter-
nally it has mild analgesic and anti-inflammatory effects. In addition to antiviral properties, it strengthens blood
vessels and stimulates circulation, especially to the head - boosting memory and concentration. Rosemary’s constitu-
tion contains more than a dozen antioxidants as well as four known components that help prevent cataracts.

The leaves of rosemary add a crisp and pungent taste that is delicious on baked or grilled lamb, poultry, pork
and beef. Chopped leaves also add a nice accent to breads, stuffings and vegetable dishes. The flowers have a sweet
flavor, though lighter in essence than the leaves, and can be candied or added to a tossed salad, vinegar or wine.

The three rosemaries touted as hardy in the herb trade are ‘Arp’ to -10°, ‘Hill Hardy’ to -10° and ‘Salem’ to
0°F. Our experience here in zone 6(a), is that without extensive protection these rosemarys will not withstand the
severity of our winters. However, local customers have grown them in sheltered areas with some success. Since
outdoor survival for these herbs is not guaranteed, we don’t promote them as winter hardy.

Our findings differed on hardiness in a test we ran in the winter of 2001 - 2002, with the lowest recorded
temperature in our area of 7°F. We found that ‘Blue Gem’, ‘Blue Spears’, ‘Blue Spire’, ‘Dutch Mill’, ‘Logee Blue’ - in
aslightly protected area, and ‘Sissinghurst Blue’ had all over-wintered in excellent condition. While Heavy-Leaf Alba
had over-wintered but with slight to moderate damage. ‘Arp’, Common, and ‘Constance DeBaggio’ showed notice-
able winter damage, while the remainder of our collection did not over-winter.

Cyrus Hyde, with his keen eye for the unusual, discovered this cultivar in Connecticut in 1972. Several large
unidentified rosemary plants had been removed from an estate by Country Greenhouse, and noticing a difference
from the others in the trade, Cy purchased some cuttings. After confirming its different traits, he named it ‘Logee
Blue’ Rosemary for the greenhouse owner, Roger Logee. In 1986, Art Tucker, a professor and fellow herbalist who
has been irreplaceable to the herb trade, established ‘Logee Blue’ as a new cultivar of Common Rosemary, Rosmarinus
officinalis. In layman’s terms ‘Logee Blue’ is an improved variety of the familiar Common Rosemary and it’s one of
the best performers we have encountered.

Pineapple Sage’s invigorating aroma is a treasure to be found. Just brushing the leaves of this herb seems to
uplift the spirit with its pleasurable sweet pineapple fragrance. If planted outdoors, this tender perennial can reach 3 -
4 feet in one growing season. Its slender vibrant-red flowers form on 8" spikes and provide a wonderful display from
late-summer until frost. Though it prefers a full day of sun, it will tolerate half that. Let it dry out between waterings
and wait until after flowering before pruning.

The fresh leaves of Pineapple Sage add interest to cold drinks, desserts and fruit salads; unfortunately its’
essence 1is lost when heated. The flowers can be used as an attractive garnish for drinks and like honeysuckle flowers,
they have a sweet nectar on their stem ends, though they lack the pineapple flavor.

A good rule of thumb with strawberries is to not allow the beds to get overgrown. Maintaining 4 - 6 inches
between plants will yield bigger and juicer berries. In the Fall - we set our lawn mower on high and trim them down.
Our varieties have been rated as ‘Firm’ fruit, ‘Large’ berry and ‘Excellent’ flavor. Additionally freezing quality is
‘Good’ on ‘Brunswick’, and ‘Excellent’ on ‘Cavendish’ and ‘Jewel’ - ‘Cavendish’ has the best disease resistance.

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Caring For Your New Herbs & Perennials

Although care may vary, it is impor-

tant to remember that most plants:

% need full sun;

% like well-drained soil; and

% should be watered when the soil feels
dry on top. Do not keep them wet.

When you receive shipped plants, un-
pack them at once, water any that are dry,
and place them in moderate sunlight for a
day or two so that they can adjust to their
new home.

If you plan to keep these plants in pots,
give them some growing room by transplant-
ing them into larger containers. Use any good
potting soil.

Potted plants require fertilizing to keep
their leaves green and their growth vigorous.
For best results, feed your plants every two
to three weeks. Choose a sunny morning
when the weather forecast predicts that two
sunny days will follow; allowing for absorp-

tion of the nutrients.

Once spring arrives and there is no dan-
ger of frost, your plants can be moved out-
side. Refer to our catalog’s key for perennials,
tender perennials and annuals to check your
plant’s hardiness. Remember: tender peren-
nials must be brought inside in the fall when
the temperature drops. Use the catalog’s sun
key as a guide for choosing the area where
your plants will flourish.

Take time to properly prepare your soil
before planting. Clay soil will need some sand,
compost and decayed manure. Most herbs,
as well as perennials are sturdy and will thrive
in any soil as long as they have good drain-
age. This can be accomplished by mixing
gravel or sand in your soil, or by using raised

beds.

Please note: unless you request a
particular service, your order will be shipped either
UPS or USPS. However, if you specify a service,
you will be obligated to assume the additional
charges if they apply.

Ground Delivery:

Ground delivery time in transit for live plants
is sufficient to the following states:

CT, DE, DC, IN, KY, MA, MD, ME, NC,
NH, NJ, NY, OH, PA, RI, TN, VA & VT.

Shipping and handling is computed as follows
for live plants: $10.95 basic charge for the first
$20.00 of your order’s subtotal; then add 23% of
the remaining subtotal.

For example: on a $25.00 order, shipping
charges are calculated by subtracting $20.00 from
your total, then multiplying the remainder by .23;
$5.00 x .23 = $1.15 plus $10.95 = $12.10, your
total shipping charges.

Express Delivery:

Express delivery is required for live plants to
the following states:

AL, AR, CO, FL, GA, IA, ID, IL, KS,
LA, MI, MN, MO, MS, MT, ND, NE, NM,
NV, OK, SC, SD, TX, UT, WI, WV & WY.

Shipping and handling is computed as follows
for live plants: $11.95 basic charge plus 25% of your
order’s subtotal.

For example: on a $50.00 order, shipping
charges are calculated by multiplying by .25; $50.00
x.25=$12.50 plus $11.95 = $24.45; total shipping.

Not Ordering Plants

If you are not ordering plants, shipping and
handling is computed as follows: $9.50 basic charge
for the first $20.00 of your order’s subtotal; then
add 15% of the remaining subtotal. These items will
ship Ground Delivery unless you request otherwise.

The Well-Sweep Logo

Well-Sweep, Well-Swept. Which is correct and
how did you come up with this name for your farm?

It's Well-Sweep, although we have mistakenly
been called “Well-Swept” and other variations. A
well-sweep is an old-time farming implement. In
olden times a family depended on hand-drawn well
water to fill its drinking and bathing needs. The well-
sweep was designed to lighten the load, so to speak.

A tall, sturdy tree is used as the base of a well-
sweep. It must be y-shaped at one end. A second,
longer tree, the “sweep,” is placed in the “Y” of the
base at an angle to the well, forming a lever.

To retrieve water from the well, the bucket
was lowered - raising the sweep. Once filled, the
bucket was raised by allowing the heavy sweep to
slowly lower to the ground. In using the well-sweep,
the sweep did most of the work. With a well-sweep
on the farm, even children could assist with water-
fetching chores.

When Cyrus and Louise first started their
business, they debated a long time before selecting
this piece of history for the
farm’s name and logo. The
well-sweep is a good repre-
sentation of their simple,
back-to-basics way of life. -™Ru=de*
