A001 Acantholimon armenum

Very dense, spiny cushions of blue-gray; pink flowers in early June. Easy and long lived; we have had decades old plants which have 
formed hummocks about 10cm x 30cm.

Dense, silvery cushions with big rose/pink flowers ~10cm tall; from Kaz Dag, Turkey at 1600m.

A hardy Alplains collection from Grant Co., NM at 2073m, where it experiences a good amount of winter cold.

Tuft of linear leaves, just 5-10cm in height. Large pink flowers, varying from light to dark pink in colour. Choice collection by M. Pavelka; 
Ulu Dag, Turkey.

A147 Allium flavum v. minus

Dwarf form from Turkey with umbels of bright yellow flowers; delightfully curled leaves, 12cm.

A219 Allium forrestii

A diminutive species growing at 4500m on the rocky slopes of Beima Shan, Yunnan; big red/purple flowers on short stems.

A288 Allium kurtzianum

Dense pinkish-purple clusters in summer. Grows to just 10cm high; excellent trough specimen. Rare endemic of NW Turkey; J. Jurasek 
collection.

A362 Allium senescens ssp. glaucum

The bluish-gray, flat, curling "cowlick onion" leaves just can't be ignored in any garden, including the rockery. Drought tolerant, deer 
resistant, and a much appreciated late summer bloomer of pink globes. Half the size of the species with leaves reaching 15cm in height.

A284 Allium sikkimense

Very desirable thin leaved, petite blue allium for rock garden and trough. A more than welcome bloom in August and September.

Pink flowered allium; from Jurasek seed collected in Rawu, E. Tibet at 4100m.

A386 Allium sphaerocephalon

Stems (60cm) hold dense, oval, drumstick flower heads, oddly resembling maroon-red clover. Grassy leaves are elegant, thin and about 
40cm in height. M. Rejzek collection from Erek Dagi, Turkey at 2000m.

A307 Allium thunbergii alba

Just when you think the garden is done for the season, this easy to please gem brightens the day. Forms tidy clumps; stems 20cm high 
hold clear white blooms until frost.

A318 Allium thunbergii 'Ozawa'

Late blooming flowers last for months, even after light frosts! Elegant ‘Ozawa’ flowers are held about 30cm high; rich purple with reddish 
undertones. Delicate, grassy leaves don’t distract from the blooms. Very easy to grow, and the deer of course don’t like them. From 
Gabriella Costea seed.

A194 Allium virgunculae

A very dainty 10cm allium with thin green leaves in a neat tuft bearing blue/purple flowers in the autumn until frost.

A137 Andromeda polifolia Ft. Chimo

A collection from northern Canada which has proven to be a good grower; needle like leaves of bluish green; pink flowers; 30cm.

A119 Androsace bisulca v. aurata

Spiky, tight cushions of gray/green; large golden flowers on short stems. A wonderful new introduction from Sichuan, China.

A232 Androsace bisulca v. brahmaputrae

From rocky grasslands in NW China and Tibet this version has large rose/red flowers erupting from rounded, villous cushions. A beautiful 
plant suitable for trough planting; 5cm.

From 4200m Kangding , Sechuan; bright, lime green rosettes, very miniature in size; large white flowers.

From a wild collection at 3300m, Garwal. Soft cushions of lonate leaves, rose/pink flowers with a dark eye; spreads into larger mats.

Originally from Ota Vlasak, this collection is stoloniferous and mat forming, but slow.  Flowers are a vivid red-purple with greenish yellow 
eyes, quite striking.

Linc Foster's selection of a tiny garden seedling with dark green leaves and pink flowers.

Low growing tuft with almost prostrate stems of white flowers when open, but distinctive purple undersides of petals are what really add 
the interest. Not showy, but very subtly attractive. J. Jurasek collection ex Sichuan in 2013.

A garden origin hybrid with shiny green, palmate leaves, to 15cm tall; many rose flowers about 2cm across.

Incredibly elegant ‘false anemone’ that should have a place in everyone’s shade garden.  Nodding opalescent flowers resemble a cross 
between an anemone and a fuchsia, with light violet waxy outer sepals and an inner cup of infused deep violet. From woodland areas in 
central Honshu, Japan. Grown from a thick packet of seed Barrie Porteous sent.

