We begin field planting as soon as
weather and soil conditions allow and
utilise both a module and disc planter to
help plant the wide range of field grown
varieties that we have available.
Irrigation is at times necessary during
our dry Suffolk summers, often providing
its own logistical puzzle. At times the
borehole water used to irrigate our field
crops can need to travel as far as 1.5 miles
from extraction point to end destination!
