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Regional Ecosystems

Regional Ecosystems (RE) mapping was developed by the Queensland Herbarium as a system
for classifying vegetation and habitat types by relating vegetation, land form and geology.
The RE classification system uses a three-numbered system to identify and represent these
elements:

e The 1st number shows what region the vegetation is located within (e.g. 12 stands for
South East Queensland).
e The 2nd number indicates the type of geology and land zone.

e The 3rd number is for the different vegetation types (or combination of native plants).

The three numbers together give the Regional Ecosystem number.

Regional Ecosystem Species Database

This document is based on the original work of Mark Thomas (2009) Regional Ecosystems
Database and associated report Regional Ecosystem Database: A study of understorey and
canopy species present within regional ecosystems of Redland City developed as part of the
course requirements Griffith University Industrial Affiliates Program.

This work was reviewed and updated in 2013 and 2014 by Biodiversity Assessment and
Management (BAAM). Changes made to the 2009 Redlands Regional Ecosystem database
species lists were based on updated Queensland Herbarium RE mapping and additional
survey and research comprised of interrogation of data from the mapping of locations of
herbarium specimens and sightings in WildNet and the Australian virtual herbarium;
knowledge of BAAM staff and plot based data collected as part of the Council’s Natural
Environment Decision System project. In cases where a detailed floristic dataset was not
available and BAAM staff had not ground truthed the RE recently, BAAM endeavoured to
include only the common species so that the database can be updated as more detailed data
becomes available.
