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THE INTERNATIONAL DIANTHUS REGISTER (1983) & CHECKLIST

TWENTY-FOURTH SUPPLEMENT

The following list contains the names of Dianthus cultivars registered between
1 January 2006 and 31 December 2006. 

Raisers and introducers of cultivars of Dianthus are urged to ensure that the
names of all their plants have been registered and are reminded that
registration should take place before a plant is released or the name is
mentioned in print. Registration concerns all named cultivars. Registration
forms can be obtained from the International Dianthus Registrar, 109 York
Street, Cambridge CB1 2PZ, United Kingdom who will issue a certificate of
registration on request. There is no fee. The form may also be downloaded

The format of entries follows a pattern first adopted in the Fifth Supplement,
except that for the first time pot carnations are designated by the abbreviation
(pt) at the start of their entries. Following the classification and name of each
new cultivar a statement regarding parentage or origin is given in parenthesis.
The names of those involved in the raising, introduction and registration of the
plant are then given, together with relevant dates (R = raiser, H = hybridizer, 
G = grown to first flower by, S = selected by, N = named by, I = introducer, 
REG = registrant, L = listed by). When a date is given after a colon and without
a name (e.g. REG: 1987) it can be assumed that the individual or firm involved
is that immediately preceding it, e.g. R (1982) & I (1983): A. Smith REG: 1984
implies that the plant was raised by A. Smith in 1982, introduced by him in
1983 and registered by him in 1984.

Perpetual carnations are listed, where known, as sprays or standards. The use of
the latter should not be confused with the citation of nomenclatural standards
which refer to individual herbarium specimens or images (slides, prints etc.)
which have been selected as the definitive point of reference should any doubt
arise about the plant to which the name concerned should be applied.

Colour references such as 128D are to the RHS Colour Chart (1966, 1986, 
1995, 2001), those such as 730/3 refer to the Horticultural Colour Chart (1941).
The descriptions are as full and consistent as information provided by the
registrant and other sources allows. Any additional material would be
welcomed by the Registrar.

This publication is styled both as a Register and Checklist. As such it 
contains not only the most recent new registrations, but details of other 
plants for which information is available even though their names are not
formally registered.

Fls fully
double, pure white self; margins toothed. Spray. Trade designation: COCONUT

Fls fully double, white ground, edged and with occasional stripes and flecks 
of deep purplish pink; margins very shallowly toothed. Standard. Trade
designation: INKA

cv. (Parentage unknown). R: Barberet & Blanc (c. 1968), N: Barberet & Blanc. 
Fls fully double, pale purplish pink self (55D); margins very shallowly toothed.
Standard. Trade designation: NORA

cv. (Parentage unknown). R: Di Giorgio (pre-2005), I: Barberet & Blanc (2006).
Fls fully double, white ground, with occasional stripes (both short and long) of
pinkish red; margins moderately toothed. Standard. Trade designation:
MARIELLE

(pf) BARONETTE Trade designation for ‘Stadoro’. (Revised entry: previously
published in The International Dianthus Register, second edition, p.38 (1983)
with ‘Baronette’ as the cultivar epithet.)

cv. (Parentage unknown). R: Hybrida (pre-2004), N: Hybrida. Fls fully double,
white ground, very narrowly edged and with streaks and stripes (of variable
width) of pinkish red over a large part of each petal; margins irregularly
toothed (sometimes deeply so). Standard.

cv. (Probably derived from barbatus). L: West Stek (1992). Fls single, clustered,
purplish pink ground, with darker purple flecks at the base; margins deeply
toothed.

(p,a) ‘Barrage’ 
cv. (Probably derived from barbatus). L: West Stek (1992). Fls single, clustered,
purplish pink ground, strongly flecked dark purple towards base, with a slightly
paler eye; margins deeply toothed.

