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Jubilee: Haven 
For Creativity 

One bright Monday morning 
as the new chart positions were 
being discussed on Record Row, 
Steve Blaine, President of the 
Jubilee Group, walked into the 
office of Mickey Eichner, Execu- 
tive Vice President and Direc- 
tor of A & R and National Pro- 
motion of the Jubilee Group, 
and said, "The conglomerates 
got another one." 

Blaine was referring to the 
latest million -dollar label ac- 
quisition performed over the 
weekend. 

As one of the few remaining 
viable independent labels, the 
Jubilee Group has set its course 
against the current tide of big- 
ness but in doing so has re- 
tained the traditional maverick, 
gung-ho, creative dice -rolling 
excitement of the business. 

"The Jubilee Group's deci- 
sion to remain independent has 
paid off in chart action and a 
growing awareness by creative 
people that this is the place to 
come to," says Blaine. 

'We're out to provide what 
most other labels can't because 

of their bigness or their 
`Mother -May -I' relationships to 
parent companies," says Eich- 
ner. "We're not answerable to 
anyone but the creative people 
we deal with-artists, produc- 
ers and writers. If necessary 
we'll provide rehearsal rooms 
and writing rooms for them. 
We allow them to take full ad- 
vantage of our studio, Select 
Sound, which is all -new 8 -track. 
Our dedication is to good rela- 
tionships with our creative 
people and a commitment to 
each and every record that we 
release." 

Established, New Talent 
Since the reorganization of 

the Jubilee Group last March, 
the label has been putting to- 
gether production and distribu- 
tion pacts with established and 
newcomer talent. Already firm 
are the Buttercup Records 
(Teddy Randazzo) and Deesu 
Records (Alan Toussaint and 
Marshall Sehorn) distribution 
agreements, as well as produc- 
tion agreements with Paul Leka 
(the Happenings), Jimmy Wis- 

ner, Brooks Arthur and Charley 
Callelo. 

"Look," says Blaine. "When 
we tally it all up at the end of 
the year, our income is based 
on the sale of records and noth- 
ing else. We're not publicly 
owned, we don't do zillion -dol- 
lar stock deals and we don't 
have any crying towels in the 
closet in case the market goes 
sour. We don't have to answer 
to anybody upstairs because 
Mickey and I are the upstairs 
people. We have to push each 
and every record because each 
and every record determines 
or future. We don't say, `Well, 
let's release 40 singles and if 
one hits, we can write off the 
other 39.' We don't release any 
records that we don't believe 
in commercially and artistical- 
ly. We're small and tight and 
fast. If we hear something we 
like, we get right on it and we 
stay on it. We go all out on pro- 
motion. We have to. We want 
to. We're in the record business 
because we love it. We're not 
pencil -pusher executives. We 
don't have to spend any time in 
board meetings with a board of 
directors. Mickey and I are on 
the road constantly." 

Newest of the Jubilee Group 
labels is the house -born Eu- 
phoria, created for "Progres- 
sive" product. Among the new 

artists to be presented on it are 
Sum Pear, produced by Bob 
Gallo and Lou La Fredo. Dis- 
cussions with Schwaid-Meren- 
stein & Thau, among whose art- 
ists are Van Morrison, have 
yielded an agreement for the 
trio to develop talent for Eu- 
phoria. 

Soul Penetration 
The Jubilee Group's "open 

door" policy (call and make an 
appointment) has paid off with 
the entrance through the door 
of such people as the comedian 
Wild Man Steve, who is keep- 
ing chart company with such 
personages as Bill Cosby and 
Flip Wilson. The Jubilee 
Group's penetration of the soul 
market is secure with the ac- 
tivity of the Meters (cut in New 
Orleans, remixed at Select 
Sound in New York), Mason & 
Dixon, Sheila Anthony and 
Derek Martin (on the Butter- 
cup label), John Madera, pro- 
ducer of Executive Suite whose 
new single, "Christine," is get- 
ting heavy radio play, and 
Jimmy Bishop, VP and GM of 
Philadelphia's WDAS, who pro- 
duced Honey & the Bees 
("People Need Each Other") 
and the instrumental Interpre- 
tations ("Trippin' ").