Very nice low, 5cm mat of silver felted pointed leaves; heads of white flowers. Jurasek collection from La Parva, Chile at 3450m.

The Rocky Mountain Columbine - featuring large, showy blue flowers with white sepals and long spurs.

Purple sepals and white petals; hooked spurs. Grows 10-20cm in height. J. Jurasek collection from Komovi, Montenegro at 1750m.

Large, fully purple blooms; plant forms a tidy and compact mound at 15-30cm high. From Barrie Porteous' garden.

Grows in the Laramie Mt. of Wyoming in rock crevices amongst subalpine conifers. Tiny plant (12cm), white flowers hang downwards just 
above the leaves- very dainty.

Short stems of sky blue spurred flowers, on dwarf tuft of mint blue foliage. Alplains collection from limestone formation in Garfield Co., 
UT, 2576m.

Minute 10cm plants of gray-green leaves; dwarfed by the large, blue and white, long spurred flowers. Choice Alplains collection from east-
facing steep screes of dolomite in Piute Co., UT, 3338m.

A373 Aquilegia scopulorum Sanpete Co (UT)

Tight gray-green tuft, from a larger growing population. Sizable bi-colored blue and white blooms with long spurs. Alplains collection from 
south and east-facing screes of dolomite near timberline in Sanpete Co., UT at 3290m.

A263 Aquilegia x micrantha

Hybrid collection from Colorado. Having the sticky leaves of a. micrantha, but the yellow corolla and peach coloured spurs speak of a. 
elegantula.

Tidy, tight cushion of heavily tomentose leaves giving it a soft appearance. Covered in white flowers in spring.

Waxy leaves with a yellow/green variegation. Useful mat-forming species; white flowers.

Excellent dwarf form. Mats of dark green leaves. Delicate pink lanterns followed by red fruits.

Bristly stems of short, green leaves make cushions of unusual texture; numerous white flowers on 10cm scapes in spring.

Mats of trailing stems with tufts of short needles. White blooms in late spring to early summer. Alplains collection from Albany Co., WY, 
3310m.

Dense, hard green mat of tetragonus leaves; many white, stem-less flowers in May. Use as a mat to intergrow with something larger 
such as dianthus or bulbs.

A228 Arenaria 'Turkish Frost'

Grown from seed from a Czech collection in Turkey, this is not keyed out, but is so good that it must be listed. Narrow blades of 
grey/green form a dwarf, soft mound; many white flowers with distinctive purple striping are borne in the heat of summer making a valued 
addition at this time of year; 6cm.

A051 Arenaria Wallowa Mts

Solid grren hummocks with white flowers on 1 inch stems. A very tight, wonderful cushion.

A140 Argemone hispida

Wonderfully turquoise blue leaves, armed with sharp spines. Huge 10cm flowers, delicate and diaphonous, are freely bourne in July, 
August and early September. Beautiful planted amongst rocks; from rocky, sandy loam soil in Wyoming. It has grown well for us and is 
definitely hardy and perennial. A garden favourite at our place.

Grassy tufts of narrow leaves; small pink globes held on threadlike stems; 8-15cm high. Specific to the Caucasus and Dolomite sands; a 
M. Rejzek collection from Cevennes, France at 1000m.

Hummock forming Spanish Thrift, very compact; lot's of pink flowers on 5cm stems.

A high collection ~3300m, Utah; small woody crowned shrub with spreading branches of silvery blue/gray foliage; flowers are small 
yellow discs on 10cm stems.

White, wooly mats, perfect to fill a vertical crevice. Yellow flower heads in June; 5cm; trough.

Native to Japan and Korea; low mounds of finely divided leaves with airy plumes of white flowers over a long period; tolerates dry, 
shaded sites.

Frosted hard dome topped with long tubular pink flowers.

Long, thin leaves errupting from the base of a thickened stock. The 40cm high flower spikes carry hundreds of stemless white flowers; an 
accent plant popular with garden visitors.

Dwarf, tufted plant of West China and Tibet, 6cm tall; short sprays of lilac/blue flowers.