Fls fully double, strong to light purplish pink (68B-D) self. Trade designation:
YASMINA

Fls fully double, light salmon-pink ground, with scarlet-red stripes. Standard.
Trade designation: LOLITA

cv. (Parentage unknown). R: P. Kooij & Zonen, N: P. Kooij & Zonen, I: P. Kooij
& Zonen (1999). Fls fully double, white self; margins shallowly toothed. Spray.

cv. (Parentage unknown). R: F. Sapia (pre-1999), N: F. Sapia. Fls fully double,
mid-yellow ground with occasional white streaks; margins shallowly toothed.
Standard.

(b) ‘Bedfordshire Belle’ 
cv. (Parentage unknown). R: E.J. Dungey (c. 1985). Fls fully double, white
ground, marked pinkish red. Syn. ‘Belle of Bedfordshire’.

(b) ‘Belle of Bedfordshire’ 
Syn. of ‘Bedfordshire Belle’.

(b) ‘Bellfield Fairy’ 
cv. (Parentage unknown). R: C.S. Wilson (1997), N: C.S. Wilson. Fls fully
double, white ground, edged pink.

(pf) ‘Berenice Apricot’ 
cv. (Parentage unknown). R: G. Nobbio, N: G. Nobbio, I: Selecta Klemm (2004).
Fls fully double, pale apricot-yellow self; margins toothed. Standard.
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(p) ‘Betty Buckle’ 
cv. (Parentage unknown). R: unknown (pre-1994). Fls single, 32mm wide;
ground strong purplish red (67A), with eye and lacing of vivid red (57A) –
darker on first opening – the lacing forming two eyes on each petal, merging
with age to form a horseshoe; outside paler pink. Lvs blue-green. Dwarf, 
mat-forming habit. (Similar to ‘Highland Fraser’ and perhaps derived from it
(R. Bird, Border Pinks (1994)).)

Fls fully double,
white ground edged and with the apical 2/3 of petal limb almost covered by
narrow, deep purplish red/pink stripes (some stripes towards base broader),
leaving a conspicuous small, circular unmarked basal area; margins toothed.
Standard.

Fls fully double, deep yellow self; margins moderately toothed. Spray.

Fls fully double, pale yellow self; margins not or very shallowly toothed.

Fls single, 35mm wide, white
ground, with a narrow band of vivid red (57A) around the eye; margins very
shortly toothed; not scented. Lvs grey-green. Stems 25cm (under glass).
(Nomenclatural standard: colour print provided by registrant (WSY0070747).)

Fls fully double, pink
self. Spray.

(pf) ‘Certina’ 
cv. (Parentage unknown). R: Selecta Klemm (pre-2004), N: Selecta Klemm. 
Fls fully double, red ground, with very broad white margins; margins shallowly
toothed. Spray.
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(pf) ‘Cha Cha’ 
cv. (Parentage unknown). R: Selecta Klemm (pre-2004), N: Selecta Klemm. 
Fls fully double, deep purplish pink ground, with an irregular, pale, moderately
toothed margin. Spray.

(b) ‘Charles O’Malley’ 
cv. (Parentage unknown: seedling). R: J.C. Lyons (1840), N: J.C. Lyons. Fls rich
salmon self.

(pf) ‘Charlotte’ 
cv. (Parentage unknown). R: A. Baratta (pre-1989). Fls fully double, white
ground, with a very narrow purple-red margin and occasional purple-red
stripes; margins very shallowly toothed. Standard. (Unacceptable name
(already in use, Art. 27.1 ), but used as part of a grant of PBR (France) so must
be retained for this cultivar.)

(b) ‘Chesswood Lidgett Yellow’ 
cv. (‘Golden Cross’, open-pollinated). H: D.J. Cottam (2002), G: D.J. Cottam
(2003), N: D.J. Cottam (2006), I: D.J. Cottam, REG: D.J. Cottam (2006). 
Fls fully double, 75mm wide, of good, rounded form, yellow self; margins
entire; not scented. Stems 76cm (under glass). (Nomenclatural standard: 
colour print provided by registrant (WSY0096324). Etymology: named after 
the registrant’s local area and the colour of the flowers.)