Samwell-Smith Scores 
Behind the Scenes 

NEW YORK - "The genius 
that was the Yardbirds . . ." 
And so the legend goes. It 
seems that Paul Samwell-Smith, 
a member of the original Yard - 
birds and that group's musical 
director (read: producer), 
would rather have it "The mu- 
sic that is Cat Stevens, Blondel, 
Bronco, Renaissance, etc." 

Samwell-Smith was at Ster- 
ling Sound in New York to mas- 
ter Cat Stevens' second Island 
album, to be released here 
through A&M. The album has 
been four months in the mak- 
ing. He explained, "they have- 
n't got the equipment in Eng- 
land." He founded the Yard - 
birds with Keith Relf and Jim 
McCartey and played with Eric 
Clapton and Jeff Beck, both of 
whom he found "difficult." He 
produced Renaissance's first al- 
bum last year; the group fea- 
tures Relf and Samwell-Smith 
disclosed that Renaissance 
"didn't want me to produce 
their second album." He, and 
evidently Renaissance, would 
not elaborate. 

He left the Yardbirds when 
he was stricken with pancrea- 
titis and Cat Stevens, who had 
been successful several years 
ago had been ill with tubercu- 
losis. As Samwell-Smith tells 
it, "We two old cripples got 
together" and a very popular 
album "Mona Bone Jakon," and 
a top 5 English single resulted. 
Another of his projects for Is- 
land is Blondel, a group which 
plays ancient English instru- 
ments. He described their al- 
bum (not available here) as "a 

very straight record-not pop 
music." 

More into Vocals 
In spite of the Yardbirds' 

reputation as the founder of 
current heavy rock trend, Sam - 
well -Smith claims he is more 
interested in vocals than in 
instrumental aspects of music. 
"It's a thing I have about 
voices," he explained. "You can 
make them sound and feel a 
great deal more than most in- 
struments." He has worked 
with a new group, Bronco, 
which he considered "a heavy 
group in many ways." 

He thinks "It's nice when 
you have a hit because more 
people get to know you-there's 
communication." Asked if there 
is a Paul Samwell-Smith 
"sound," he answered that the 
sound he strives for is simply 
"as good and as clean as pos- 
sible; the least gimmicky pos- 
sible." 

Reticent 
He says he doesn't like per- 

forming and "couldn't stand 
the pace" of his years with the 
Yardbirds. "The only person I 
would work with again (as a 
performer) would be Eric 
[Clapton]-if I had to play on 
stage." He left no doubt that 
he does not have the slightest 
desire to do that again. 

He stated emphatically, "It 
is totally satisfying from an 
artistic point of view to work 
with someone like Cat Stevens." 
Sure beats having to rave-up 
six nights a week, one supposes.

near Burns and Montgomery 
Bell State Park in Dickson

coordinating development pro- 
cedures and plans for the proj- 
ect. 

The Nashville based company 
previously announced that in- 
itial development of the park 
would represent an expenditure 
of approximately $1.3 million. 
This will include the transform- 
ation of an 8 acre underground 
area and the initial 91 acre plot 
which will contain exhibits, 
rides, attractions, and camping - 
picnic facilities.

Key said the entertainment 
park is being financed in 
part through a sale of stock to 
Tennessee residents, handled by 
the company through its agent, 
Wayne Woodward. 

In addition to company of- 
ficials, initial stockholders in- 
clude many members of the mu- 
sic and recording industry here, 
attorneys, and bankers.

NEW YORK - Dorothy Ash- 

by made one of her infrequent 
trips outside of Detroit last 
week and ended up at Record 
World to discuss her latest Ca- 
det album, "The Rubaiyat of 
Dorothy Ashby." Already noted 
for her work on the harp, Miss 
Ashby also plays kyoto, piano 
and sings on the new album 
which features a 16 -piece back- 
ing. 