Large, and extremely thin petalled purple daisy - that's what makes it striking. A taller alpine, at 20-45 cm. Jurasek collection, N. Qinghai, 
3600m.

Hot magenta blooms from August to September. Only ~20cm tall.

Easy to grow,and 
excellent draped over rocks.

Low growing (10cm) dark green spreader - a sweet chance seedling from Bunchberry Nursery in Nova Scotia; lots of lavender flowers.

Dark green heather with double rose/pink flowers; grow in full sun and sandy soil with lots of peat.

Long sprays of white flowers over gray/green mats. Low spreading habit.

C209 Calluna vulgaris 'Con Brio'

Compact heather with yellow leaves that turn red in winter. Crimson flowers in September.

C211 Calluna vulgaris 'County Wicklow'

This lovely floriferous shell pink double heather blooms from August through to October. Bright green compact foliage spreads but stays 
low at 25cm. A 1930's introduction from County Wicklow, Ireland.

C290 Calluna vulgaris 'Dainty Bess'

Just 10cm in height; grey green leaves with soft mauve flowers in late summer to fall.

C260 Calluna vulgaris 'Elsie Purnell'

Long (30-45cm) spikes of soft lavender blooms in late summer.

Mauve flowers in August and September; brilliant yellow/orange foliage. Grows up to 30cm.

C195 Calluna vulgaris 'Firefly'

New growth of bright lime green transforms to red/copper tones by September and remains so through winter. Tiny mauve flowers hug 
the stems in summer.

C243 Calluna vulgaris 'Humpty Dumpty'

Very dwarf, growing to no more than 10cm in height. Bright green stunted foliage, perfect for a rock garden. Though grown mostly for its 
miniature form, it does give many white blooms in late summer.

C228 Calluna vulgaris 'J.H. Hamilton'

Deep pink double flowers late in the summer. Dwarf, dark green heather growing to just 15cm high. Needs to be planted in an acidic bed.

Stunning double red, late summer blooms; grows to 40cm high.

Beautiful spring foliage, with coral pink branch tips! Dense, upright mat, just 20cm in height; mauve flowers in late summer.

Bright green foliage; white flowers with a shade of lilac sprout to 20cm high from late summer to early fall.

Long spikes of double deep pink flowers in late summer. Dark green leaves; grows to a height of 35cm. Raised by David Wilson.

Double rose pink flowers on elegant long spikes blow in late summer through the autumn. Vigorous, dark green branching habit to 35cm.

Another lovely heather from Bunchberry Nursery; deep pink flowers on 20cm stems; woody spread of dark green foliage.

Double white blooms in late summer; compact form. Bright green foliage all year long; 15-20cm high.

This heather only grows sideways. Completely prostrate light green stems with single white flowers. Found near Loch Fryne, Argylle 
Scotland during the 1930's.

Yellow foliage, with stunning spikes of summertime double cherry-red blooms.

Large, pink flowers on short scapes; felted dissected leaves.

Though on the larger end of ‘alpines’ at 30-60cm, it’s very decorative with elegant ferny leaves and flowers ranging from pale yellow to 
wine red. Grown from wild seed collected in Slovenia, with thanks to Erik.

This is one of those centaureas that you can’t help but fall in love with the velvety, intricate leaf as much as the creamy white bursting 
flowers with black bracts, like finishing strokes of India ink. Seed from Piatek; from the mountains on the South-western Balkan peninsula.

Pinnate felted leaves with blue-violet to reddish centred cornflowers; 10-50cm in height. M. Rejzek collection from Nanos 1150m, 
Slovenia.

Upright, woolly, pointed leaves from creeping rhizomes; radiant crown of purple flowers; 10-50cm in height.  M. Rejzek collection from 
Ceske stredohori 360m, Czech Republic.

C018 Chamaebatiaria millefolium

Native to the American southwest the fernbush is a graceful, hardy shrub with very finely-dissected, gray leaves; large spikes of white 
flowers, each one a little rose, are produced in July. We have a specimen in the garden now 10 years old and 80cm tall; a wonderful xeric.

A dwarf form with fine foliage laced with snow.