(p) ‘Chesswood Norma’s Choice’ 
cv. (‘Chesswood Laced Cassie’, open-pollinated). H: D.J. Cottam (2002), 
G: D.J. Cottam (2003), N: D.J. Cottam (2006), I: D.J. Cottam (2006), 
REG: D.J. Cottam (2006). Fls fully double, 32mm wide, purplish pink ground,
with a pale pink eye and pale pink lacing, as well as a conspicuous curved,
horizontal, irregularly-edged window of pale pink on each petal; margins
shallowly toothed; scented. Strong bushy growth, with stems to 21cm (under
glass). (An improvement on the markings of ‘Becky Robinson’ and a stronger
colour. Nomenclatural standard: colour print provided by registrant
(WSY0103649). Etymology: named for Mrs Norma Dolderson who admired
this as an un-named seedling.)

(b) ‘Chesswood Sairah Nisa’ 
cv. (‘Leon Tautz’, open-pollinated). H: D.J. Cottam (2001), G: D.J. Cottam
(2003), N: D.J. Cottam (2006), I: D.J. Cottam (2006), REG: D.J. Cottam (2006).
Fls fully double, 75mm wide, white ground, edged and with numerous
marginal ticks and occasional streaks of rosy pink; margins entire; scented.
Stems 0.8m (under glass); a very strong grower with numerous basal shoots.
(Nomenclatural standard: colour print provided by registrant (WSY0096325).
Etymology: named for the daughter of an Asian friend of the registrant.)

Fls fully double,
mid-pink self; margins deeply toothed. Standard.

(Revised entry: originally listed
in The International Dianthus Register, second edition, fourth supplement, p.4
(1987) as the cultivar epithet.)

cv. (Parentage unknown: seedling). R: J.C. Lyons (1840), N: J.C. Lyons. Fls with
a light reddish buff ground, striped vermilion.

(pf) ‘Claudia’ 
cv. (Parentage unknown). R: F. Sapia (pre-1999), N: F. Sapia. Fls fully double,
yellow ground, with sparse red and white stripes; margins shallowly to
moderately toothed. Standard. (Unacceptable name (already in use, Art. 27.1).)

(pf) ‘Clifford Pipperoo’ 
cv. (‘Cottage Fancy’ x ‘Cottage Fancy’). H: M. Woodfield (1998), 
G: M. Woodfield (1999), N: M. Woodfield, REG: M. Woodfield (2006). 
Fls fully double, white ground, edged and lightly ticked purple-magenta. 
Stems 45cm (i.e. short). (Although derived from a border carnation parent 
this has now been accepted as a pf carnation for exhibition purposes.)

(pf) ‘Clifford Toyboy’ 
cv. (‘Cottage Fancy’ x ‘Cottage Fancy’). H: M. Woodfield (1998), 
G: M. Woodfield (1999), N: M. Woodfield, REG: M. Woodfield (2006). 
Fls fully double, pale yellow ground, heavily edged and marked crimson. 
Stems 45cm (i.e. short). (Although derived from a border carnation parent 
this has now been accepted as a pf carnation for exhibition purposes.)

Fls a rather loose,
open-centred double (with 8-15 petals), c.50mm wide, ground white (158D),
with a small vivid reddish purple (78A) eye; stigma and style white; stamens
white; margins deeply toothed. Lvs c.22mm long, greyish yellow-green (191A).
Compact habit. Repeat-flowering.

R: Hilverda B.V. (pre-1999), N: Hilverda B.V. Fls fully
double, pale orange ground, edged and marked red; margins toothed. Spray.

cv. (Parentage unknown). R: P. Kooij & Zonen, N: P. Kooij & Zonen, I: P. Kooij
& Zonen (2004). Fls fully double, deep red self; margins shallowly toothed.
Standard.

(pf) CORSO Trade designation for ‘Stacor’.

cv. (Parentage unknown). R: Hilverda (pre-1999), N: Hilverda. Fls fully double,
yellow self; margins moderately toothed. Spray.

(b) ‘Countess Charleville’ 
cv. (Parentage unknown: seedling). R: J.C. Lyons (1840), N: J.C. Lyons.