Over the years, she has rec- 
orded 12 albums, four of them 
with Argo/Cadet. The new one 
is getting a good reception in 
the midwest with sales centered 
in Detroit where she is most 
known. Chess plans to reservice 
all areas with the album in an 
effort to bring greater exposure 
to Miss Ashby's unusual talents. 

The effervescent artist com- 
mented, "I feel this album is a 
little more on time than the 
others; no one has `exploited' 
Omar Khayyam's poetry before 
and no one has done anything 
with the kyoto in jazz. She and 
her husband, playwright John 
Ashby, set Khayyam's poetry to 
music with arrangements by 
Richard Evans. She finds the 
poems "timeless" and "very ap- 
propos to today's setting." 

She has been taking lessons 
in classical kyoto from a Japa- 
nese teacher who unfortunately 
has returned to Japan. As Miss 

Dorothy Ashby and Cadet's Wor- 
thy Patterson. 

Ashby saw it, "there was no 
reason I couldn't relate the Kyo- 
to to the blues and jazz." She 
hasn't been doing much club 
work recently because of her in- 
volvement with the Urban Stu - 
die's Department of Wayne State 
University in Detroit but has 
found time for some concert 
dates.

She 
defended her art: "I don't 
use the harp as a vehicle to at- 
tract attention or as a gimmick; 
I'm a harpist first - people can 
put their own labels on me 
afterwards."

N.Y. NARAS 

On Jazz 
NEW YORK-A clarion call 

for justice for jazz was issued 
by the almost 200 members and 
guests of NARAS who assembled 
in RCA's new studio Tuesday, 
Sept. 29, in an attempt to find 
new ways of spreading the jazz 
gospel. 

With Billy Taylor moderat- 
ing a panel of jazz performers 
Chico Hamilton, John Lewis 
and Gerry Mulligan and jazz 
producers Joel Dorn, John 
Hammond and Bob Thiele, 
several vital needs were con- 
tinually stressed throughout a 
three-hour session: the need 
for greater promotion and dis- 
tribution of jazz records; the 
need for cooperation by various 
media, radio and television es- 
pecially, in the presentation 
and dissemination of jazz; the 
need for educating the Ameri- 
can public especially through 
bringing jazz into the schools; 
and, above all, the necessity 
for establishing and maintain- 
ing an inter -relationship be- 
tween jazz and today's young 
record buyers. 

The last point was stressed 
again and again by Columbia's 
veteran producer, John Ham- 
mond. 

Paul Wess, Executive Direc- 
tor of the Jazzmobile, focused 
hope for the future of jazz on 
the reactions of school kids to 
live jazz performances in their 
classes. To stress the younger 
generation's interest, Wess pre- 
sented six young musicians, all 
members of the Jazzmobile 
Workshop, in a swinging ses- 
sion: saxist Robert Burch, 
trumpeter Al Griggs, trombon- 
ist Frank Furman, pianist Billy 
Gault, bassist Frank McCarty 
and drummer Howard King. 

Throughout the evening 
panelists and members of the 
audience alike kept emphasiz- 
ing the paucity of jazz record- 
ings available in stores, and 
especially on the racks. 

The segregation of jazz and 
pop music was endorsed by 
Katz. "There's a brick wall out 
there for those of us who are 
trying to promote and distribute 
jazz," he noted. "It's impossible 
to reach most buyers - and 
there is a large audience that 
feels deserted - so perhaps 
what we really need is a new 
distribution network dealing 
exclusively with jazz." 

Veteran producer Nat Sha- 
piro noted that jazz is not the 
only art form that has been 
suffering from lack of exposure. 
"You have the same lack of rec- 
ognition by the networks when

NEW YORK - What is 33 
feet long, weighs 2100 pounds, 
contains seven miles of wire, 
is lead and fiber glass insu- 
lated, can generate 200,000 of 
light power, carries over 60 
microphones, contains two 16 
or eight track heads and a 16 
track console (among other 
things) and can go just about 
anywhere? 

The answer is a vehicle 
which Location Recorders prin- 
cipals Aaron Baron and Larry 
Dahlstrom affectionately call 
"Truck." 

"Truck" is the mobile record- 
ing studio which was used to 
record the Band's "Stagefright" 
album at the Community The- 
ater in Woodstock, N. Y., as 
well as the forthcoming B. B. 
King live album recorded at 
Cook County Jail. When Baron 
and Dahlstrom arrive on a lo- 
cation recording site they can 
set up in as little as two hours, 
throw a cable out (a cable 
which can handle up to 26 
mikes) and record as if they 
were in a studio. The control 
room on the truck (a 1970 GMC 
model) is carpeted wall-to-wall, 
air-conditioned, heated and 
paneled with wood grain ma- 
terial. In addition various 
lighting effects can be achieved. 
Everything aboard the truck is 
portable because one cannot 
very well send a cable up 66 
floors to the Rainbow Grill, ac- 
cording to Baron. 

A shock -mounted generator 
is located between the cab and 
the body if location electrical 
capacities are not up to par. 
The unit is equipped with an 
automatic pitch control to cope 
with any voltage variances 
which would normally slow 
down the recorders and later 
pitch. Baron and Dahlstrom, 
whose motto might as well be 
"You Call We Haul," recently 
recorded the "Midsummer 
Rock" TV special in Cincinatti 
as well as Mountain at the Fill- 
more. They also were responsi- 
ble for designing Albert Gross - 
man's 16 track permanent stu- 
dio in Woodstock. 

Was Fly By Night 

Baron and Dahlstrom started 
out in the location recording 
and sound business as Fly By 
Nite Sound, a stage they refer 
to as "B.T.-Before Truck." 
According to Baron, "Nobody 
has ever done what Location 
has in terms of mobile record- 
ing basically for audio." Their 
truck is equipped, however, 
with an Ampex Multilock sys- 
tem which synches video tape

stopped off at Record World 
last week to deliver their new 
Warner Brothers album, 
"Through a Window," in per- 
son.

NEW YORK - Despite the 
nation's general economic 
slump and the closing of many 
small clubs and other entertain- 
ment spots in the New York 
area, the city continues to pro- 
vide a wide variety of music 
to its dwellers in a myriad of 
different settings. The empha- 
sis in recent months (and years) 
has been, of course, on rock 
music and its offspring; but if 
one looks hard enough he can 
find virtually any kind of sound 
he desires-provided he can 
pay for it. 

The largest gatherings of mu- 
sic fans in recent times have 
consisted primarily of rock en- 
thusiasts, and consequently the 
larger arenas, halls and outdoor 
sites have been 'devoted to rock 
concerts. The Fillmore East 
and the Capitol Theater (in 
Portchester, just outside the 
city) have been almost exclus- 
ively rock -oriented, featuring 
big name favorites like the 
Grateful Dead and Jethro Tull 
complemented by newer figures 
such as Livingston Taylor and 
McKendree Spring. 

Two outdoor stadiums which 
hold thousands of people per 
show, the Forest Hills Tennis 
Stadium and the Schaefer Cen- 
tral Park Stadium, presented 
rock and youth -oriented sum- 
mer programs featuring Janis 
Joplin, the Band, Mountain and 
countless others. And even 
Madison Square Garden, which 
holds close to 20,000 and has

been the site of the Blind Faith 
and Rolling Stones extrava- 
ganzas, sold out for Blood, 
Sweat and Tears and Miles 
Davis. Even the Met went rock 
for one night in presenting 
the Who performing their 
"rock -opera," "Tommy." 

The above -mentioned places 
are geared to large audiences 
and must therefore present top 
name acts at high prices (with 
the exception of Central Park), 
giving only secondary exposure 
(although to a great many peo- 
ple) to lesser known talents. 
But the closing of many smaller 
clubs and discothèques notwith- 
standing, there are still show- 
cases for relatively new groups. 
These include clubs such as 
Ungano's, Harlow's and the Bit- 
ter End (which often provides 
folk music) and discothèques 
like Wheels and Cheetah. 

In the past few months alone, 
scores of new groups and indi- 
viduals trying to break in have 
appeared at these spots, some- 
times for one set, sometimes 
longer. Examples include Rare 
Bird, If, Tamalpais Exchange, 
Gas Mask, Jam Factory and 
countless others. In addition, 
these places and others like 
them provide showcases for un- 
derground acts and groups 
which play with a style which 

attracts a small, select follow- 
ing. Examples of this would be 
the recent sets by Tony Wil- 
liams Lifetime and Iggy and the 
Stooges at Ungano's, and the 
appearance of the Unspoken 
Word at the Village Gate. 

Leaving the rock scene for a 
moment, the current revival of 
interest in jazz by the record - 
buying public has sparked all 
sorts of concerts in unexpected 
places. Besides the traditional 
jazz haunts such as Village 
Gate, Village Gaslight, etc., 
Miles Davis played at the Fill- 
more and the Garden, Eddie 
Harris performed at Central 
Park and Ramsey Lewis ap- 
peared at Forest Hills. The 
Museum of Modern Art's "Jazz 
in the Garden" series also con- 
tinues to delight jazz buffs and 
rock refugees. 

In the area of non -rock, New 
York may have lost a little of 
its lustre, but perhaps it has 
been somewhat replaced by 
some new about -to -become 
stars. Night clubs such as the 
Copa, Living Room and the new 
Rodney Dangerfield's have at- 
tracted fewer established stars 
than in previous years, but 
have continued to draw fans 
with new talent like D'Aldo Ro- 
mano, Cindy Ross and Donna 
Theodore. The Persian Room, 

the Waldorf, the Rainbow Grill 
and the Royal Box continue to 
be "name" -oriented, but not ex- 
clusively. 

In addition, many of the rock 
concert series provided changes 
of pace, as in Torn Jones' show 
at the Garden and Peggy Lee's 
Central Park concert. 

In the area of R&B, the Apol- 
lo Theater continues to reign 
supreme. The Apollo in recent 
weeks has presented the Temp- 
tations (in an engagement that 
broke all records), Stevie Won- 
der, Jr. Walker and many, many 
old favorites and rising young 
acts, not to mention the famed 
talent shows staged there week- 
ly. In addition to the Apollo. 
R&B artists are continuing to 
appear with regularity at all 
the major clubs, concert halls 
and festivals. 

So the New York live music 
scene is comprehensive-much 
more comprehensive than the 
limited number of places men- 
tioned here. There is not only 
plenty of rock, jazz, R&B and 
easy listening music, but one 
can find Latin and Flamenco at 
the Chateau Madrid, Aârican 
sounds at the Village Gaslight, 
country music everywhere, '50s 
rock and roll revival at Har- 
low's and probably almost any 
kind of music he can think of 
if he tries. 

Everyone hopes that no more 
clubs will close; but those who 
complain that there isn't a lot 
of good music in this city prob- 
ably haven't spent too much 
time looking. 

NEW YORK-Solidly based in 
the Big Apple, Gotham City, or 
to be traditional, New York City, 
Bell Records emits its hit -making 
sounds throughout the charted 
globe. Following the label's heavi- 
est chart showing ever, which 
occurred in the later part of Au- 
gust, Bell is now swinging on six 
hit singles and two best-selling 
albums on the national listings.

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Concert Review 

Burdon A'n'K, Fat Score 
NEW YORK - War broke 

out in New York City last Fri- 
day (25). 

War is a seven -man Afro- 
Cuban, jazz-rock, blues band 
which backs former Animal 
Eric Burdon. When heard at 
Madison Square Garden's Felt 
Forum, their music really could 
not be described as anything 
other than a pulsating, throb- 
bing, energy flow. The act con- 
sists of guitar, organ, sax (or 
flute), harmonica, bass, drums 
and conga drum. Each member 
took solos and was excellent. 
Especially noteworthy was 
Charles Miller's work on both 
sax and flute. 

With the advent of War, Eric 
Burdon has finally realized his 
full potential as a vocalist. He 
becomes the eighth soloist in 
the group, utilizing his voice 
for scat singing and improvis- 
ing lyrics as he performs. Still, 
the set as a whole was a tightly 
controlled, well -planned exer- 
cise in exciting entertainment. 
The high point of the evening 
was reached when, midway 
through a number called "Spir- 
it," a shift in rhythm produced 
the Jagger -Richard favorite, 
"Paint It, Black." Then a return 
to "Spirit," and, momentum 
building all the while, the fa- 
miliar opening organ notes to 
"Spill the Wine," the group's 
MGM chartopper of this past 
summer It was one of those 
precious moments of release 
and recognition that have made 
rock music such a phenomenum. 

Not Intimidated 

The audience completely won 
over, Burdon attempted to close 
the set with a medley of "Moth- 
er Earth" and "Tobacco Road." 
But, time apparently have ex- 
pired, the house lights went on 
and the microphone was shut 
off. Not one to intimidated, Bur - 
don shouted out the refrain to 
"Tobacco Road" and the audi- 
ence picked it up and carried 
it for about fteen minutes until 
quieted by a signal from Eric. 
His instructions to the hushed 
crowd: "They've shut off the 
mike and taken my voice-don't 
let them take yours !" Thunder- 
ous applause. A most memora- 
ble performance.

NEW YORK - The burgeon- 

ing career of John Hartford 
takes another turn this week 
as the RCA recording artist - 
composer returns to the city of 
his birth to open at New York's 
Bitter End. The man who won 
the Grammy in 1968 for "Gentle 
On My Mind" is coming off re- 
cent appearances at the Phil- 
adelphia Folk Festival and the 
Big Sur Folk Festival to make 
his first tour of small Eastern 
clubs.

Mungomania in 
NEW YORK -Mungo Jerry, 

if you don't know by now, is 
not an individual but is, rather, 
four young men from London 
who have formed a rock and 
roll group of that name. Ac- 
cording to Colin Earl, the name 
of the group originated with 
bassist Paul King. "None of 
us disliked it that much," Colin 
recalls, and the name stuck. 

The group was in New York 
for the start of the American 
tour which will have them ap- 
pearing in Philadelphia, Bos- 
ton, Detroit, Los Angeles and 
San Francisco. They played the 
Fillmore last weekend and the 
show went very well for them; 
in fact, they played three en- 
cores the first night and would 
have continued had not the 
staff advised them to shorten 
their act somewhat.

position with the GRT Record 
Group, Chess Records has 
moved its offices to New York. 
Richie Salvador, Executive Vice 
President of Chess and Arnie 
Orleans, Chess Director of 
Marketing, have both relocated 
from the label's Chicago out- 
post to the GRT Record Group's 
base at 1301 Avenue of the 
Americas. 

Worthy Patterson, formerly 
Eastern Regional Promotion Di- 
rector for Paramount Records, 
recently joined Salvador and 
Orleans in New York as Na- 
tional Promotion Manager for 
the entire Chess family of 
labels.

That's what will mark the 
Chess Records of the future- 
a deep, personal commitment to 
the label and the community 
from our artists, producers and 
executives." 

The expansion of Chess into 
New York now gives talent ac- 
cess to the label in three offices 
for the first time in its history 
-New York, Chicago and Los 
Angeles, where Chess is hiring 
producers. "Our entire opera- 
tion," says Salvador, "will be 
more refined. We will be in a 
better position to find new tal- 
ent and exploit it. A lot of tal- 
ent does not come through Chi- 
cago. There is plenty of talent 
in Chicago, but if we want to 
expand we must be in New York 
and in Los Angeles." 

Vintage Name 
One of the great, vintage 

names in the history of soul 
music, Chess Records is still 
the home of such living legends 
as Howlin' Wolf, Muddy 

Waters, Chuck Berry, Etta 
James and Bo Diddley. Today's 
Chess roster also includes the 
Dells, Ramsey Lewis and 
"Little" Milton Campbell, 
among many others. Recently, 
the Dells were the first soul 
group to headline at the Royal 
Box of the Hotel Americana. 

"As opportunities for soul 
artists open up more and more," 
says Len Levy, "Chess Records 
and its artists will continue to 
play an increasingly important 
role in today's musical scene."

Phoenix House 'Happening' 
HART ISLAND, L. I. - Mu- 

sicians came to the aid of Phoe- 
nix House on a recent Sunday 
(30). The event was the second 
annual "Summer Happening" 
on Hart Island sponsored by 
New York City's largest resi- 
dential drug treatment program 
(1,030 fulltime residents in 15 
separate Phoenix House cen- 
ters) . 

With 8,000 people in atten- 
dance, it was an outdoor art 
exhibition with paintings that 
covered the sides of entire 
buildings, a real live rodeo, an 
air show featuring sky -diving 
cadets from West Point, a 
manned hot air balloon ascent, 
a city -of -the -future air-cooled 
"bubble habitation" made of 
soft plastic and capable of hold- 
ing 1,000 persons, a county fair 
with farm animals, soft drinks, 
hot dogs and hamburgers and, 
most of all, it was a rock mu- 
sic festival (without drugs). 

Among the instrumentalists 
and singers who appeared on 
two bandstands were: Oliver, 
Rhinoceros, the New York Rock 
Ensemble, Swamp Gas, Free 
Hand, Bobby Callender, Ken- 
ny Rankin, Janet Lawson, Ar- 
chie Whitewater, the Enchant- 
ed Forest, the Communication 
Workshop, Jerome MacMurray, 
the Soul Experience, the Trav- 
eler's Drum and Bugle Corps, 
Your Father's Mustache and 
like the Sky. Ten Wheel Drive 
was also present, but a mix-up 
involving the arrival of their 
instruments prevented them 
from performing. 

Took Strong Stands 

Some of the performers had 
previously taken strong public 
stands against drug abuse. The 
singer Oliver, for one, was 
awarded a plaque last March 
21 by the Select Committee on 
Crime of the United States 
House of Representatives "in 
grateful appreciation for his 
role in educating young people 
to the dangers of drugs." At a 
press conference before his per- 
formance, Oliver said that he 
sees a trend in music towards 
naturalness. This trend is in- 
consistent with the use of drugs 
by musicians, he feels, and be- 
sides, "on drugs the quality of 
performance slips - musicians 
don't work as well together 
when they're high." 

"One of the most important 
things about this Happening." 
explained Frank R. Natale, co- 
director of Phoenix Programs, 
"is that it was put together al- 
most entirely by former addicts 
and people who have messed up 
their lives with drugs - peo- 
ple society thinks can't do any- 

thing - for themselves or any- 
body else. These Phoenix peo- 
ple have shown they can do a 
lot for themselves and for 
others." 

The Phoenix House Program 
is operated by the City of New 
York and its cost to the city is 
substantially reduced by the 
support and services of the 
Phoenix House Foundation, Inc. 
as well as by the efforts of the 
residents themselves and by 
private contributions. The pro- 
gram began in May, 1967. 

The cost of the Happening 
would have more than $250,000 
if more than 90 individuals, 
business firms and government 
agencies had not contributed 
their talent, services, equip- 
ment, goods and cash. The list 
ranges from giant corporations 
like Union Carbide, Allied Che- 
mical, Westinghouse and Chrys- 
ler's Airtemp Division, to such 
well known artists as Jason 
Crum and Charles Frazier, the 
Pablo Light Show, the Video 
Freex and, of course, all the 
previously mentioned musi- 
cians. Ovation Instruments of 
Kaman Corp. provided the elec- 
tronic eguipment for the per- 
formers, and the Fillmore East 
lent its sound system for the 
day.

Book Review 

Astaire Pictorial No Treasury 
Fred Astaire, entertainment's 

touchstone of elegance, long 
overdue a critical appreciation, 
doesn't get it in "Fred Astaire 
A Pictorial Treasury of His 
Films" (Crescent, $3.95), a 
slap in the face by Howard 
Thompson, longtime second - 
string critic for the New York 
Times. 

Ostensibly a fan of Astaire's, 
Thompson reveals in his cur- 
sory glance at Astaire's movie 
career that he doesn't begin 
to understand what Astaire is 
about, what he stands for, how 
he has advanced the art of 
musical movie -making, what he 
has contributed to the world's 
song catalogs by his definitive 
versions of Cole Porter, George 
and Ira Gershwin, Dorothy 
Fields and Jerome Kern, Alan 
Jay Lerner and Burton Lane 
(misspelled Laine) songs, how 
his sense of fashion works. 

How to convey Thompson's 
woeful limitations in discuss- 
ing Astaire? By quoting him 
directly. Here is how he starts 
his second paragraph: "What 
did Astaire do, actually? This 
chap from Omaha, neither the 
greatest dancer of them all 

. " If this is the way he feels, 
why go on? If Astaire isn't 
the greatest dancer of them 
all, by almost any but balletic 
definitions, who is? 

The book lacks just about 
everything - most noticeably 
and most egregiously a dis- 
cography (some, Mel Tormé, 
for instance, think Astaire 
is the best singer of popular 
songs extant), and a compre- 
hensive set of stills. In fact, the 
collection of stills offered here 
is incomplete in more ways

"Father, Come On Home," 
which is starting to click. It 
broke first on R & B stations 
across the nation and the group 
is more than ready to have an- 
other smash. 

than one. Not only are shots 
missing from some of Astaire's 
most important dance num- 
bers, but many of the stills 
are cropped at the head and 
at the feet. Disgraceful. Some- 
thing Astaire, himself would 
never allow. Why is there no 
still here from Stanley Don - 
en's imaginative "F u n n y 
Face"? Why is there no still 
from "Ziegfeld Follies' " 
"Limehouse Blues" number? 
Why are there stills here that 
don't include Astaire?! Like 
the two -shot of Judy Garland 
and Peter Lawford. Wouldn't 
the two -page spread have been 
better spent on a "Stepping 
Out with My Baby" still? The 
answers to these questions can 
not be that the stills weren't 
available. Persistent research, 
rather than obviously just us- 
ing what was at hand, would 
have helped make this the book 
it should have been. 

Thompson hasn't bothered to 
look at the body of Astaire's 
solo work, hasn't scrutinized 
the themes Astaire returns to 
repeatedly. It hasn't occurred 
to him to contrast Astaire's 
dancing partners and how he 
adjusted to their differences. 
Never does he mention As- 
taire's love of the drums and 
his working them into number 
after number. Hermes Pan, the 
dance director with whom As- 
taire most frequently worked, 
and whom Astaire rarely fails 
to credit, is not brought up in 
the text and is listed only once 
in the credit sheet at the end of 
the book. 

The oversights are endless 
and infuriating. What the As- 
taire fan wants from this book 
and what Astaire has assuredly 
earned is a temperate, percep- 
tive study by a fan. What the 
fan gets is a rushjob by an 
opportunist. Unforgivable.

Singleton 
concluded, "We are in a mar- 
ketplace that young people con- 
trol." The President of SSS 
International stated that his 
findings revealed 85% of the 
overall record buying market is 
in the hands of the teenager. 
"Today is an album world and 
that's where we're going," 
Singleton told the assembled 
press. 

Singleton explained his four - 
month absence by quoting from 
Dr. Lawrence J. Peter & Ray- 
mond Hall's book "The Peter 
Principle," which states: "A 
man in modern business will 
rise to the level of his incompe- 
tence." Singleton said that he 
realized some four months ago 
that he was incompetent of de- 
fining today's market and run- 
ning a one-man operation. So 
he went into seclusion in an at- 
tempt to rectify the problems 
he had seen in his self-analysis. 

Will Expand, Too 

"We're going to keep our 
roots in the country business," 
Singleton Said, "but we're also 
going to expand into the teen 
world of underground and hard 
rock."

Her 
single, "Color Him Father," is the song 
that gave the album its title. Good
